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Post hit with round 
two of weather

POST — Round two of rain this past weekend are slowly 
getting the ground headed in the right direction. 

Post has had 2.02 inches of rain for the entire year, and 
99 percent of that has been in the last two weekends. 

According to National Weather Service statistics, Garza 
County has faired about average on the grander scale. 

Lake Allen Henry has had 2.65 inches on the year, 
while Graham is lagging with 1.75 inches of rain to date 
this year. 

The round of storms that hit late Saturday night and 
into Sunday morning reeked havoc on the area. Tree de-
bris littered some streets and at least half-dozen trees had 
broken branches of an inch in diameter. 

Wind gusts were clocked at 64 mph at the Texas Tech 
Meso station just to the northeast of the city, which was 
the highest of the three 

By morning's light, customers were still without power 
and at least two Post businesses were without services such 
as credit carding scanning and cash register functions. 

Lyntegar Electric Cooperative reported residential out-
ages as well as the sub-station at Two Draws and Hack-
berry. 

According to Blake Moore, 1281 meters in Garza Coun-

The two signals — one 
long three-minute blast 
and one wailing up and 
down signal, were set off 
with very little problem. 

The long three-minute 
blast is designed to get 
the citizen's attention, 
while the wailing up and 
down signal is indicat-
ing that residents need 
to take cover, as danger

Storms give much-needed relief 

Seasonal restrictions 
limit use of fireworks

POST — The Garza County Commissioner's Court 
met for their regular session where they approved busi-
ness on several items, not the least of which was the 
seasonal issue of fireworks. 

By a unanimous vote of 5-0, commissioners have 
again enacted an order concerning the selling, detona-
tion or ignition of certain classes of fireworks. 

The order stays in line with the current burn ban as 
well, as the prevailing thought was that despite recent 
rains, it might return to being very dry come July. 

Basically, skyrockets with sticks and missiles with 
fins are specifically forbidden in Garza County. 

Commissioners also expressed the sentiment that 
some people just don't know how to clean up after 
themselves. 

"They can't do it (shoot off fireworks) down here (in 
the city)," said Commissioner Charles Morris. "They 
go up on the cap and shoot them. And it's becoming a 
trash problem too." 

However, the county did not prohibit Class C ex-
plosives or large devices designed primarily to produce 
visible or audible effects by combustion, deflagration 
or detonation. 

In additional business, commissioners voted to re-
duce a right of way of County Road 203, located in 
Precinct 3, by seven feet. 

Currently CR 203's width is the standard 60 feet 
wide. Commissioner Ted Brannon explained the need 
for the reduction as solving several issues. 

"This will go from fence to fence," he said. "and it 
will go along way to solving all the issues we've had. If 
we don't go fence to fence, it will be an issue again."

The District Attorney's Office of four counties, 

Gaines, Dawson, Lynn and Garza Counties, is very ex-
cited at the prospect of once again having a Victim's 
Advocate position. This is a state funded grant with a 
20% county match. "I am very excited for the potential 
of once again having this position in my office. Since 
2008 we have been without a dedicated full-time Vic-
tim's Advocate. Serving four counties, only one of which 
have an advocate, it has been a strain on the investi-
gators and attorneys to wear dual hats. Furthermore, 
minimum requirements set out in the law are not being 
complied with in most of the counties. With the pass-
ing of a resolution to approve this position in Dawson 
County in February, we hope the esteemed members of 
the Garza County Commissioner's Court consider the 
countless victims this position will help in their com-
munities alone, in contrast to the small percentage that 
it will cost them. To put things into perspective, the to-
tal salary package with benefits for this position will be 
about 855,000. But with only a 20% county match dis-
persed among the four counties, Garza County's share 
will be about $1,500 — a small price to pay for the peace 
of mind of the victims of the citizens of one county.

Dad learned that the land was sold in 
quarter sections. After looking at several 
spots, he decided to buy 160 acres, nine 
miles west of Post. Ours was on the 
northwest corner of this section. Joining 
us on the east was the John Coleman 
family; five girls and three boys. On the 
south, the Crowley family joined our 
land. They had six children. On the south 
joining John Coleman was his parents 
from Tennessee. These were the four 
families on this section including us. 
People of all walks of life came, bought 
and settled. 

At last the time arrived to leave 
Crosbyton and move to our new home in 
Post. The children and I arrived in Post 
by train in December of 1914. We went 
to the Double U Co. office to get (inquire 
of) the house the Company promised us 
when our land was bought. A Mr. Pickett 
took us to a two-story house. It was a new 
one and no one had lived in it. We were to 
stay there until our house was built on our 
farm. 

The first thing I did was buy a bed, 
bachelor stove and some dishes to use 
until our furniture arrived. I bought them 
at a hardware store owned by George 
Doughty. No mater what we needed, he  

had it, being the only one of its kind in 
the town. 

In the meantime, Dad, Uncle Billy and 
Dick were busy bOging our furniture, 
stock, etc. from Crosbyton. It took quite 
a few days by wagon and team of horses. 
A 40-mile trip could not be made in one 
day. By December 22, 1914, we were all 
together again. Christmas came and went. 
Then after New Years, the hauling of 
lumber began to build our house and out 
buildings, which was a daily job for our 
men folks. 

Many farms were sold by this time. 
The Double U Co. couldn't find houses 
to house the people. Some camped in the 
wagon yard. Several used the hall that was 
for meetings, etc. A Taylor family moved 
in with us upstairs. Just as soon as barns 
were built, many moved into them until 
their houses were built. 

We remained in Post until our house 
was built. These houses were built on the 
same plan. A four-room house with a long 
front and back porch. When our house 
started building I saw where with our 
mixed family, we needed three bedrooms 
instead of two like the regular plan called 
for. So, after quite a few discussions with 
the architect, he changed our house plan; 
three bedrooms, living room, dining room, 
with a small kitchen being added extra. 
Our house was the only one of its kind 
on all these Post farms. Oh, yes, I asked 
for a cabinet in the kitchen and one was 
especially built in Post by the Double U 
Co. cabinetmaker. It too, being only one 
as an extra. Later a washhouse was built. 
The Samson brothers, Jim [she probably 
meant Jimmy Napier] and George did all 
the plumbing for this company, including 
ours. All our water was supplied from 
windmill and was piped into the house 
and farmyards. Until our house was 
finished, the children went to school in 
Post. 

On February 15, 1915 we moved into 
our new home, to start once more to eke 
out a living in a new and so different 
country. There were no trees of any kind. 
One could see for miles in any direction. 
On clear mornings a mirage appeared, 
then disappeared. It was called, "Early 
Mornings" by old timers. 

[Linda's note. I hope you are enjoying 
reading about the early primitive life in our 
county. So much has changed in the last 100 
years, so I think its good to look back and do 
a little walking in the early pioneers shoes 
to make us aware of how fortunate we are.]
