Panhandle area gives 
generously to PISD

POST — After the state fire marshal 
agents have left, and while insurance ad-
justers are sifting through the rubble, a 
quiet ground swell of support is going on 
at Post Independent School District as 
over $50,500 in monetary donations and 
hundreds of thousands of dollars worth of 
student supplies, furniture, books, leaining 
aids, PE equipment, medical supplies have 
been sent. The list goes on and on. 

More than 400 business and individuals, 
including area school districts have come 
to the aid of PISD after an early morn-
ing fire last week destroyed the part of the 
elementary that housed students in grades 
three through five. 

The largest donations came in the way 
of elementary school furniture from Semi-
nole and Borden County LSD's. 

Seven truck loads from Seminole, deliv-
ered by way Rockwater trucks, while the 
BCISD supplies came by way of Nancy 
and Trent McDonald and Wes Mason's 
trucks. 

United Supermarkets and Wal-Mart 
have donated pallets of supplies that have 
been set up for distribution to the students, 
as they are needed. 

At this point, student supplies are be-
ing met, according to Kim Mills-011er of 
PISD. 

"We are good now with student sup-
plies," she said. "We are estimating the rest 
of the needs." 

Teachers have been given gift cards from 
local business, churches and individuals, as 
well as come corporate help in Lubbock. 
"Their needs are being taken care of to 
outfit their rooms," Mills-011er said.

It was with that sentiment that Bob Zivec 
was honored as Post's first Hometown Hero 
award. 

Zivec almost didn't make the ceremony, but 
his daughter Melissa Flannigan convinced 
him otherwise. 

"I told my daughter two weeks ago I was 
going to take off Thursday morning and come 
back Monday," he said. "It was my grandson's 
birthday." 

Zivec lived in Post briefly from 1970-73 
while working with Burlington Industries 
and most recently since 2004 and is currently 
a Garza County Deputy with duties at the 
Garza County Courthouse. 

But his bio reads much deeper than that. 
Zivec came to the United States from 

Czechoslovakia in 1951 at the onset of the 
Korean Conflict. He was not yet a citizen and 
could not join the regular army. He was told 
he could join the National Guard, he did and 
he was later drafted. 

He worked for no less than six police and 
sheriffs' departments across Texas. 

In 1985, he was awarded the Silver Star for 
bravery and the Silver • Crusaders Cross for 
Valor early in 1986 for his role in a standoff 
with a gunman holding hostages. 

"Bob epitomizes to me what a public servant 
and hometown hero is" Maddox said. "He is a 

Texas lawman from the old school - he has for 
years and even today with his years of service 
he continues to serve in that role," 

The church plans to do this ceremony every 
year, honoring a local Hometown hero.

POST—The White River 
Municipal Water District is 
looking for a new director 
after Tom Fulton tendered 
his resignation effective this 
past Wednesday. 

Fulton, who was the facil-
ity manager, stepped down 
citing family reasons for 
the change. From the East 
Texas region, Fulton has 
accepted a position with a 
private firm. 

"I am a water man," he 
said last week in a brief 
phone interview. "I have 
always been a water man. I 
will continue to be a water 
man." 

Fulton spent just over 
three years at WRMWD 
when he was hired in Au-
gust of 2011. A lot of that 
time was spent improving 
the system and finding cre-
ative ways to offset a loss 
in revenues during an ex-
tended drought, which was 
dogging the area, especially 
the last 18 months. 

With the consensus of 
the four cities involved, 
Post, Spur, Rawls and Cros-
byton, a 40-year contract 
was drafted and signed 
that opened the door for all 
sorts of grants and fund-
ing that previously was not 
available. 

Nearly $9 million in grant 
monies came from the fol-
lowing: 

• A $6 million grant from 
the Texas Water Develop-
ment Board with 50% par-

POST — In their most 
recent meeting, the Post 
City Council has ap-
proved a measure to seek 
bids for the sale of the 
Garza Theater. 

Councilwoman Anita 
Morris made the motion, 
followed by a second by 
Councilwoman Melba 
Cimental. 

The city can now ad-
vertise and accept sealed 
bids for the building val-
ued at just over $13,000. 

Post Economic De-
velopment Corporation 
Director Harry Record 
is hopeful it is put to 
good use. 

"I would hope that 
someone would buy it 
and make really good 
use of it," he said. "It is 
of historic value to us. 
We would like to see it 
preserved as much as it 
can." 

The Garza Theater 
closed in September of 
2011 when the city cited 
safety issues in the 100-
year-old building. 

An inspection of the 
building at that time 
pointed out deficiencies 
that would take over $1 
million to fix. 

In other council busi-
ness, the city set the 
effective tax rate at 

$0.563239 per $100 as-
sessed valuation in the 
city, which is 0.10522 
higher than last year.

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The 501 	 The Paperboy 
Technological Stampedes A world without the grid 
and Apparitions 

When it comes to entertaining 
an 8-year-old grandson, a buf-
falo stampede works pretty 

well, especially with thunder and light-
ning. Throw in an Indian raid and some 
colorful historical spirit guides projected 
on thin air for the ultimate package. 

Spirit guides? 
They're the latest thing in museum 

guides — robust apparitions with voices 
and identities. Among the seven spirit 

guides at Frontier Texas! 
in Abilene is Pat Garrett, 
who tells how he shot 
Billy the Kid. Another 
is Cynthia Ann Parker. 
She's skinning a buffalo 
hide the whole time she 
talks about being Co-
manche. When you've 
got a hide to flesh, you 
don't quit working to 
talk. Those are big hides. 

The guides speak from 
dark cave-like spaces. Tap 
a touch screen and they 
come alive. When they're 

through talking, they disappear on their 
own. Poof. 

It's technology today's 8-year-olds 
take in stride, although grandson Cutter 
showed some hesitancy as he approached 
the abode of the first guide. When chil-
dren exhibit caution, you've got their at-
tention.

He's probably never 
heard any of them. Foster's out of vogue.

SON. 

Nope, Cutter's never heard of the man 
or "Camptown Races" or "Way Down 
Upon the Swanee River." I would have 
asked him about more songs, but I was 
lucky to get his attention at all at his sis-
ter's volleyball game. 

Cutter and I need to go to Florida. 

Are you a prepper? 
Maybe you're a partial 

prepper. 
Maybe you don't know what I'm 

talking about. 
A prepper is someone who is 

preparing or has prepared for the bleep 
hitting the fan. They used to be called 

survivalists. 
Most of you have 

heard of the grid 
... our electrical 
infrastructure we use 
every second of the 
day. 

There is no question 
that our civilization 
is totally dependent 
on the grid. From 
cell phones to gas 
pumps, to darn near 
everything we do, 
when the grid goes 

down for a duration of time, it's going 
to get ugly. 

Imagine living in a major city with 
no phone service, no police service and 
no ambulance service. After a few days, 
it would be total carnage. Especially if 
the entire country or even world were 
down. 

In that scenario, how prepared are 
you and your family? 

Out here in rural America, we stand 
a fighting chance. We can grow things 
and there is plenty of food to hunt. We 
can also protect ourselves as there is 
no shortage of guns and goods to make 
other weapons. 

Money would no longer matter. 
What would matter is food, water, 
clothing, ammunition, lighters and 
matches, antibiotics, fuel and other 
items we rarely think about. 

We might still covet diamonds, gold 
and silver, but those things would be 
far down the list. 

Basically, the world would change 
in a hurry and every facet of our lives 

would have to change with it in order 
to survive. 

It's a fighting thought isn't it? It 
would be the end of the world as we 
know it. 

How likely is it to happen? 
No one really has the answer. We're 

so dependent on the grid, once it's 
down, our first question is going to be 
how long? If it stays down, we're going 
to wonder if it's coming back on. I 
think this period, a few days to a week 
maybe, is when those who are prepped 
are going to separate from those who 
are not. 

I know these thoughts probably seem 
pretty crazy to you sophisticated city 
dwellers.

If I were you, I'd always have on 
hand a reserve of bottled water and 
some dehydrated food which can keep 
a few years. Matches and fuel are also a 
good idea. But unless you are prepared 
to defend your family, you might as 
well forget about the other items...

4-H Traditions 
As I reflect back on the last two weeks and how 

our community pulled together following the 
fire in the Elementary building, the parallels to 

the Texas 4-H pledge and motto became obvious. 
The history of the 4-H clover and emblem has had 

a national and lasting impact. The first 4-H emblem 
was a three-leaf clover, introduced sometime between 
1907 and 1908. The three "H's" represented head, heart 
and hands. In 1911, at a meeting of club leaders in 

Washington, a fourth "H" repiesent-
ing health was added and the current 
4-H four-leaf clover emblem was ap-
proved. In 1924 the 4-H clover em-
blem was patented. At the end of the 
14 year patent term in 1939, Con-
gress passed a law to protect the use 
of the 4-H name and emblem. The 
law was slightly revised in 1948. It is 
protected by the U.S. Congress from 
commercial or unauthorized use. 

In 1942, President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt said, "Let your Head, 
Heart, Hands, and Health truly be 
dedicated to your country which 

needs them now, as never before." 
The 4-H pledge was worded by Otis Hall, Kansas 

state 4-H leader. It was approved at theefirst National 
4-H Club Camp in 1927 in Washington, D.C. The 
words "my world" were added to the pledge in 1973. 
This addition is the only change ever made to the 4-H 
pledge. 

HEAD stands for clearer thinking and decision-
making. Knowledge that is useful throughout life. 

HEART stands for greater loyalty, strong personal 
values, positive self-concept, and concern for others. 

HANDS stand for larger service, workforce pre-
paredness, useful skills, and science and technology 
literacy. 

HEALTH stands for better living and healthy life-
styles. 

To Make the Best Better, the 4-H Motto, is exactly 
what the staff and community proposed to do to fulfill 
a promise to our youth. Decisions were made over 
the last two weeks that will affect future generations. 
Administrators, faculty, parents and youth were dealt a 
hand that required change from PreK to seniors. At-
titude is everything! This community stood strong 
and when a member faltered, slowed or wavered. A 
support team was there to hold, encourage and moti-
vate. They cried, laughed and prayed together. Moving 
about 1000 students and staff in a week's time was 
questionable and not without speed bumps but what a 
success it was. The right volunteers with the needed 
skills seemed to appear as needed and continue to do 
so. Strength allowed the staff to reflect and enjoy life, 
resist fatigue, and to work efficiently.
