American 
men have a world-wide reputation 
for the money they spend on women.

“ I say bravo to you! Go right 
ahead.”

I had an idea that the French felt 
that way a few years ago when I 
was privileged to see some of the 
inner workings of Lanvin’s estab­
lishment in Paris, to talk to the 
vendeuscs and oritness the defer­
ence to a Texas oil magnate, when 
be came in to help his wife choose 
a gown.

Mme. Schiaparelli lived five years 
in New York. Her daughter, Ma­
rina. was bom in her Ninth street 
bouse in Greenwich Village. That 
was before the days of her fame 
and opulence, and she thought about 
money a great deal in those days.

Taking an nnheated flat in 
Patchin place, a dingy little nub­
bin sf a street off Jefferson Mar­
ket court, she found a S2fl bill 
on the Boor.

A sweater 
design brought ber into her ca­
reer. For one who scorns mon­
ey she ts a masterful and dili­
gent business woman, her huge 
establishment taming ont around 
Ifl.flflfl garments a year at prices 
up to $5,flM.

The fan of Salum forced an entry 
into Italian territory, and the Brit­
ish, using the German tactics of the 
fight through Flanders, shot ahead 
down the coastal roads 179 miles 
within the border, completely sur­
rounding and cutting off some 20,- 
000 troops in Bardia, principal port.

Bardia was placed in a state of 
seige, and the British main forces 
after leaving sufficient men to pros­
ecute the reduction of Bardia. later 
to be reinforced from the rear, 
pushed on toward Tobruk and 
Dema.

Marshal Graziani and his main 
forces were still able to keep ahead 
of the British, but the latter claimed

Just where the Germans would en­
ter the picture in the Battle of Africa 
was not clear, with the British na­
val forces apparently in charge of 
the coastline and unmolested, and 
the better ports either in British 
hands or under siege.

When President Roosevelt wants 
to do something drastic and final 
and something that has not been 
done before, he has a system all his 
own.

He calls his legal advisers in, tells 
them what he wants to do, and then 
has them find a law for it.

He has created a new job, called 
the Office for Emergency Produc­
tion Management, and put into it 
William S. Knudsen, wizard automo­
bile production man, with instruc­
tions that he is to be the “ czar”  for 
U. S. defense, and all lights extend­
ing before him will be green lights.

Knudsen took the job (which he 
almost had before the new order) 
grabbed his new authority, and told 
America to “ roil up its sleeves and 
go to work”  building planes and mu­
nitions.

“ There must be no appeasement,”  
he said, and he called the war in 
Europe “ irreconcilable”  in charac­
ter, and asked the nation to “ recog­
nize the full gravity of the crisis”  
which resulted in additional power 
being given to his organization.

One writer said that, seven 
months ago, when Knudsen was giv­
en the defense chairmanship, he 
gave that funny half-smile of his and 
asked President Roosevelt “ who’ s 
the boss?”  The President said “ I 
am.”  And Knudsen took the job, 
it was said with misgivings.

These misgivings have been more 
than justified in the defense indus­
try lag. Now. it is held, Mr. Roose­
velt has said to Mr. Knudsen, in 
effect, “ I was wrong before. Now 
you are the boss!”  And now Knud­
sen will go ahead with full authority.

As to Clause Six, and the part it 
played, some of the Washingtonians 
questioned the President’s authority 
to give Knudsen supreme power. He 
pointed to the Second Reorganization 
act. Now, that act did not give the 
President this power specifically, but 
acting under its authority the Presi­
dent issued an executive order 
(which he WAS empowered to do).

Clause Six of this order read:
“ (fl) In the event of a national 

emergency, or threat of a national 
emergency, (the President may cre­
ate) such office for emergency man­
agement as the President shall de­
termine.”

The Greeks reminded one of a 
football team nearing the goal-line 
and meeting a stiffened defense. 
Enormously important objectives 
had been achieved, however, Pogra- 
detz on the north and Argirocastro 
on the south, Porto Edda and other 
vital points having fallen into their 
hands.

Maps showed a good third of Al­
bania taken back from the Italian 
invaders. Immediate objectives 
were the port town of Valona, and 
the inland bases of Tepelini and 
Chimara.

* Greek generals claimed the Ital­
ians had moved out of Klisura, but 
that the Greeks were not entering 
the town until the Fascists had been 
stormed from their positions on the' 
heights to the rear.

Former Greek army officers now 
in the United States placed utmost 
importance on the conquest of Tepe­
lini, an important road junction 
point. They stated categorically that 
if the Greeks capture Tepelini, fur­
ther Italian resistance in Albania 
would be impossible.

On the other side, experienced 
military men pointed out that be­
yond Tepelini and toward the coast 
line the Albanian plains, and it 'Was 
in this territory that the Fascists’ 
mechanized forces, especially if ajd- 
ed by German tanks and dive bomb­
ers, might succeed in halting the 
Greek advance.

The British fleet boldly ranged up 
and down Italy’s private Adriatic, 
bombing Valona with thousand- 
pound naval shells and receiving no 
answering fire. The outcome still 
was in doubt, though dispatches con­
tinued to favor Greece.

HOOVER:
S pea ks  A g a in

Herbert Hoover, announcing him­
self as definitely and forever out of 
politics, took the speaker’s stand 
again to appeal for a general U. 5. 
sentiment in favor of making plans 
to feed Europe’s hungry—without let­
ting any of the food get into Ger­
man stomachs.

The former hero of Belgian re­
lief told the people he believed this 
could be accomplished, but that it 
would not be the work of a week or 
a month—but would require months 
of planning before it could be car­
ried out.

Millions of men, women and chil­
dren in the overrun countries of Eu­
rope will be facing real hunger, cold 
anid starvation before the next har­
vest, and if lives are to be saved, 
said Hoover, America must do the 
saving.

Hoover’s statement as to the im­
minence of starvation went unchal­
lenged, and news dispatches from 
Shanghai, for instance, told of 13,900 
bodies being found, dead from star­
vation, more than two-thirds of them 
Chinese children, in six ntooths 
akme ia the one city.

CLAUSE SIX:
And National Defense

When President Roosevelt wants 
to do something drastic and final 
and something that has not been 
done before, he has a system all his 
own.

He calls his legal advisers in, tells 
them what he wants to do, and then 
has them find a law for it.

He has created a new Job, called 
the Office for Emergency Produc­
tion Management, and put into it 
William S. Knudsen, wizard automo­
bile production man, with instruc­
tions that he is to be the “ czar”  for 
U. S. defense, and all lights extend­
ing before him will be green lights.

Knudsen took the Job (which he 
almost had before the new order) 
grabbed his new authority, and told 
America to “ roll up its sleeves and 
go to work”  building planes and mu­
nitions.

“ There must be no appeasement,”  
he said, and he called the war in 
Europe “ irreconcilable”  in charac­
ter, and asked the nation to “ recog­
nize the full gravity of the crisis”  
which resulted in additional power 
being given to his organization.

One writer said that, seven 
months ago, when Knudsen was giv­
en the defense chairmanship, he 
gave that funny half-smile of his and 
asked President Roosevelt “ who’s 
the boss?”  The President said “ I 
am.”  And Knudsen took the Job, 
it was said with misgivings.

These misgivings have been more 
than Justified in the defense indus­
try lag. Now, it is held, Mr. Roose­
velt has said to Mr. Knudsen, in 
effect, “ I was arrong before Now 
you are the boss I”  And now Knud- 
sen will go ahead with full authority.

As to Clause Six, and the part it 
played, some of the Washingtonians 
questioned the President’s authority 
to give Knudsen supreme power. He 
pointed to the Second Reorganization 
act. Now, that act did not give the 
President this power specifically, but 
acting under its authority the Presi­
dent issued an executive order 
(which he WAS empowered to do).

Clause Six of this order read;
“ (6) In the event of a national 

emergency, or threat of a national 
emergency, (the President may cre­
ate) such office for emergency man­
agement as the President shall de­
termine.”

GREEK:
Aims Revised

The Greek war cry ot “ Tirana by 
Christmas”  had to be revised, when 
Italian resistance stiffened, and the 
skirted Evzones had to fight ahead 
every inch of the way at bayonet 
point.

Whether it was German reinforce­
ment or Qot was not clear, but as the 
Italians neared the hopping off 
places they fought harder and the 
Greek advance, while continuing 
steady, was not as spectacular.

The Greeks reminded one of a 
football team nearing the goal-line 
and meeting a stiffened defense. 
Enormously important objecti'vea 
had been achieved, however, Pogra- 
detz on the north and Argirocastro 
on the south, Porto Edda and other 
vital points having fallen into their 
hands. p

Maps showed a good third of Al­
bania taken back from the Italian 
invaders. Immediate objectives 
were the port town of Valona, and 
the inland bases of Tepelini and 
Chimara.

* Greek generals claimed the Ital­
ians had moved out of Klisura, but 
that the Greeks were not entering 
the town until the Fascists had been 
stormed from their positions on the' 
heights to the rear.

Former Greek army officers now 
in the United States placed utmost 
importance on the conquest of Tepe­
lini, an important road Junction 
point. ’They stated categorically that 
if the Greeks capture Tepelini, fur­
ther Italian resistancS in Albania 
would be impossible.

On the other side, experienced 
military men pointed out that be­
yond Tepelini and toward the coast 
line the Albanian plains, and it was 

I in this territory that the Fascists’ 
j  mechanized farces, especially if ajd- 
{ ed by German tanks and dive bomb- 
: ers, might succeed in halting the 

Greek advance.
The British fleet boldly ranged up 

and down Italy’s private Adriatic, 
bombing Valona with thousand- 
pound naval shells and receiving no 
answering fire. ’The outcome still 
was in doubt, though dispatches c m >- 
tinued to favor Greece.

HOOVER:
Speaks Again

Herbert Hoover, announcing him­
self as definitely and forever out of 
politics, took the speaker’s stand 
again to appeal for a general U. S. 
sentiment in favor of making plans 
to feed Europe’s hungry—without let­
ting any of the food get into Ger­
man stomachs.

The former hero of Belgian re­
lief told the people he believed this 
could be accomplished, but that it 
would not be the work of a week or 
a nionth—but would require months 
of planning before it could be car­
ried out.

Millions of men, women and chil­
dren in the overrun countries of Eu­
rope will be facing real hunger, cold 
and starvation before the next har­
vest, and if lives are to be saved, 
said Hoover, America must do the 
saving.

Hoover’s statement as to the im­
minence of starvation went unchal­
lenged, and news dispatches from 
Shanghai, for instance, told 13,900 
bodiaa being found, dead frmn star­
vation, more than two-thirds of them 
Chinese children, in six months 
alone in the one city.

In just aa simple s manner as that, 
the association, a private non­
profit organization, has handled 
cases involving sums ranging from 
IS to $2,000,000.

Some 20,000 disputes have been 
submitted for arbitration In the 
tribunals of the association since 
1928. About 8,000 of these were set­
tled before reaching the hearing 
stage. This indicates, according to 
the association, that the mere will­
ingness to arbitrate ia a long step 
toward forgiving and forgetting. Of 
the 12,000 awards made, 8 per cent 
have been appealed to the courts 
and not more than half a dozen have 
been sent back by the judges for 
rehearing.

Other Larger Cases.
The case of Butc|ier Otto and 

Farmer Perkins, of course, does not 
affect the national dafense program 
—except that enmity is stopped at 
its source—but it is a simple illus­
tration of how the bigger cases are 
being settled without fanfare or em­
barrassing publicity, and at an aver­
age coat of only 1 per cent of the 
amount involved.

Behind the aaaoclation’s plan for 
encouraging business to avoid the 
delays of Utigstioo ia Cornelius V. 
Whitney, newly elected president of 
the organization and former chief of 
the board of liaison offlcera.

Whimey, who is also board chair­

Seven thousand business and pro­
fessional leaders in 1,700 cities and 
towns are being enlisted as “ indus­
trial minute men" in the group’s 
nation-wide program for keeping 
peace in business and commerce.

According to Whitney, the mem­
bers of the local tribunala, because 
of their background, prestige and ex­
perience, “ will form the backbone 
in this plan to smooth the flow of 
trade through the increased use of 
arbitration with the aim of eliminat­
ing long court delays and costly fees 
that bog down industry."

Local Fanctions.
Primary functions of their efforts 

locally will be to survey the vital 
industries of their areas and urge 
business men to join the 430 other 
trade groups using the arbitration 
method as a standard means lor 
settling business disputes.

How important the government re­
gards the need for a swift and ef­
fective alternative to court action in 
times of emergency can be gauged 
from the fact that army contracts 
of $15,000 or less now contain provi­
sions for three-man arbitration 
boards to decide questions of materi­
al whenever a disagreement arises 
between a buainesa firm and mili­
tary purchasing agencies.

OOU for aeronautical products alone 
in this country during 1040, has been 
using a similar arbitration clausa 
in its contracta with many Ameri­
can firms.

Commenting on these measures, 
Whitney said:

"Such forethought on the part of 
both government and private indus­
try ia symbolic of a desire to avoid 
any of the situationa of the World 
war, when millions of dollars’ worth 
of vital contracts became tied up 
in lengthy court suita.”

In the field of commercial peace, 
the association this year has come 
upon even greener pastures. It has 
been named as administrator of all 
disputes in the motion picture indus­
try by the federal government aiKl 
the department of justice. This is 
the first time that an Independent 
agency has ever been selected by 
the government to settle disagree­
ments in a large industry.

31 Special Trlbanals.
Aa a result of this arrangement, 

the association is establishing 31 
special tribunala in major citica 
where motion picture producers and 
distributors will have their trade dia- 
putes settled by lay arbitrators.

The committee and the aaaocia- 
tion’s six-year-old Inter-American 
Commercial Arbitration commis­
sion, led by Thomas J. Watson, In­
ternational Business Machines presi­
dent, have reported virtual perfac- 
tion of a method to settle commer­
cial disputes anywhere in the West­
ern hemisphere and portions of the 
Far East entirely by mail.

Through this arbitration machin­
ery the disputants receive the aerv- 
ices of top-flight authorities on their 
problem without ever seeing one an­
other. With the cementing of inter- 
American relations as its primary 
aim, the association has launched 
this mail arbitration campaign to 
help avoid costly delays in handling 
of merchandise or in the release of 
funds Involved in trade.

The smallest claim adjudicated by 
the association was for $5, for a 
spat a cleaning concern left on a 
parlor rug. The arbitrator and sQ 
concerned visited the rug owner’s 
home, held the hearing “ on the spot" 
and agreed on $1.47 aa damages.

The largest amount involved was 
$2,000,000, sought by an agent aa 
commission on a fur contracl The 
case hsd been tried in a state court, 
and the jiiby, after listening and pon­
dering for six weeks, had aia- 
agre^ . Having spent a little over 
$9,500 in litigation without getting 
anywhere, the principals tried arbi­
tration. This time, before three ar­
bitrators, the case was settled in 
nine days at a cost of $507. not count­
ing stenographic charges.

Oddest Dispute.
What ia perhaps the oddest dispute 

and the swiftest settlement in recent 
records is told in the story of a con­
troversy which arose concerning a 
Broadway theater hit. On the after­
noon of the opening the leading 
man, according to the case report, 
found that his name was not in lights 
on the theater marquee. He threat­
ened a walkout. The producers 
gave way, but almost immediately 
the leading lady threatened a walk­
out of her own. Under their Actors’ 
Equity contracta both stars were 
bound to arbitrate.

It was nearly 5 p. m. when the 
association was called. An hour and 
a half later three arbitrators ap­
peared, and by 8 p. m. the leading 
man’s name went up in lights. The 
curtain rose on time.

The A. A. A. ia supported by mem­
bership fees and small contributions 
graduated up to $100 paid in by 
400-odd corporations, organizations, 
and individuals.

New Terii SUrtefl If,
Congress and many state legisla­

tures have followed the lead of New 
York, which 20 years ago granted 
legal standing to privata arbitration. 
Courts and bar associations have 
voiced approval of it, for it helps 
keep clogged calendars clear. The 
New York law was the first of Its 
kind in America.

In recent yeers the arbitration 
network, branching out at the ofH

York cHy, has spread over all the 
Americas from Canada to Argen­
tina, following trado rautos.

Of the many significant 
events in the ill-starred year, 
1940, the sudden and general­
ly unexpected collapse of liber­
al France was perhaps the 
outstanding disaster. Other sig- 
niñeant happenings were the 
re-election of Mr. Roosevelt 
to a third term as President 
of the United States, and the 
triumph of Churchill over 
Chamberlain in British imperial 
circles. Another phase, not to 
be overlooked by any manner 
or means, was the surpris­
ing success of the 1940 U- 
boat campaign against the Brit­
ish isles, and the comparative 
lack of success in the matter 
of Germsoi air raids, the de­
struction of Coventry notwith­
standing. Still another upset 
was the silly double collapse of 
Italian arm ies in A lban ia - 
Greece and in Libya-Egypt, 
with savage repercussions at 
home in the Italic peninsula, 
where there appeared to be 
something rotten in—Rome. 
RC8SO-FINNISH WAR

The year 1940 opened with the 
continuation of one lesser war, in 
addition to the two major Anglo- 
German and Sino-Japarte— con­
flicts. ’Thia was the Russo-Finnlsh 
war, which lasted a little more than 
three full montha. It began at the 
end of November, 1939, and ran en 
through a little more than the flrst 
two montha of 1940 before Finland 
Anally gave up.

The Finns were virtually dis­
armed, the Russians took over the 
Mannerheim line, and the second 
city of Finland, Viborg or Viipuri, 
as well as certain highly strategic 
points in the Finnish gulf. The Finn­
ish war pr—ident, Kallio, resigned. 
Following the Finnish war, the other 
three little Eiaitic states, Lithuania, 
Latvia, and Estonia, "voted”  them­
selves into the Soviet Union.

Early in April the Germans pulled 
their No. 1 surprise of the No. 2 
World war. Like a streak of light­
ning, they occupied Copenhagen, the 
capital of little Denmark, and Oslo, 
the capital of Norway.

The Norwegian war was a brisk 
affair.

The port of Narvik, way up north, 
changed handa between the British 
and Germans, and was the scene of 
bitter—t fighting. It was chiefly im­
portant because it was an embarka­
tion point for the Swedish iron, en 
route for Germany. The British 
eventually evacuated Narvik, in the 
light of the subsequent British de­
feats in Flanders. Norway was 
placed under the local dictatorship 
of Major Quisling, a German sym­
pathizer.
FALL  OF FRANCE

People were surprised by Norway, 
early in April. They were even 
more surprised by Flanders, in 
May, 1940. Suddenly the hammer of 
Thor came down on the western Eu­
ropean anvil. Manfred von Brauch- 
Itsch, the German field command­
er, and William Keitel, who ran the 
Berlin war office, sent the field- 
grays over the Dutch, Belgian, and 
Luxembourg lines like a audden 
whirlwind. Luxembourg, like Den­
mark, did not resist. The famed 
Belgian forta collapsed (aa they had 
in 1914) quite promptly, and the 
Dutch held out for less than a week. 
In Holland. German parachute 
troops, dropped from the ubiquitous 
Junkers transports, showed a re­
markable military example.

British and French troops poured 
up into Flanders, to help Uie Dutch 
and Belgians. The Germans took 
on all four of them. King Leopold 
of the Belgians suddenly made an 
armistice, and thereby saved his 
army, and retained his tottering 
throne. The British made an epic 
retreat via tlie Flemish channel port 
of Dunkirk, an operation in which 
the royal navy and royal air force 
covered themselves with glory. They 
lost most of their motorized and 
mechanized equipment, but a good 
part o f the B. £ . F. got back to Eng­
land, somehow.

The Germans went ahead and cap­
tured Paris. Premier Reynaud, who 
had taken the place of Premier Da­
ladier, made defiant speeches, then 
ran away. France surrendered, end 
a semi-military government of Mar­
shal Petain, General Weygand, and 
Admiral Darían, took control. 'Diese

men fotinded the Vichy government. 
The Germans divided France into 
two portions, two-thirds occu­
pied by German troops, and a third 
"independent”  and directly under 
Marshal Petain, who was much un­
der the influence of a politician who 
always wore white neckt*es—
swarthy Pierre Laval. Alsace-Lor­
raine was annexed directly to Ger­
many, who had lost it in 1918. Bits 
of the French navy clashed with 
the British navy twice: once at Oran 
in Algeria, and a second time at 
Dakar, in West Africa.

Meanwhile, a minor French gen­
eral named De Gaulle—a tank ex­
pert-escaped to England, and or­
ganized a group known aa Free 
Frenchmen, to carry on the war by 
pestering the Germans and the al­
legedly "pro-German”  Vichy gov­
ernment. De Gaulle had the spe­
cial ear of Churchill. De Gaulle 
planned the unsuccessful Dakar op­
eration, and his agents were active 
in various other French colonies.

French Premier Henri Petain in a 
surprise move ousted Pierre Laval 
from his cabinet and appointed in 
hia place Pierre-Etienne Flandin. 
Anxious to know what the camjaered 
enemy was doing, Germany imme­
diately sent AmlMssador Abetz to 
investigate.
BATTLE OF BRITAIN

Following the British defeats at 
Narvik, Norway; Dtmkirk, Flan­
ders; and Dakar, West Africa, the 
British isles took an increased ham­
mering from the German air force, 
nicknamed the Goering flying cir­
cus, or G. F. C. The following porta 
took special aerial delugings: Liver­
pool, Bristol, London, Southampton, 
Plymouth, for tha Germans wished 
to disrupt the war-supply traffic with 
America, which entered these har­
bors.

The Germans also attacked tha 
two English "Détroits" of Birming­
ham and Coventry. The courage of 
the British proletariat, particularly 
in tha miserable east end of London, 
was astonishing. Something like 19 
per cent of London was hit, and 
British industrial production dropped 
(according to British figures) by 40 
per cent.

More dangerous than the Goering 
flying circus were the German sub- 
marinea, still knoam as U-boats. In 
the closing months of 1940, these 
under-sea monsters hunted in packs 
against the British merchant con­
voys from America. The British 
ship losses began to skjr-rocket, and 
Churchill said openly that he feared 
the subs more than the planes. Ger­
man surface raiders and seaplanes 
aided the U-boats, and sinkings be­
gan to approach the top-flgUre of 
hectic April, 1917. In the midst of 
this crisis in December, Lord Lo­
thian died—the British ambassador 
to the United States.
U. 8. DEFENSE

Following the French collapse of 
June, a veritable fever swept over 
ths United States. It was called, 
by some, a needful awakening. It 
was called, by others, a contagioua 
hysteria. It affected high and low. 
and reached to every comer of the 
country. "God Bless America”  re­
sounded everywhere, and the local 
interventionists were especially loud 
in their linking of the British. Wil­
liam Allen White, of Kansas, a vet­
eran liberal Journalist, headed an 
extremely influential committee "to  
defend America by aiding the al­
lies.”  It succeeded, behind the 
scenes, in helping to engineer the 
exchange of 90 “ over-age”  Ameri­
can destroyers, for a row of Amer­
ican naval and aerial bases on Brit­
ish New world possessions. The 
bases were to be held by the U. S. 
on 99-year leases, aivl they includ-

Scicnce May Soon End
Fog Monaco at Airport«

Controlled srtifleial dissipation of 
fog, the greatest enemy of air­
planes, is foreshadowed by recent 
scientific discoveries in the United 
States, according to Dr. Sverre Pet- 
tersaen, Norwegian meteorologist.

It is entirely possible. Dr. Petters- 
aen said, that at a not-tooKliitant 
date, pilots coming into an airport 
whera ceiling zero conditions pra- 
vail because of fog may see the

fog dissolve to reveal the runways.
He explained that one method de­

veloped at the Massachusetts Insti­
tute of Technology was shown to be 
entirely practical in a large-scale 
experiment. It consists of spraying 
the air with a liquid solution of sul­
phur chloride.

It was found that by spraying 89 
galloDS of the solution a minute, a 
slice could be cut out of the fog 80 
feet hifh, 190 feet wide and 1.900 
feet long in the direction of the pre- 
vaiJing wind. Dr. Petteraacn said.

ed: Newfoundland, Bermuda, Baha­
mas, Jamaica, Antigua, St. Lucia, 
Trinidad, and British Guiana in 
South America. Our army and navy 
at once set about the fortification 
of the newly acquired bases.

Thia was not all: it was deckled 
that the U. S. possess two navies— 
Atlantic and Pacific—instead of one. 
We had 19 battleships, for example, 
and 37 cruisera; tmt we were to 
have no less than 32 battleships and 
89 cruisera, before we got done. 
Also, the first peacetime conacrif)- 
lion in American history was passed 
in congress. The new conscripts 
were already being called up, at 
the close of 1940. Qose to 17,000,000 
lads, between the ages of 21 and 30. 
were registered.

At Washington, a national defense 
board was called into being, includ­
ing military experts, labor leaders, 
and capitalists. The nation’s war in­
dustries wars speeded up to top 
pitch, and congress voted billions 
for armaments. The President de­
clared that the British would get a 
rough 90 per cent of our pr^uc- 
tion.

Franklin Roosevelt defeated Wen­
dell Willkie in the 1940 etection. The 
total Bcora was roughly 20,000,000 
votes, to 22,000,000. The electoral 
vote, however, was overwhelming­
ly for the th M  term, although an 
estimated three-quarters of the na­
tion’s press campaigned for the In­
diana utilities lawyer. WUlkie stood 
for the draft, and for "aid to Brit­
ain," but he received most of the 
isolation vote, and carried the out­
standingly isolation-minded states is 
the Midwest.
POOR IT A LY

Italy entered the war Just in time 
to look in on the collapse of France, 
a la Jackal. The Italian troopa cap­
tured one French "c ity”  of 6,0(^ 
and another of 3,000 inhabitants.

After tha battle of France, Italy 
skirmished with England’s Mediter­
ranean fleet, while a few Italian 
fliers appeared over London, and 
the royal air force bombed Turin 
and Milan, Italian industrial cen­
ters for Fiat and Isotta-FraachinL 
In September, under General Qra- 
ziani, the Italian Libyan army in­
vaded the British protectorate ot 
EsYPft *nd bogged down 80 miles 
up ths coast, in s feebis effort to 
t^ ie  the distant Suez canaL

Late in October, under Marshal 
Badoglio’s staff work, the Italians 
abruptly invaded little Greece, from 
the Italian foothold of Albania. Tha 
inoffensive Greeks turned around, 
and counter-attacked with the great­
est success. The British navy, air 
fores, and Australian units cams 
to their aid. The Italians were 
chased out of Greece, and the 
Greeks occupied close to a quarter 
of Italy’s restless Albanian colony. 
Badoglio resigned, as chaos reigned 
at home.

On top of this, the Italian Libyan 
army took a bad beating in Egypt, 
and went into retreat, with the Brit­
ish in pursuit. Ths royal navy and 
the Australians co-operated, and 30,- 
000 Italians were captured by mid- 
December.
RUMANIA PARTITIONED

Rumania was another major vio> 
tim of the year 1940. It was suh 
divided between Russia (Bessara­
bia and the Bukovina); Hungary 
(northern Transylvania); and Bul­
garia (the aouthem Dubrudja). 
What was left, underwent an Iron 
Guard revolution, which ousted King 
Carol and his friend, red-headed 
Magda Lupescu. Carol’s son, Mich­
ael, became monarch. The Car­
man army moved,in, to police the 
Balkans, establish air bases, and 
control the Rumanian oil wells.

The new Rumanian puppet gov­
ernment, under dictator John An- 
tonescu, Joined the Rome-Bcrlin-To- 
kyo Axis, so-called. So did Hunga­
ry, and the little Slovak puppet state 
which is the rump of what used 
to be Czechoslovakia. Meanwhile. 
Russia was still on the make, and 
held the balance of power in Eu­
rope—something that England had 
held for centuries. Within a year, 
Stalin had acquirsd a third of Po­
land, parts ot Finland, the three 
little Baltic states, and a piecs of 
Rumania, all of which Russia had 
loat aftar tha flrat World war.
