Mr. Tunnell, a con-
servative, was obviovely quite fair
in his committee appointments,
but at the same time gave all com-
mitteea strong businesslike con-
servative strength. The Speaker
invoked new rules of decorum for
all House sessions which have been
long owerdue. Most observers
wiew this legislative session as the
most businesslike in mibdern his-
tory.

Our district was singularly hon-
ored through my appointment as
Chairman of the Appropriations
Committee. The Speaker afford-
ed us with excellent membership
on the committee and efficient
organization was quickly in order.
Public hearings on the General
Appropriations Bill bave already
started and begin at 8:00 a. m
each morning, recessing during
the period the House is in session
and resuming again shortly after
adjournment This procedure, re-
quiring some ten to sixteen hours
a day of each member’s time, will
be followed until all hearinge have
been completed and the measure
is ready to be sent to the Senate,

As Chairman of the House Ap.
propriations Committee, I immed
iately called meetings of this com
mittee and the emergency appro
priation measures submitted by
the Governor for the purpose of
reorganization of the Executive
Departmient and necessary funds
for trial work by the Attorney
General were quickly reported fa-
wmorably out of this committee
The funds were especially néces-
sary in order to pursue prosecution
of the many slant hole drilling in-
dictments and Billy Sol Estes’
cases.
