T h e  B i g  D i v i d e .

Dr. J  B. Taylor, who is ranching 
on a large scale on the divide at the 
head of Devil’s River, was in the 
city last week, and was overhauled 
by a Stockman representative. He 
happened, for a wonder, to have a 
little spare time, and our plumbago 
pusher took adavntage of it.

The Doctor says they have had 
an abundance of rain on the divide, 
and he has never seen the range 
and stock in better shape, and if 
it were not for the depredations of 
wild animals they would all be 
happy up there. Says he has lost 
fully 25 per cent of calves in his 
100,000 acre pasture the past season 
in spite of his eff >rls to destroy 
these pests. The Doctor is a very 
conservative ¡nan, and when he 
makes a statement HI 
it means that he know 
he is saying.

He scouts the idea of wolves de­
stroying rabbits to any appreci­
able extent. Says he thinks he 
h;: now got. poisoning down to a 
pretty fine point, and will be more 
successful in that line in the future. 
He uses No. 3 capsules, packing 
them full of strychnine and insert­
ing them in small pieces of dried 
or partially dried meat; when the 
meat is in this condition the wolves 
will take it jus t  as readily, and 
the capsules will not desolve so as 
to let the taste of the poison pene­
trate the meat. He thinks it i* 
not necessary to make a drag of 
fresh meat, as is the general custom, 
but that a few drops of oil cif rhodi­
um dropped on a lariat and drag­
ged over the ground will answer 
every purpose. Says a neighbor­
ing sheep rancher has for some 
time been obliged to keep a guard 
in his corrals at night, and even 
then as many a3 three sheep have 
been killed in a single night by 
the wolves suddenly dashing in, 
doing their work, and out again 
before they could be prevented.

Dr. Taylor is making athorough 
test of Dr. Paul Paquin’s theory 
of inoculation for splenic or 
' Texas” lever. He has recently 
bou ght one hundred head of Polled 
Angus cattle in the north, which 
he has inoculated and shipped to 
his Devil’s River ranch; another 
lot of one car load of Devon cattle, 
bought of Rumsev Bros., Emporia, 
F«nsa.«jx£unow in pasLi^gAn® 
ban Angelo, and will be inoculated 
soon. He will also make another 
shipment of cattle treated in the 
same way in February and another 
in the spring after warm weather 
sets in.

We hope to be able to report the 
success of this experience, as it 
means much tor the improvement 
in Texas cattle, that in a very few 
years a longhorn would be a curi­
osity.

The Doctor is also experimenting 
in a small way in agriculture• arid 
horticulture. Says he has. raised 
good crops of eoiTcJ^-rghum and 
cotton, and wagon loads of as good 
melons as any one would care to 
eat; corn yielded thirty bushels 

| per acre; the cotton-was merely a 
| few experimental tows,'samples'- of 
I which were sent to a member of the 
New York cotton exchange and pro­
nounced a very high grade. He 
has apples, pears, peaches, plums 
and apricots, all growing well, but 
none of them are yet in bearing.— 
San Antonio Stockman.

Of course some colored men have 
to ’keep house, but that don't al­
ways prevent them from going 
around, and don’t make living cost 
much, because his old woman,if he 
has one, takes in trashing or does 
other things to help along. And, 
boss, you know colored men get 
along just  as well single as married 
or married as single.

“ Yes sah, the colored folks are 
a wonderful people. Anybody’s 
clothes fits them. Your clothes 
will fit me. A colored man with 
your old cloths ou, and with hb. 
shoes blacked, looks just  a well as 
a white man with a new 875 suit. 
He don’t mind wearing any white 
man,s clothes never mind what his 
size is; they will fit, or he will 
make them do so.

“ Then, boss.you know a colored 
man can sleep anywhere. He don’t

“ Yes, boss, colored people is 
the Lord’s people. He takes care 
of them. If a colored man don’t 
get along in the world better ihan 
a white man it is his own fault.

If he works a little he can sleep in 
the sunshine and almost wait for

“ The present year ,” continued j 
Mr. Hubbard, “ has been one ol j 
prosperity among wool growers I 
and if any thing the fall clip wi 1J j 
be heavier than in the fall of 1889 j 
in individual instances, however, 
this may not be true. In many 
sections of the state shearing was 
done early in the spring and when 
there was dry weather. Tne wool 
clipped before the late rains is very 
heavy with sand and dirt. Those

WHAT TO DO FOIi TOOTHACHE.
1 N ext we. have toothache proper, th a t 
k ind which arouses us from  slum ber. The 
pulp (or, as it is erroneously called, the 
“ nerve” ) is jum ping. Decay has advanced 
u n til it  has reached the pulp, whereupon, 
exactly  as in the first condition, the acid 
results of ferm entation  irr ita te  the  sensi­
tive organ and produce pain. The ju m p ­
ing is tiie passage of the  blood th rough 
engorged vessels, forcing the walls of the 
capilla rics against the  nerve filam ents, so 
th a t w ith  each pulsation of the  heart there 
is a responsive throb. Some den tists a t­
tem pt to  save such pulps alive, and it is 
possible to  do so, b u t it is a hazardous un­
dertak ing , and rarely successful If the 
d isturbance has continued for any length 
of time.

The best procedure is to  destroy the pulp, 
remove it and  fill the  root canal. This, of 
course, forces th e  pa tien t to a  dentist, and 
great care should be taken to choose a.skill­
ful man, because there is no one th in g  in
den tistry  mm-c often bungled i.-hnn th is  ay- W ith  ¿usUakc 
parentiy  sim ple k illing  cf a pulp and sub- th a t says “ TA- 

i) sequent id ling  of the roots and crown. If, 
however, the pain is excessive and occurs 
a t n igh t, or when a  d en tis t is not readily' 
accessible, a drop of any essential oil on a 
pledget c.f cotton placed in the cavity  will 
give tem porary  relief.

Use oil of cloves, pepperm int, sassafras, 
cam phor, tu rpen tine , b u t do not use creo­
sote or carbolic acid. E ither of these la t­
te r  m ay be employed by the den tist, b u t in 
the hands of a p a tien t tho usual re su lt is 
th a t an excess is placed on the  cotton and 
the gum s are more or less badly burned.
The least p a rt of a drop is all sufficient.
Cover w ith  a. second piece of cotton. This 
kind of toothache is the  only so rt th a t  can 
be relieved by7 “ toothache drops” or o ther 
m edicam ent to  be applied^ in the cavity of 
decay.

THE WOHST KIND.
N ext we have w hat the  den tis t knows as 

pericem entitis. This is an inflam m ation Stream , 
of the pericem entum , which is th e  soft ti - 
sue th a t  su rro u n d s the  root. It m ay'oc­
cur in a tooth  which has a cavity7 o r in one 
which has been filled, b u t in any' case it 
never occurs in a tooth  having a pulp th a t 
is alive. Pericem entitis is the  d en tis t 's  
here noire, because it so frequently  is diffi­
cu lt to control. The tooth is sore to the 
touch, is felt first on closing the teeth  to ­
gether, th a t  is, it  has elongated by rising 
from its  socket, and th e  pain is a du ll ache 
more or less severe, worse a t  y ig h ta u d  con- 

I tinuous.
j If the tooth has been filled the chances 
| are th a t the  root lias not been thoroughly  

cleansed of septic m atter. In th is  case 
im m ediate relief m ay som etim es be ob­
tained by removal of the filling, allow ing 
the escape of gases from  the root. If it is 
an unfilled tooth then  there  is dead pulp 
present which m ust be removed. In  near­
ly ail such cases appropriate  trea tm en t will 
save the  tooth and restore it to norm al 
health.

This usually  necessitates several trea t­
m ents w ith disinfectants and the pain may 
continue for several days. If a den tist is 
not accessible apply iodine to  the  gum  over 
the root, take tw enty  grains of brom ide of 
potassium , or ten g rains each of bromide 
of potassium  and of brom ide of sodium ; a 
hot m ustard  footbath frequently  does good, 
but every th ing  is tem porary  except thor- 

clean nig and medication of the root, 
th is condition is neglected, or if a dead 

pulp is left in a tooth for any length  of 
tim e, the  inevitable resu lt is alveolar ab­
scess. This d isturbance varies from  a 
sm all opening in the gum  th ro u g h  which 
a constan t discharge of pus goes on, w ith ­
out pain, to a sudden sw elling about the 
root which m ust be finally lanced to  evac­
uate a q u an tity  of pus. The pain may7 be 
excessive. There m ay be an  anchylosis of 
the  jaw , and in the lower jaw  the  pus som e­
tim es burrow s downw ard, d ischarging o u t­
side under the jaw  bone. In alveolar ab­
scess it  is frequently  good practice to  ex­
trac t.

Too m any such teeth  are kept in the 
m outh, the patien ts constan tly  sw allow­
ing pus w ith their food, producing blood 
poisoning and a condition som etim es m is­
taken for m alaria . Occasionally7, however, 
a radical cure may7 be effected by7 a sk illfu l 
den ta l surgeon. The trea tm en t consists 
of thoroughly  d isinfecting th e  canal and 
ex tirp a tin g  the sac from  the  end of the  
root. It may be necessary to  am p u ta te  the 
end of the  root, c u ttin g  off the p a rt which 
is diseased and rem oving it th ro u g h  the 
gum . W hen extraction  is decided on it 
should be done w ithout delay7. The idea 
th a t  the  operation m ust be postponed u n ­
til abatem ent of the sw elling is absurd .—
A D entist in New York H erald.

M otive r«.u-cr o f the  Worlt!.
Four-fifths of th e  engines now w orking 

in the world have been constructed  du rin g  
the last twenty-five years. France owns 
47,590 sta tio n ary  engines, 7,000 locomotives 
and 1,850 steam boat engines. Germ any has 
10,000 locomotive,'» of all k inds, 59,000 s ta ­
tionary engines and boilers and 1,700 ship 
and steam boat engines. A u stria  has 12 ,- 
000 s ta tionary  engines and 2,S00 locom o­
tives.

The force equ ivalen t to th e  w ork ing  
power steam  engines represent: In the  
U nited S tates, 7,500,000 horse power; in 
E ngland, 7,000,000 horse power; in France,
3.000. 000 horse power; in A ustria , 1,500,000 
horse power, and in Germ any, 4,500,000 
horse power. In  these figures th e  motive 
power of locomotive engines is not in ­
cluded, whose num ber in  all th e  w orld at 
the beginning of 1890 was 105,000, repre­
sen ting  a to ta l of between 5,000,000 and
7.000. 000 horse power; for the  sake of con­
venience we w ill say 0,000,000 horse power, 
which, added to the  o ther powers enum er­
ated above, gives us a total of 49,000,000 
horse power for the  world?—St. Louis R e­
public.
