M etallic Railroad Ties.
Metallic railway ties are by no means 

a new invention, although the railway 
companies of the United States have 
been singularly backward in adopting 
them. They were laid upon European 
roads as early as 1860, and since that 
time the number Las increased, so that 
in 1890 no less than 10,222 miles of track 
were laid with them. In addition to 
this there were, in the same year, 1,291 
miles in Africa, 9,814 in Asia, chiefly in 
India, and 3,788 in Mexico, Central and 
Southa America; hut in the United 
States, a nation usually in the lead of all 
improvements, there were only two 
miles, these having been put down as 
-experiment. Quite aside from the ques­
tion of cost it would seem that that of 
safety alone is of sufficient importance 
to justify the substitution of a substam 
tiai metallic tie for the short lived 
wooden one, with its unreliable fasten­
ing.

Tbree-fourtlis of a mile of track were 
laid with these ties on the Chicago, 
Western and Indiana railroad in Chicago 
in October, 1889, and the time elapsed 
has been sufficient to give results of some 
reliability. The ties were laid at a point 
where the ballast was light gravel, and 
the traffic eighty regular trains in one 
direction each day, the heaviest engine 
weighing 96,000 pounds, with 15,000 
pounds on each pair of drivers. During 
the time that the tie& v?we been down 
over 87,500 trains have passed u u , them, 
and tlie manager states that the cost of 
this maintenance has been so small as to 
be hardly worth taking into consider­
ation.—New York Telegram.

LEGENDARY WORLDS.

E x p e d i t i o n s  Set  O u t  fro m  t h e  C a n a r y  I s l ­
a n d s to D isco v e r  T h e m .

Stories of legendary worlds have at all 
times possessed a fascination for most 
minds and formed the subject of much 
curious speculation. However childish 
such tales may seem at the present day, 
“ they once wielded sufficient sway,” 
says M. Flamarian in his “ History of the 
Heavens,” “ over men’s minds as to gain 
their belief in the veritable existence of 
the places described, and in this way to 
influence their astronomical and cosmo- 
grapbical ideas.'

Many such legends originated when 
geography was in its infancy and the 
greater part of the world’s surface still 
unknown. From that time, too, travel­
ers like Sir John Mandeville excited 
curiosity by relating discoveries which 
they professed to have made in their dis­
tant journeying, and which those who 
received them readily accepted as facts.

In process of time these mythical ac­
counts were gradually circulated from 
one country to another .r.nl became in­
terwoven with the traditions of the 
people among whom they were told. 
Hence, in one form or ¿mother, we find 
in most parts of the world numerous 
stories of legendary worlds stiil current, 
survivals of which may he traced to the 
literature of modern times. Thus, go­
ing back to early days, the poets and 
philosophers of Greece and Rome gave 
detailed accounts of the land whither 
mortals wend their way when this life 
is over, enumerating its rivers, its lakes, 
its woods and mountains.

Accordingly, Ulysses was said to 
reach the place of the dead by crossing 
the ocean to the Cimmerian land. 
Hünens to have entered it by the Lake 
Avernus, whereas us

that Hercules went there by the penin­
sula of Arechusaide. In early times the 
Canary Islands were regarded as the 
neighborhood of the terrestrial home of 
the blessed dead, and many wonderful 
stories were told of this enchanted lo­
cality.

Thus, as Washington Irving writes: 
“ Occasionally this enigmatical spot 
would he visible from their shores, 
stretching far away in the clear bright 
west, to all appearance substantial like 
themselves and still more beautiful. 
Expeditions would launch forth from 
the Canaries to explore this land of prom­
ise. For a long tinfe its sun gilt peaks 
and shadowy promontories would re­
main distinctly visible, but in propor­
tion as the voyagers approached peak 
and promontory would gradually fade 
away until nothing would remain but 
blue sky above and deep blue water be­
low.”

This legendary land was, as the Portu­
guese and Spanish declared, an island 
which had sometimes been lighted upon 
by accident, but when sought for could 
not be found. But a king of Portugal is 
said to have made a conditional sur­
render of it to another when it should he 
discovered, and when the kingdom of 
Portugal ceded to the Castilian crown 
its rights over the Canaries the treaty 
included the island of Brandam, de­
scribed as the island which had not yet 
been found.—London Standard.
