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Sorting and Cleaning Weool.

The wool comes into the mill
dirty, greasy, burry, sometimes
washed by the farsier, but geonar-
ally just as it is sheared from the
sheep, a filthy and unwheleseme
thing, giving little sign of the
beautiful white and flossy sub-
stance into which it is socn con-
verted.

It mnst firet be sm’ted,' each
flegce contsining from six to eight
qualities of sortg, which the care-
ful manufacturer separates, devot-
ing each quuality to the purpose
for which it is best suited. No
skill in carding, spinning, weaving
or finishing can possibly produce
a soft or fine piece of goods from a
coarse, hard fiber, When a woolen
thread is to be spun to the length
of 15,360 yards to the pound, or,
in the case of a worsted thread, to
twice that 1‘umber of )(ml« to the
pound;, evers

care in the se th
and in the sorting. These soris|
are impregnaied - with a greasy

substance cailed the yelk or suint,
caused by the animal secreticas
and perspiration of the skin, a
cempound of potash and animal
fat, which must be completely
eradicated. The elimination of
the velk, dirt, and foreign sub-
stances, ctmmon to all wools, re-
sults in a shrinkage of from oO to
70 per cent.

Our ancestors scoured their wool
in tubs, much as our wives and
dauvghter scour our clothes to-day.
In the hand-washing of wool, a
tub was filled with the suds, in
which one or two men with Jong
poles stirred the wool until clean,
when they lifted it upon a travel-
ing-apron, which carried it
tween a pair of rollers which
gqueezed out the water.

The same prineiple is applied in
the automatic scouring now in
vogue. Great forks or rakes seize
the wool as it is carried by rollers
from a feeding-apron into the iron
tanks, and by alternating moticns
of their teeth give it a thorough
scouring. Thus cleaned, the wool
is delivered by rollers to the dry-
ing machines, where hot air and
great fans are now uiilized to ex-
tract all the moisture without

Points of futercost to Anglers on the Man-

afacture of Their Weapons,
The making of {ishihooks is not mere-

iy a trade in itself: anglers consider
that it is properly speaking an art. In
Engiand the best ones are made.
Hooks of the frst guality are made
from the very best cast steel wi
is turned out in eoils at Shefleld and
RBirmingham.

The first process is to eut the wire

into lengths suitable for the hooks to
be made. Ordinary sizes are chopped
off by the quantity with a achine,
but the big ones for use in catehing
sharks and other big sea {ishes are cut
singly - with- a hammer and  chisel.
After the lengths of wire have been cut
off another operator takes them and
turns ap the barbs by cutting into the
yet soft metal with a knile upon an
anvil.

Next the straight ploces are taken in

Lhand by a workman who files the

points to keenness. Where the best
hooks are eoneerned eacli one is man-
ipulated . separately, being  held in
pinchers while the necessary sharpuess
is given by a few dexteérons strokes.
Common hooks are pointed with one

degrees of coarseness.
