We mark, too, both in France
and England, the slow growth of the
oriental idea of fate—the blind pow-
er—thouzh we still conceal our new
reverence for it under words like
“heredity,’’ “‘society,” ''tendency,”
and ‘‘circumstance’ and try, by mix-
ing western altruism with it, tocon-
ceal from ourselves the fact that fa
talism is nonmoral.

LINCOLN RELENTED.

& Pardon That Was Procured Because cf
» Woman’s Sufferings.

The Rev. Dr. P. D. Gurley was tho/
minister in charge of the New York
Avenuc Presbyterian church, Wash-
ington, during Lincoln’s administra-
tion. Dr. Gurley was Lincecln’s pas-
tor, and in many matters his confi-
dential adviser, a post he was admir-
ably fitted to fill, being a strong, ro-
bust, honest personality and a man
of sweet disposition, great ability
and excellent judgment. !

During the mecting of the firs$
general assembly of the Presbyterian
church after the war, which conven-
ed in St. Louis, Dr. Gurley, who was
a delegate, was one day the guest of
Rev. Dr. Nicolls, in whose church
the assembly met, and tho following
anecdote of Lineoln was related by
Dr. Gurley at dinner in the presence
of anumber of friends, among whom
was the present writer:

Soon aftfer the outbreak of hostili-
ties a hot blcoded, fire eating young
man, & son of members ¢f Dr. Gur-
ley’s church, made his way through
our lines and enlisted in the Confed-
eratc army. The fortuunes of wa
threw him into our hands as a pris-
oner. Itwas deemed best to make
an example of him, and he was con-
sequently court martialed and sen-
tenced to be shot. Dr. Gurley inter-
ested himself in the yourg man’s
behalf and secured a commutation
of the sentence. A short time aftor
tho father of {he boy came to Dr.
Gurley and solicited his aid*to oh-
tain a pardon. Dr. Gurley strongly
advised against the effort. He point-
ed out that the young man'’s life had
been saved by the president, and
that it would be extremely unwise
and imprudent toapply for a pardon
30 soon. The father roplied that he
felt so himself, but that his wife took
on €0 about her son that he fcared
sho would lose her mind if some-

! thing wero not done. ‘“‘Imust,” said

he, ““mako the &ttempt on his moth-
er’'s account. It is better to fail than
not to try.” Consequently Dr. Gur-
ley signed the petition for a pardon

and the father took it to Presiden%
Lincoln.

When the father made known his
errand, the president became very
much excited and fiercely said: ‘1
saved tho life of your son after ho
had been condemned to be shot, and
now you come hero so soon when
you know I am overwhelmed with
care and anxiety, asking for his par-
don. You should have been conteng
with what I have done. Go, and if
you annoy me any more I shall feel
it to be my duty toconsider vhether
I cught not to recall what I have al-
ready done.”

A few days after the president sent
for the father, apologized for tlhc

-ay he had spoken to him, and to
his utter astonishment handed him
a pardon.

Not long after, and before know-
ing what bhad transpired, Dr. Gurley
met the president. Having transact-
ed his business, he was about to go
when the president said:

“By the way, doctor, you signed
the petition for Mr. ——="s son’s par-.
don, didn’t you?”’

The doctor replied that he had
dono so, but explained that he had
advised against making the applica-
tion at that time, and that he was
induced to sign it enly by tho state-
ment of the father that ho feared
his wife would lese her mind it
something were not done to relieve
ber.

The president then remarked:
“Well, Mr. —— camo to me with the
petition. It made me very angry,
and I dismissed him very roughly.
Afterward I felt so ashamed of my-
gelf for haviz~"lost my temmper thas
I me2mPhex pardon for the man and
gave it to him.”
