ihe Mounted Folic© Who Guard the Cana­
dian Frontier.

One of the most picturesque and 
excellent bodies of irregular cavah-/ 
to be found in North America is tho 
North west mounted of Canada.
Their duties have keen various and 
somimilitary, Hko those performed 
on the Texas border by the Texas 
rangers, and have assisted groatly in 
tile settlement of tho northwest. 
Prior to 187-1 that territory was law­
less, but tho police quartered thero 
that year soon restored respect for 
the law, and whisky trading with 
the Indians, smuggling across tho 
border and horse stealing have beon 
stopped.

The Canadian government passed 
laws making it a crimo to bring 
stolen property into tho territory of 
tho Northwest, and soon after tho 
legislature of Montana reciprocated, 
thus making our northwest frontier 
less lawless than tho Mexican bor­
der, whero contraband and stolon 
goods find a protecting haven. Tho 
boundary line from Manitoba to 
British Columbia is constantly pa­
trolled by this irrogular cavalry, and 
tlioir officers have been frequently 
entertained at Assiniboine, our most 
northern Montana post.

Tho Northwest police was organ­
ized in 1873 for tho maintenance of 
order in tho Northwest Territories, 
Which at that time had been recent­
ly acquired lay Canada. In tho au­
tumn of 1873, 150 men were enlisted 
in eastern Canada and sont to Mani­
toba. From time to time tho original 
force was increased, and at the out­
break of the Northwest rebellion it 
was further raised until it numbered 
1,000 men, or about its present 
strength. Tho force is subdivided 
into ten divisions of about 100 men 
each. The pay of this force is tho 
highest of any military force in the 
world—staff sergeants, 81.50 per day; 
sergeants, 81; corporals, 85 cents, 
the sumo grades in our service being 
respectively 81.00 and 50 cents per 
diem.

Tho uniform of the police is very 
handsome. For full dress they wear 
a scarlet tunic with yellow facings, 
blue cloth riding breeches with yel­
low stripes similar to our cavalry 
noncommissioned officers, a white 
helmet, cavalry boots and cavalry 
overcoat. In winter fur greatcoats, 
fur caps and moccasins even are 
sometimes worn. A fatiguo uniform 
is furnished for field work that is 
very serviceable and businesslike. 
Enlistments arc from three to five 
years. Tho officers’ headdress is par­
ticularly handsome, being a visor- 
less indented crown of black Persian 
lamb’s wool, faced with a yellow 
bushy bag on one side. With it aro 
some black Persian lamb’s wool 
gauntlets to match. The force is 
armed with the winchester rifio and 
revolver. The saddles aro of a fron­
tier type, and tho gun is slung in a 
strap across tho pommel of tho sad­
dle, as men in tlae south frequently 
secure their guns when deer hunting.

Tho duties of this force, like those 
of our Texas rangers, aro both mili­
tary and civil. They are drilled like 
a military organization and liable, 
like militia, to bo called into service. 
Tlaeir civil work is various—prevent­
ing smuggling, horse stealing, whis­
ky traffic with tho Indians, enforc­
ing quarantine and timber regula­
tions, lighting forest fires and giving 
a general civil protection to inhabit­
ants ox the northwest.—Fort Walla 
Walla Letter in Philadelphia Times.

Gluttons.
The old feudal lords of England

Squeeze of 1S03.

Right in the midst of tho panic of 
1893 a financier and a great power 
in tho world of trado whoso name is 
known all over this country and Eu­
rope wont to a friend and said, “ I 
am so near ruin as this—that while I 
have millions in securities I have 
scarcely $1,000 in cash and must 
have $25,000 today, or 1 am done 
for. ”

Ho had thrown himsolf languidly 
into a chair as though almost ready 
to give up tho battle. Ho knew well 
enough wliat tho announcement of 
his failure meant for tho commercial 
world. It probably would have pull­
ed down a scoro or moro of impor­
tant institutions and very likely 
would havo precipitated general dis­
aster. Ho had beon every whero with 
securities in his pocket valued at 
hundreds of thousands of dollars 
pronounced good then, but ho was

He 
appreciated tlie dazzling power of 
economy, tho fascination of condo 
scension and tho mastery of woman 
in tho conduct of affairs. All such 
influences ho lavished with a profu­
sion which could havo boon conceiv­
ed only by an oriental imagination.

As if to overpower tho senses by 
an impressive contrast and symbol- 
izo tho triumph4, of that dominant 
third estate of which I10 claimed to 
bo tho champion against aristocrats, 
princes, kings and emperors, tliosim- 
plicity of tho revolution was personi­
fied and omphasized in his own form. 
His ostentatious frugality, his dis­
dain for dress, his contempt for per­
sonal wealth and its outward signs, 
wero all heightened by tho setting 
which inclosed them as a frame of 
brilliants often heightens tho char­
acter of tho portrait of a homely 
face.—Professor Sloano’s “ Life of 
Napoleon” in Century.

G ibbon.

Gibbon’s face was full and red. 
Lato in life I10 became exceedingly 
stout, and his features grow flabby. 
Only when interested in conversa­
tion did ho show indications of tlae 
bright intellect that conceived and 
carried out tho greatest historical 
work over produced by tho unaided 
labor of one maax.
