A sufficient m ilitary farce having 
been maejo ready, H was determ ined 
a t a secret m eeting of the Bonapart- 
ists, held og 15 prum airo (Nov. 7), 
th a t tho blow should bo struck  three 
days later. To th a t end the ancients 
were to meet, according to the pro­
gramme), on tho m orning of 17 Bru- 
maire, and summon both assemblies 
to hold a session ou 18 Brum aire a t 
St. Cloud. Under a provision of tho 
constitution whenever an am end­
m ent to th a t document was to ho 
considered the two bodies were to sit 
outside the walls of Paris. This move 
would naturally  excite considerable 
suspipion among tho uninitiated, 
and although there m ight bo no dis­
order there would certainly ho much 
heated discussion in the streets. Still 
greater was the danger which lay in 
the tem per of the troops. E nthusi­
astic for w hat they felt to ho still 
the republic, every appearance of of­
fering violence to a«y and all avow­
ed republicans like those who sat 
among tho 500 m ust be avoided.* The 
solution of this latter problem was 
really the key to tho whole combi­
nation. Success would depend en­
tirely  on the m omentary instinct of 
plain, honest republican soldiers 
taken unawares.

Minor troubles there were also. 
Si-eyes, sensitive under the evident 
determ ination of Bcsiaparte to use 
him  only so long as ho was neces­
sary, became restive, and it required 
the nicest balancing #.? interests to 
keep him tem porarily in tho traces. 
I t was a tim e of terrible anxiety to 
the conspirators. Talleyrand never 
forgot a scene which took place a t 
his house in the Rue Taitobut a  tow 
nigh is antecedent to the crisis. He 
and Bonaparte wore still deep in 
conversation about 1 in tho m orning 
when they heard the rum bling of 
carriage wheels and tho ring  of cav­
alry  hoofs in the street. Suddenly 
both ceased. They had paused a t the 
door. Bonaparte turned pale and 
Talleyrand also as they paused asid 
listened, fully eohvinoed th a t both 
were to ho arrested. The la tter blew7 
out tho candles and hurried  through 
a passageway to gain a view of tho 
street. A fter some delay ho discov­
ered th a t the carriage of a gambling 
house keeper, re tu rn ing  under po­
lice escort from the Palais Royal 
with, hia spoils, had broken down. 
H is fears relieved, he returned  to 
joke w ith Bonaparte about the scare.

Before the appointed day, how- 
ever, everything which m aster 
schemers could foresee w7as careful­
ly adjusted and in equilibrium. The 
apparent resurrection of Jacobinism 
was actually  the last appearance of 
its ghost, for tho directory, shorn of 
all prestige, was divided and shaky. 
The arm y, republican to the core, 
was weary w ith its inefficiency and 
furious w ith  its bankruptcy. The 
mass of tho nation, conservative 
and royalist, despaired of a restora­
tion, and sick of w ar were for tho 
m om ent in a hum or to accept any 
strong governm ent. The m ajority  of 
the adm inistration, the  nation and 
the arm y wero therefore in readi­
ness, whilo the num erous m alcon­
ten ts in each were a t least tem po­
rarily  silenced. Every little  hidden 
w ire of private in terest was in hand, 
and plans wero ripe to coerce those 
who could not be cajoled. —Professor 
W. M. Sloane’s “ Life of Napoleon” 
in Century.

W hitt ier’s Kirihplaee.
In  tho town of H averhill, Mass., 

near tho Merrimao river, not far 
from Salisbury beach and in a 
houso built by his great-great-grand­
father more than  two centuries ago, 
John  Greanleaf W hittier was born 
on Deo. 17, 1807. For three genera­
tions beforo him  the fam ily had  been 
connected w ith tho Society of 
Friends, and all his life long W hit­
tie r retained the Quaker simplicity 
of m anner and attire . Ho began 
early to do the  chores of the  house­
hold and also to aid his fa ther in 
tho work of the farm.

The house was surrounded by 
woods, and “ a sm all brook, noisy 
enough as it  foamed, rippled and 
laughed down its rocky falls” by 
the garden side and then wound its 
way to a larger stream , that, “ after 
doing its du ty  a t two or three saw 
and grist m ills” (the clash of which 
would he heard in still days across 
the intervening woodlands), ran into 
tho great river and was borne along 
to the great sea. Thus in early boy­
hood W hittier had a chance to get 
friendly and fam iliar w ith brooks 
and woods and rocky hills and all 
the other features of the New Eng­
land landscape. Ho helped to care 
for tho oxen and the horses, and ho 
came to know tho wilder anim als 
which also lived on the farm .—P ro­
fessor Brander M atthews in St, Nich­
olas.

The first half oi October will be 
very stormy, average rainfall will 
gradually decrease from first to 
middle and increase from middle 
to last part  or the month.

From 8*h to 16th will he the 
period oi highest average temper­
atures in the great central valleys. 
Further west the high tempera­
tures will occur a little earlier and 
further east a little later.

The week of greatest extremes 
of temperature will occur from the 
13th to 19lh,and during this period 
the greatest storms of the month 
will occur.

The week following the 15th 
will be notable for killing frosts 
unusually far southward.

October will be nearly average 
in temperature when we put  the 
temperatures of the whole United 
States for the whole month to­
gether.

Draw a lino from Winnipeg 
down the Mississippi River to its 
mouth and the country east . of 
that line will average below and 
west of that  line above the usual 
normals.

Some very severe changes in 
temperature will occur, particular­
ly near the middle of the month, 
but taking the averages of each 
locality for the whole month no 
great extremes in these averages 
will occur anywhere in the United 
States.

Rainfalls of October will be 
near!}7 the reverse of the tempera­
tures. Deficiencies * will occur
genera 11 v north  and west of the

country the precipitation for the 
month will be near the normal.

The average weather conditions 
of October for the whole country 
promises well for crops; very 
favorable for fall sown grains and 
the maturing of the cotton crop. 
Injury to cotton by September dry 
weather may not be entirely re­
medied. but late frosts and an in­
increase in rainfall will make a 
better cotton crop than conditions 
at the close of September seemed 
to indicate.

The first half of October will he 
notrble tor dangerous storms which 
will probably culminate in great 
destruction not far from the 16.h.

The Boston market  has 
been most active, ;sales being 8,- 
000,000 pounds in excess of the 
previous week. Aside from a 
large sale of foreign wool in New 
York the market  can report only 
small indiyidu il sales. . Fine and 
medium wools are bid for and 
good sales have been made o f ; 
combing selections, medium 
grades, half to quarter blood, 
washed and unwashed. Over 8,- 
000,000 pounds of wool have been 
moved in the local market,  fully 
50 per cent of which was domes­
tic. The sales of the week 
amounted to 4.888,900 pounds 
domestic and 3,427,000 pounds 
foreign, making a tot d of 8.316,- 
400, against a total of 5,044,000 for 
the previous w-eek, and a total of 
3,324,950 pounds for the corres­
ponding week last year.

Lodge, one of the highest au tho ri­
ties, has said th a t any conductor 
(lightning rod) is better than none, 
although but fow or none of them  
are absoiuto and complete safe­
guards. Some form of lightning rod 
is essential to anything like securi­
ty. Pu tting  aside the question of 
comparative cheapness of insurance 
against lightning and tho cost of 
lightning rods, wo can go a t once to 
the m atter as to how m uch ligh t­
ning rods protect. In order to do 
this, it is necessary to get an idea, of 
the nature  of tho action of lightning.

There exist all grades of lightning 
discharges,from the “ steady strain, ’’ 
or gentle flow, of tho electric cur­
rent, comparable to the flow of wa­
ter in a river w ith slow current, to 
tho “ impulsive ru sh ,” or intense 
disruptive electrical discharges of 
high momentum, which are compa­
rable to an avalanche on a steep 
m ountain side or a great flood. 
W here the discharge is of the form er 
character, lightning rods do protect, 
but in the la tte r caso even the best 
constructed conductors lose their 
efficiency ju st as a safety gate in a 
w aterw ay would prove useless in 
tho rush  of w aters of a great flood. 
I t  was such a disruptive discharge 
of lightning which caused the dam ­
age to the W ashington m onum ent 
on June  5, 1885. There aro many 
flashes th a t aro of an intensity which 
tho hum an body can readily w ith­
stand.

Lightning rods should be either of 
copper tape weighing six ounces to 
tho foot or of iron rod or tape weigh­
ing 35 ounces to the foot. Tho top 
of tho rod should consist of clusters 
of points which have been plated to 
prevent corrosion or rust. Tim 
grounding of the rod should be in 
dam p earth  or running water, and 
independent grounds are preferable 
to w ater or gas main pipes. There 
is no definite area of protection de­
pending on the height of th e  rod. 
Tho risk of a lightning stroke is 
about fivo times greater in tho coun­
try  than in the city. In fact, it is 
hard ly  necessary to place rods on 
tho ordinary block dwelling houses 
of the city.

The region of greatest frequency 
of thunderstorm s in tho United 
States is in the southeastern portion, 
extending from Georgia to Missis­
sippi, where 4.0 storm s occur each 
year a t tho average. In tho no rth ­
ern part of the United States not 
more than 20 occur, and on the New 
England coast but 10. Tho sum m er 
time is tho tim e of greatest froquen-! 
cy. This occurs in May or Juno to 
tho west and southw est of tho great 
lakes, but the tim e is retarded to j 
Ju ly  and August, w ith progress to-1 
ward the west, south and east of ■ 
th is  region. Tho general direction J 
of approach in tho United States is 
from t ho west, bu t in southern Flori­
da they approach from tho east, thus 
following tho direction of the gen­
eral movement of tho atmosphere.

About 2G0 people are killed a n ­
nually by lightning in the United 
States. Of these casualties usually 
only one death occurs in each ox 
January , February, November and 
December; in March, 3; A pr:L 12; 
May, 28; Juno, 77; July, 83; A u­
gust, 40; September, 15; October, 
12. The annual loss by fire duo to 
lightning strokes i^cg tA uaiod  at 
$2,500,0C0. Of the annual num ber 
of 575 buildings pet on lire, 370 wore 
.barns, stable» and granaries, 24 
churches and  131 dwellings.—New 
York Times.

“ Meat bears catch fish if they 
have a chance,” said Dr. Tarloton 
H. Bean, formerly icthyolcgist of 
tho U nited States fish commission 
and now superin tendent of tho Now 
York aquarium , “ but they don’t all 
havo as oaky fishing or ns good fish 
to ca t as tho bears in Alaska. Thero 
the bears catch salmon. In tho 
spawning season tho fish are so thick 
in tho stream s th a t tho hem has sim ­
ply to stand  onutLo bank and pick

font the 1 Ish ho wants. Tho salmon 
run up the rivers from the ocean. 
Some groat stream s they follow for 

j hundreds of miles, seeking the hcad- 
j waters. I t  is the common belief 
: th a t from these long journeys the 
I salmon never re tu rns alive. Worn 
and emaciated, often wounded by 

I contact w ith stones and roots in its 
long and toilsome journey, it depos­
its its spawn and dies in its effort to 
regain the sea.

“ The salmon seek sm aller stream s 
as well. On tho island of Kadiak, 
for instance, in tho gulf of Alaska, 
they run  in great num bers up the 
K arlnk river, about 20 miles to its 
sourco in K arlnk lake, which is eight 
miles long, three or four miles wide 
and so deep th a t no lino yet dropped 
in it has reached tho bottom. Tho 

. salmon spawn in tho lake, in the 
shallow places along tho shore and 
-in the little  stream s trib u ta ry  to it. 
These little  stream s may be in some 
places so shallow as to contain 
scarcely enough w ater to float the 
fish; its back fin and tho top of its 
back m ay bo out of water. Tho 
salmon of the K arluk river is the red 
salmon, the great salmon of com­
merce. I t  a tta ins a length of nearly 
th ree feet and a weight of 10 to 12 
pounds.

“ Various birds eat m any of tho 
sm aller salmon, and small fishes of 
other kinds eat m any of tho salmon 
eggs. Tho bears eat tho grown fish 
as they pass up or down tho stream  
on tho way to or from their spaw n­
ing places. Tho hear of Kadiak is 
tho grizzly. I t  may grow to weigh 
1,000 pounds or more, though th a t 

1 would bo one of unusual size. Four 
hundred pounds would bo much 
nearor the average weight. I t  is the 
common habit of tho bear in Alaska 
to catch salmon. Every year ay hen 
tho salmon season begins, which is 
in the summer, tho bears go to tho 
stream s to fish, and they fish all 
through tho season as long as the 
fish continue to run.

“ The country  around tho K arluk 
lake is wooded, tho tim ber being 
chiefly cottonwood. Thero aro places 
on the river where there is tall grass, 
perhaps six foot in height. I t  may 
be th a t a grizzly will bo seen coming 
down out of the woods on all fours, 
or you may aoo ono, alarmed a t 
som ething whilo on its way to the 
river, standing up in the grass, it's 
head appearing above tho top of it.

“ Tho bear is a good swimmer, bu t 
ho doesn’t  need to do any swimming 
hero. He stands w ith his hind feet 
on tho bank and his fore feet in 
shoal w ater and locks stra igh t ahead. 
Tho fish swim past in endless pro­
cession and close in to tho banks, 
looking for springs, littlo streams, 
cool places whero the-// like to de­
posit th e ir eggs. Tho bear looks 
ahead intently. I havo never stood 
near enough to a bear th a t waa fish­
ing to see th a t he did so, but I have 
no doubt th a t ho selects out of tho 
m any constantly passing a particu­
lar fish, ono th a t pleases his fancy. 
Ho slaps tho salmon out of the water 
and up on the bank and tu rns and 
eats it  while it  is still alive. Sho 
bears take the ir cubs to the river 
and food them  thero on salmon and 
incidentally teach thorn to fish .”— 
Now York Sun.

To speak literally, one of tho 
“ sw eetest” places in all Europe is 
Grasse, tho garden of Provence and, 
after Paris, tho m ost extensive m an­
ufactory of perfum ery in France. A 
w riter says of it th a t tho air, half 
sea and half m ountain air, is scented 

| w ith tho fragrance of roses and 
orange flowers, and Avhithersoover 
one goes not a baro patch of ground 
is to be soen. No fru it tree th a t 
will groAv or sweet scented flower 
which can bo mado to yield up its 
csscnco is neglected here.

As all the best roses aro gathered 
in the early m orning beforo tbo sun 
has touched thorn, it is only in p r i­
vate gardens th a t ono should look 
for roses la ter in the day. Chief 
among them is tho lovely little  yel- 
Ioav roso, which flowers in a profu­
sion unimaginod by  dAvollers in the 
north. I t  flings ono flower laden 
spray over another until ono m ight 
bury the arm  in clusters of cool 
roses to tho depth of a  th ird  of a 
yard.

E verything flourishes at Grasse.
1 “ I shall not stay hero, ” said a young 
German gardener, Avho had gono 
south to study his occupation Under 
new conditions. “ Thero ia nothing 
to learn here. N ature works w ith 
you. I shall go to E ng land .” 

i  Grasso has for some centuries been 
celebrated for perfumes, for scented 
oils and soaps. Many a process has 
to be gono through beforo either 
soaps, perfum es or toilet vvaters re ­
ceive a being. Littlo can bo soen of 
tbo gathering unless it be th a t of 
the orange blossoms, whon men and 
women work the ir way into tho 
densest part of tho closely growing, 
round topped trees and stay thero 
ns if they had been capriciously 
stuck in by some powerful enemy 
and le ft there.

Tbo orange scent produces some­
thing liko bay fever, except th a t it 
is more serious. Tho pollen also acts 
as a sort of poison, and, though tho 
odd, broad bonneted figures look as 
if they Avero so firmly wedged into 
the trees th a t nothing could dislodge 
them, they frequently  s tartle  the 
bystanders by falling fain ting  to tbo 
ground.

When tho sacks of floAvors reach 
tho m anufactory, they aro weighed, 
and the ir contents aro tum bled out 
on long tables, whero they lio in 
heaps nearly a yard high. The floor, 
too, is covered, leaving narrow  foot­
paths for tho work people. Hero at 
tho i a bio tho townspeople sit pick­
ing elf petals and laughing and ta lk ­
ing, for they aro paid by w eight and 
so are allowed such liberty  of be­
havior.

When tho roso leaves havo passed 
from their hands, they  aro shot down 
through a trapdoor a t tho other end 
cf tho building and th ru s t into cal­
drons of boiling lard. Thero tho per­
fume, the soul of tho fiowor, is 
caught and imprisoned.

Most of the perfum es are mado by 
laying freshly gathered flowers in a 
glass case, tbo lid of which is spread 
Avith a  coating of lard half an inch 
thick. This, in tho course of 12 or 
24 hours, absorbs all tho essential 
oil.

Tho lard requires m any relays of 
flowers before it is sufficiently im ­
pregnated with perfume. Sometimes 
the supply is changed fwo or six 
times, or again as many as 80. Tho 
lard is finally melted and mixed 
with spirit, Avhich, combining with 
the volatile oil, rises to the  top and 
is captured and filtered.

There is a probability th a t Grasse 
will lose its picturesque beauty 
through being “ im proved” for tho 
eyo of the w inter visitor. Queen 
Victoria’s recent v isit has given it 
an impetus, and now it longs for 
boulevards and villas such as make 
Cannes so prosperous and so com­
monplace. —Longm an’s Magazine.

B u r n in g  C om m on W ater .

lino is made of water, “ th a t useful 
elem ent which ■- -wpers tho excess 
of solar, artificial and anim al h ea t.” 
The above sta tem ent e -v appear to 
be “ an improbable p arade / ” but it 
is a fact nevertheless th a t a gas is 
now made of pure water, and th a t 
th a t same gas is a splendid fuel. 
The principle of the m anufacture of 
these w ater gases is to pass aqua 
pura 0A*er redhot irons, thus resolv­
ing it into the tAvo inflammable sub 
stances known as hydrogen and car 
honic oxide gas.

There are m any persons Avho will 
envy the privilege which royalty  en ­
joys of novor being dunned for 
tradesm en’s hills. Tho great P ari­
sian dressm akers in  particular mako 
a point of never sending in any ac­
count to th e ir royal and imperial 
custom ers unless specially requested 
to do so. A t tho samo tim e all sorts 
iff artifices and devices aro adopted 
to rem ind custom ers of th is exalted 
rank, w ithout appearing to do so, 
th a t money is duo and paym ents de­
sirable.

Some of the scions of royalty  aro 
very punctilious and exact about 
their payments, especially the P rin ­
cess of Wales, who. has from tho Eng­
lish crown an independent allowance 
of $50,000 per annum, supposed to 
be entirely  spent in dross, not so 
difficult a m atter whon it is borne in 
mind th a t throughout the London 
season tho princess, as the observed 
of all obser vers, never appears a sec­
ond timo in tho samo toilet; th a t 
the toilets are changed sevoral times 
a day, and th a t m any of them, es­
pecially those for evening and court 
wear, cost $.1,000 and $1,500 each.

Very different from  tho Princess 
of Wales is tho dowager queen of 
Portugal, who is perennially hard  
up, in spite of tho largo allowance 
sho receives from tho Portuguese 
and Italian civil lists. H er trades­
men a t Paris, Avhenco sho gets all 
her clothes, havo to w ait years for 
the ir money, which they get only 
when some of those Portuguese 
loans happen to be floated or when 
tho queen is able to got her brother, 
King H um bert of Italy, to come to 
her rescue and fill her depleted purse.

The m em bers of tho Russian court 
aro vory exact and unquestioning in 
the ir payments, and so, too, is Queen 
M arguerite of Italy , her punctilious­
ness in this respect being duo to her 
husband, King Hum bert, who, still 
suffering from tho disastrous effects 
of tho insane extravagance of hi3 
father, V ictor Im m anuel, is careful 
to run  as foAV bills as possible and, 
so far as he can, to pay as he goes.

This im m unity from duns does 
not extend to royal personages Avhoso 
fam ilies have been deprived of their 
thrones or who aro compelled to 
affix an “ ex” to the ir title. Thus 
ex-King Milan of Servia is constant­
ly being dunnod and sued, Avhilo old 
ox-Quoen Isabella of Spain every 
now and then gets into such a te r r i­
ble snarl Avith her Parisian trades­
men th a t her daughter-in-law , the 
queen regent, is compelled to send 
m embers of her own household from 
Madrid to stra igh ten  m atters out 
and to assume oharge of tho old la­
d y ’s liabilities.

Thero is a popular im pression 
abroad th a t tho Princo of W ales is 
frequently  dunned by tradesmen. 
But th is is not tho case. I don’t  sup­
pose ho ever received a ta ilo r’s bid 
in his life, and his pressing needs 
for money, which drive him into 
such extraordinary and promiscuous 
friendships and associations, aro a t­
tributable to loans coming duo and 
to gam bling and racing debts. Por- 
haps tho m ost unpunctual and least 
satisfactory of royal personages w ith 
whom to run a bill is tho present 
em peror of Germany, a reigning 
sovereign who comes as near being 
dunned liko an ordinary m ortal as 
any one could find, tho tradesmen 
who are unable to get the ir money 
tak ing  out the ir annoyance in disa­
greeable rem arks th a t bring them 
dangerously near indictm ent for (he 
crim e of lezo m ajesty .—Chicago Rec­
ord.
