among the aboriginal tribee of 
America cud of central Africa. From 
the mofit ancient times, however, it 
has been familiar to the Asiatic and 
European races. The Latins divided 

irte "T75kps~Timo5TTt^ ni, 
the basitilo and the s ut avi urn, the 
first being the kiss of friendship and 
respect, the second of ceremony and 
the third of love. Tbo Bernitcs al­
ways knew the kiss, and Job speaks 
of if as part of the sacred rites as it 
is today in tho Roman church.

The Mongolian kiss, however, is 
not the same as that which prevails 
with us. In it tho lips do not touch 
tho surface of the person kissed. 
The hose is brought into light con 
tact with tho check, forehead or 
hand. The breath is drawn slowly 
through tho nostrils, and the act 
end ; with a slight smack of the lips. 
The Chi nero consider our mode of 
kissing full of coarsa suggesti veness, 
and our writers regard their method 
with equal disdain.

Darwin and other naturalists have 
attempted to trace back the kiss to 
the act of the lower- animals who 
seize their prey with their teeth, etc. 
An interesting recent study of the 
subject is by II. -Paul d ’Enjoy, in 
“ The Bulletin” of the Paris Anthro­
pological society, volume 8, No. 2.— 
Dr. Daniel G. Brinton in Science.

The mother bird, when sitting, 
usually traveled tail foremost, and 
when she entered or left tho mill 
she had to make use of the hole 
through which the laying shaft pro­
jected. To do this it was necessary 
for her to dodge the sails, which 
were, of course, hang close to the 
wall of the mill.
