Although travel was discouraged
Friday night, numerous cars and
trucks were stranded in ditches
along all highways and thousands of
cattle, drifting with the wind,
created an additional hazard on the
roads.

By mid-morning Saturday, all
roads in this portion of the state and
all highways leading to and from
Clovis had been closed by the
respective highway departments.

Although no figures were avalil-
able on livestock loss here, deaths
caused by the storm were expected
to be light. However, the chore of
sorting through the thousands of
cattle which drifted as much as 17
miles in the blizzard was expected to
take a number of days.

In the Clovis area, large numbers
of cattle were reported killed when
struck by trains during the night of
the blizzard. Some 40 dead cattle
were counted on the tracks between
Clovis and Melrose.

Although the skies cleared by
Sunday morning and the snow began
melting, area highways remained in
hazardous condition because of
isolated snow and ice patches on the
roads. Several accidents were
reported in Parmer County with no
major injuries sustained, according
to reports.

A three-car collision was reported
near Parmerton Hill, northeast of
Bovina Monday morning with a
freak three-vehicle accident occur-
Ing near Wilsey Switch southwest of
Bovina late Sunday afternoon.

Record: It’s 11 a.m.--do you know where
your children are?

That question was put in an editorial
in Boston’s Christian Science Monitor,
one of the country’s most responsible
newspapers, a few weeks ago. It's
applicable in Canadian, Texas, too.

Most American parents, asked that
question, would say their children are in
school. The sobering fact is that a lot of
them aren’t. Nationwide some 2 million
American children between the ages of 7
and 17 are not attending school...and in
addition, during one recent school year,
1,012,347 children were suspended at
least once.

These statistics indicate that far too
many school principals are using the
weapon of suspension to rid themselves
of students who are troublesome, for one
reason or another, instead of doing what
every truly professional and dedicated
educator ought to be doing....everything
possible to keep these young people in
the classroom where their education can
be continued. And far too many boards
of education are letting them do it.

Canadian high school is no exception.

Far too many high school youths have
been forced to leave school, or have been
kept in school at the price of rebellion
and alienation, ih recent years for the
pettiest of reasons....not because they
are hard-core disciplinary problems, or
even because they are poor students (in
many cases some of the top students
have been forced out of classes) but
because their personal hair style does
not meet the taste of the high school

principal or of the school board
members.
Nothing has changed since this

madness began four or five years ago.
We had evidence of it again Tuesday
afternoon when the school board, in all
its solemn dignity, upheld the
suspension of a high school junior whom
the principal himself declared had been
no disciplinary problem at all but, on the
contrary, ‘‘has been doing his best work
this year.”

Both the principal and the board
members affirmed their personal
prejudices against long hair on boys,
and the high school superintendent even
proudly proclaimed his willingness to
become a personal barber for his
students...a high order of dedication to
the cause of education.

So one more student bites the
educational dust, another “educational
sacrifice to the principles of his
Principal and the determined tough-
mindedness of the School Board

members who have proved once more
that they are running the school, no
matter who they have to run out.

To The Editor,
Bovina Blade

With another school board
election coming up, and in
view of the recently dis-
played interest in the public
school system, I would like
to offer the following
remarks to your esteemed
readers,

In our system of govern-
ment, which is that of a
representative democracy
as opposed to a direct
democracy, the citizen who
votes elects one or more
spokesmen to represent him
through a specific board,
council, or other body of
elected officials. In the case
of a school board election it
is our privilege as well as
our duty to choose someone
who will represent us wisely
as a trustee on this school
board.

Let us look at the chief
function of the elected board
of trustees. Their main role
is that of policy-making and
appraising the efficiency of

decades; many people engaged in the
various service occupations, plumbers,
electricians, carpenters, who have
seemed to have the people over a barrel;
and those merchants who took their
business and patronage for granted, who
in recent years have been able to live off
accidental business.

All communities have problems.
Some, with the right kind of leadership,
will ride out the storm. Others will turn
up their toes and die, unable to cope with
any problem more difficult than post
war prosperity.

Thus, there is a
clear line between the
policy-making and apprai-
sal functions of the board of
trustees, and the adminis-
trative functions of the
superintendent.

Let us think about these
principles as we go to the
polls. Too many times we
take a local election lightly,
yet it is probably one of the
few elections left where we
least somewhat
acquainted with the candi-
dates. We all owe it to
ourselves and our children
to preserve our democratic
way of life, and we affirm
this conviction by trying to
make as wise a choice as
possible in every election,
and by going to the voting
places.
