Monday, January 15th, in the
Regular School Board Meeting, the
board passed the motion to adopt the
curriculum policy. This policy was
presented by Taylor Stevenson after
extensive research. The policy will
insure that the teachers in the same
grade levels will be teaching the same
things and the curriculum will match
up from one grade level to the next.
This will be a comprehensive assess-
‘ment program, checking the students
‘regularly to make sure they have
‘mastered the skills. Board President,
Jimmy Bader said he considers this
‘the best thing that the board has passed
for the school system since he has
.been on the board. This policy is not
.intended to stop teachers from free-
‘lance teaching, teachers can free-
lance after the basic skills have been
mastered by the students. Mr.
Stevenson said most of the teachers
are already meeting the requirements
of the policy, and he received no
negative responses from them.
Other action taken by the board;
Approved the budget amendments
presented by Dixie Brown, business
manager. These amendments are
needed to meet state requirements.
The board approved Historical
Exemptions for 7 Kinney County
sites. There are still 10 more sites
that have not sent in the proper pa-
perwork. The deadline for the ex-
emption process will be February 12,

1996.

Brackettville Rotary Club

The Rotary Club met Thursday,
January 14, and heard Frank and
Maggie Gunn of Uvalde speak about
an adventure they recently undertook.
They joined an adult research pro-
gram at the Crow Canyon Archaeo-
logical Center where interested par-
ticipants are invited to take part in an
excavation. The Gunns had become
intrigued with archeology almost ten
years ago, and this program seemed
designed for them. They attended
seminars and worked alongside pro-
fessional archaeologists both in the
laboratories and in the field. The
work they did was helpful to the Crow
Canyon Center as well as being in-
formative to the Gunns.

Maggie, who was the speaker, is
office administrator in a doctor’s of-
fice. Frank, who was in charge of
showing the slides, works for an elec-
tric company as a meter technician.
Their interest in the Anasazi Indian
tribe was awakened when they ex-
plored the cliff dwellings in Mesa
Verde Nation Park in Colorado years
ago.
5 The Anasazis lived from 650 to
1350 years ago. The ruins of their
dwellings exhibit an extraordinary
skill in architecture and engineering.
They designed an aqueduct system
with check dams to utilize the melted
snow from the mesa top. The water
was used for drinking and for farm-
ing.
This trip enabled the Gunns to
learn in depth about the Indian’s life
style and the ways they interacted with
other tribes. In the laboratory, the

Gunns learned to identify artifacts
from various time periods. The last
three days of the program was spent
in a dig called Yellow Jacket. This
was an area the Anasazi had migrated
to again and again. Then, in 1350,
they left never to return. The Crow
Canyon two-year research project is
designed to understand why this oc-
curred.

The tools the Gunns used in the
excavation were trowels, buckets,
sifting screens and whisk brushes.
Each person was assigned one meter
of earth to explore. They discovered
pottery shards, animal bones, char-
coal from the Anasazi hearths, adobe
from their dwellings, arrowheads and
flakes. Professionals were on hand
to help identify items and answer
questions.

By the end of the week, the Gunns
had gotten to know the other partici-
pants in the program. They came
from different places around the coun-
try and had varied backgrounds, but
held this common interest in archeol-
ogy. The Gunns also met the descen-
dants of the Anasazi who belong to
the Crow Canyon’s Native American
advisory council.

When the Gunns became inter-
ested in the Anasazi, no one knew
why this tribe had left the area per-
manently. Maggie said it is now
known that a 20 year drought and
the depletion of resources caused
them to move south. They are the
ancestors of the Pueblo Indians.

Plant Pecan Trees Properly

One of the keys to growing pe-
cans, whether in the backyard or in a
commercial orchard, is to plant the
trees properly so that they get off to
a good start. Tree planting time is at
hand — January and early February
are the best times — and here are a
few guidelines to go by when plant-
ing.

To begin, select a tree 4 to 8 feet
tall as soon as nurseries get their sup-
plies. Plant as soon as possible, us-
ing care not to let roots dry out or
freeze. Dig the hole only as large as
the tree’s root system. If the hole is
too deep, the tree will settle and this
can cause poor growth or death.

The taproot should sit in the bot-
tom of the hole. If the hole cannot
be as deep as the length of the roots,
cut back the taproot to fit the hole.
Pack original soil around the roots as
tightly as possible. Packing the soil
in 2 to 3-inch layers is better than
watering to pack the soil. Use adja-
cent soil to complete filling the hole,
not light soil, sand or potting soil.
The tree can drown in rainy weather
if light fill soil is used on clay type

Plant the tree at the same depth it
grew in the nursery row. Look at
the colors to determine the soil line:
the bark is gray and the root dark
brown. Cut off the top half of the
tree at planting to balance the stem
and roots and to force growth close
to the soil line.

Wrap the lower 18 inches of the
trunk with aluminum foil to prevent
side shoots, sun scald and rabbit dam-
age. On large plantings, use a mix-
ture of white latex paint and water
(one part paint to three parts water).

Build a basin around the tree to
hold water and give each tree five
gallons of water immediately after
planting. Make sure trees do not go
longer than 14 days without water.
Basins work well on brand new trees
but should be leveled after trees have
become established.

These are some basic steps in
planting pecan trees that can lead the
way in getting them into production
in a few years. We have some ex-
cellent publications dealing with pe-
can varieties and care in the Exten-
sion office.

With hunting season coming to a
close, I would like to begin a series
of articles on wildlife found in our
area. I will try to include informa-
tion on myths, facts, and other inter-
esting information about the many
species of wildlife we observe
throughout the year in Kinney
County.

The first of these many creatures
I want to talk about is the raccoon.
We see them mostly at night, when
the dogs start barking, or when we
look out the door after hearing the
trash can being turned over, or as they
scurry to safety when illuminated by
the car headlights.

Raccoons are widespread across
southern Canada, most of the United
States, and southward through
Mexico. They are found statewide-
in Texas, but are seldom found far
from water which has an important
influence upon their distribution.
They prefer hardwood-timbered habi-
tats and are especially abundant in the
eastern half of the state along the
larger streams where wide floodplains

- and adjacent sloping uplands support

mature stands of hardwood timber.
They occupy a variety of other habi-
tats, including bottomland swamps,
marshes, around lakes or ponds sur-
rounded by narrow stands of trees,
farmlands (especially those with corn
or maize fields), and heavily wooded
residential areas in cities. They are
abundant in western Texas where they
occur along permanent streams as
well as in the driest desert places
where man has brought water by
windmills, pumps, or surface tanks.
Raccoons also inhabit the montane
regions of the Trans-Pecos where

sources of water are associated with

wooded areas.

Raccoons live in dens located pri-
marily in trees or rock ledges. The
den is usually a large hollow tree or
hollow log and where they also raise
their young. However, the absence
of suitable natural den sites does not
seem to limit them, as they commonly
use barns, attics, and other available
buildings. Raccoons are also known
to share the same ground dens used
by striped skunks and opossums, al-
tpough not necessarily at the same
time.

Raccoons are nocturnal and typi-
cally spend the day in their dens.
Activity begins around sunset and
ceases around sunrise, lasting about
nine hours. Raccoons do not hiber-
nate, but during cold weather peri-
ods they may remain in the den for
several days and live off their body
fat reserves.

Adults are seemingly solitary, al-
though they often associate in groups
of two or more. Associations of adult
males and females are largely re-
stricted to the breeding season. Most
commonly, when a group of raccoons
is seen, it is a mother with her young.

Raccoons eat a wide range of both
plant and animal food. They are se-
lective when food is abundant, but eat
whatever is available when it is scarce
(including your leftovers). Plant
food, particularly acorns and fruits
(grapes and persimmons) make up
over 50% of the annual diet. Insects,
especially grasshoppers, are second

in importance. They will also eat cot-
tontails and small rodents, fish, cray-
fish and crabs, snakes and frogs, and
birds (cardinals, blackbirds, spar-
rows, and meadowlarks).
The mating season begins in Feb-
1uary and continues through August,
A higher percentage of females mate

in March than in any other month,
and most of the young are born in
April or May. The gestation period
is about 63 days and the number of
young per litter varies from 1 to 7
with an average of 3 to 4.

Young raccoons are well haired
at blrtlg, have dark skin with no rings
on their tail, and the eyes and ears
are closed. The eyes open between
the 18th and 23rd day. Females have
the sole role in caring for the young.
Weaning of the young occurs between :
the age of 7 to 12 weeks, and upon
reaching adult size in their second
year will grow to weigh 10 to 30
pounds. Families den together dur-
ing the winter, and the family group .

Most raccoons in the wild live less
than 5 years (the average is 2 to 3
years), depending on how often they
cross the road or if they get caught
staring up at you out of your trash
can.

Texas’ Health Lab To ‘Fingerprint’
Samples Of Deadly Bacteria Strain

Part of the science of epidemiol-
ogy is tracing the origins of disease
outbreaks. When more than one per-
son becomes infected with a virus or
bacterium, for example, the epidemi-
ologists try to discover whether the
cases may have become infected from
a common source. If such a com-
mon source can be found and elimi-
nated, further infections may be pre-
vented. However, the task of trac-
ing disease' sources often requires
guesswork, and always is time-con-
S

Health (TDH) Bureau of Laborato-
ries recently has been chosen to use a
state-of-the-art genetic technology
which may speed the epidemiologists’
work against at least one notorious
bacterium. The U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention

(CDC) chose the Texas lab as one of

four in the nation to apply the new

technology in tracing outbreaks of

Escherichia coli 0157:H7 (better
known as E. coli). E. coli caused
numerous illnesses, including some
deaths several years ago in a West
Coast outbreak linked to hamburger
meat contaminated by the 0157:H7
strain of E. coli.

Dr. David R. Smith, Texas Com-
missioner of Health, said, “Our lab’s
selection to serve the southern states
and two territories in tracing deadly
E. coli 0157:H7 contamination is a
credit to the excellence of our labo-
ratory scientists. They are regarded
as among the best in the nation.” Dr.

But.the Texas Department of

Suzanne S. Barth, chief of the Mi-
crobiological Investigation Section of
the TDH Lab’s Microbiological Ser-
vices Division, said that the new tech-
niques for tracing the sources of E.
coli resemble those used to link blood
and tissue samples with criminal sus-
pects.

“Genetic fingerprinting,” Barth
said, “has become a fairly well-
known term to the public. Most
people know that each person’s blood
and tissue contain genetic patterns that
are unique. Only closely related
people, or closely related organisms
of any kind, can have near-identical
genetic fingerprints. Bacteria samples
taken from more than one patient will
have distinctly different genetic pat-
terns — unless the microbes de-
scended from the same parent
source.”

A sophisticated process — called
pulsed field gel electrophoresis (or
PFGE) — electronically reproduces
and computerizes the unique genetic
makeup of each E. coli sample being
tested. The images then can be com-
pared for similarities which show that
the samples may have descended
from the same “family” or source.

Barth explained that E. coli often
is associated with meat, particularly
ground meat or hamburger. Since
such products may be frozen, trans-
ported over distances and stored be-
fore being served, an outbreak of the
bacterium might include many
widely-separated cases over an ex-
tended period of time. “But by ge-

netically analyzing samples from all
reported E. coli cases, we can com-
pare the genetic fingerprints of each
sample with all the others to match
those that are similar. When bacte-
ria from two patients match geneti-
cally, we can compare both patients’
possible sources of E coli exposure.
In short, we can eliminate a lot of
guesswork about whether any two
patients became ill from the same
shipment of meat,” she said.

Barth said the TDH Labs will use
the new technology to compare the
genetic structures of E coli. samples,
not only from outbreaks in Texas, but
also from 11 other states — Okla-
homa, Arkansas, Louisiana, Missis-
sippi, Alabama, Georgia, Florida,
North Carolina, South Carolina, Ten-
nessee and Kentucky. In addition,
the lab also will serve the American
territories of Puerto Rico and Samoa.

Three other states’ health labs
(Minnesota, Massachusetts and
Washington) also will serve their sur-
rounding states as regional centers
using the new technology. Barth said
that Lemuel del Rosario, also a mi-
crobiologist in the TDH Microbio-
logical Investigation Section, will join
technicians from each of those re-
gional centers in training at CDC, so
that testing in each of the regions and
CDC will be uniform. “When all of
the regional centers are operational,”
Barth said, “we will have the ability
to share the same quality of E coli.
test results from region to region,
throughout the U.S.”

*Make trips to the public library.

*Use television as a springboard
for reading. Read the TV section with
your child to decide which programs
you’ll watch during the week. If your
child shows interest in a program, find
some related books or articles.

*Give your child a bedside read-
ing lamp. Kids will do anything to
stay up later, even read.

Above all, Sara Schwabacher of
the American Reading Council says,
“Reading is reading and the only way
to get better at it is to do it.”

On another issue, I am proud of
our local Board of Education for
adopting a cohesive curriculum policy
for Brackett ISD. Over a period of
time, it will help our students have a
coherent, articulated curriculum with
predictable results. I think the Board
made a strong statement about their
support of student learning with this
policy.

Is winning important? By being
ready to compete in sports, academ-
ics or in the world of work, we have
already won. Let’s get ready to com-
pete. What’s important now in your
quest to be successful? Find out what
it takes to win in life. Get in done.

Wrote to Hall enclosing an abstract
of expenditures of ammunition
used by the men in hunting last
year for the General's approval.
A cold drizzle all day. Very glad
that we came back to camp. Com-
menced a letter home but will wait
until tomorrow to finish it.

Thursday. January 17 1884

Sleeted a little & rained during the
day but commenced to clear off

before dark. Finished my letter -

home and sent the mail over. Kept
the horses in as it was impossible
to graze. Received news in a letter
from home of Mr. Hoagland's sud-
den death. It must have been a
terrible - shock to Emma and
Mecca. I wonder what they will do
now. The folks at home would like
to have me marry Mecca, but I
don't love her as a husband ought
to love. Besides I want to save
more money before marrying. Re-
ported to Hall the amount of tent-
age' & -wrote him about Blanco.
Wrote letters of condolence to
Mecca and to Lizzie and John. I
honestly sympathize with them, but
I am afraid my letters seem cold.
In the evening went over to the
house. Mrs. Lougee had retired
but Mr. L. & I sat in the kitchen
and had a long talk about the land I
saw. After returning read until I
fell asleep in my chair.

Friday. January 18 1884

Went down to the station after

breakfast with Sgt. Kibbets & Lu-

ce & there met Don Patricio Mar-
tinez, the major domo of Gen.
Trevino's big ranch across the
river. He had a lot of supplies for
the ranch and wanted me to let him
have wagons to carry them down
to Shafter's Crossing where he had
tranqugmti.qn to carry them to the

“ranch. He had been to seé Gen.

Vincent in San Antonio and the lat-
ter promised to wire me instruc-
tions, but none had come. While
thinking what to do, the expected
telegram came. Returned to camp
and as soon as the mules could be
brought in and hitched up, sent the
large wagon and four mules extra
over to Thurston with two drivers.
Went over myself. Martinez had a
new wagon to which the four

mules were hitched. Saw his stuff -

loaded and the wagons start and
then returned to camp after bidding
Don Patricio good-bye. He was
very profuse with his Mexican re-
marks and I felt very flat as I
could not understand but tried to
return the compliments. Met Mr.
& Mrs. Lougee out riding as I
came back to camp. After dinner

wrote to Capt. Vance & recom-
menced one to Shunk. The pota-
toes and onions came today, the
wagon from the house bringing
them. No mail from home much
to my disappointment. Received a
letter from Torres asking me to
send Q.M. at Clark receipts for
forage already received this
month.

Saturday January 19 1884

Sent Luce over to Thurston early
this morning and was disgusted
when he returned with no mail for
me except a bill for the potatoes
and onions. Practiced as usual and
afterwards cleaned the violin.
Studied shorthand and afterwards
weighed out the forage. After
breakfast while waiting for the
mail took a walk down to the tank.
Not as much water as I expected
but the bottom is water tight. After
dinner wrote to Godwin enclosing
bill & check to pay for potatoes &
onions. Sent ration return for next
month to Clark and wrote Hall that
10 days' ration would be sufficient
if we get to the Post by the 15th
prox. Sent receipt for corn & oats
to Vedder & notified Torres that I
had done so. Read a while &
played on the violin & after taking
a bath went to bed.

Sunday. January 20 1884

Commenced my usual letter before
breakfast but did not finish until
nearly noon. Mr. & Mrs. Lougee
came over when the mail came and
sat for a short time in my tent. No
mail of interest. Hall sent back
that abstract of expenditures with
the General's approval. Played a
while on the violin today. After
dinner Doctor & I walked over to
the house and made a short call &

then Lougee joined us in a walk to
the tank. Coming back saw Mrs.
L. & maid at the corral and
walked over there. L. did not see
them as they hid from him. When

we ‘went around the house they

cameé’out. “Mrs. LI acted queerly
as if she was rather afraid of L. &
he did seem a little vexed. After
returning to camp wrote a letter to
Henry, but was interrupted by
Pratt, a Bostonian visiting his
cousins, the Wilkins Bros., who
had been lost while coming over
for the mail.

Older Americans Act Programs Discussed

Representatives of the Elderly
Nutrition Centers in the nine county
Middle Rio Grande Region met in
Carrizo Springs today to discuss the
potential effect of recent Congres-
sional actions on the Older American
Act programs and services in area
communities. The Middle Rio
Grande Area Agency on Aging, ad-
ministered by the Middle Rio Grande
Development Council, provides nu-
trition, transportation and other re-
lated services to more than 2,500 area
seniors each day through its network
of Nutrition Centers in each of the
counties.

Until late last week, the entire pro-
gram had been included in the ranks
of the programs and services that had
been at issue in the federal budget
dispute currently under way in Wash-
ington, and the continued availability
of funds to support the services be-
yond January 31 had been in serious
question. “As administrators of the
Area Agency on Aging, we felt an

obligation to provide the local gov-.

ernments of this region who are, by
and large responsible for the opera-
tion of the Senior Service Program
in the area, with up to date informa-
tion about the prospects for contin-
ued federal funding for these critical
senior nutrition and transportation
services”, explained Leodora
Martinez, MRGDC Executive Direc-
tor. “Until as late as yesterday, it
looked as if these operations would
be in serious jeopardy after the first

A

of February. We wanted to inform
the participating local governments
and the senior program participants
of the situation, so they could begin
to plan what to do in the absence of
federal support.”

Fortunately, though, the group
was told that, in passing its latest con-
tinuing resolution, which would re-
open the federal government until
January 26, the Congress elected to
go ahead and appropriate funds to
support the nutrition and associated
transportation services of the Older
Americans Act for the entire federal
fiscal year, ending September 30,
1996, although at only 95% of last
year’s levels. “This means that the
senior nutrition program, which it-
self had never been at issue in the
federal budget debate, will no longer
be held hostage to other outstanding
budget issues”, stated Martinez,
“and, although we will have to de-
cide how to accommodate a certain
level of reduced funding, we can at
least be assured that the Centers will
remain open and functioning for the
balance of the current federal fiscal
year.”

Those attending the meeting, who
represented local government con-
tractors and local Senior Councils,
were asked to go back to their com-
munities and assure the elderly that
the Centers would remain open, to
explain the situation to local city and
county governing bodies, and to be-
gin assessing the ultimate impact of

the 5% fund reduction, so thatalter-
native plans could be developed.

Urging the participants to not for-
get that there remained very real and
critical issues in dispute in Washing-
ton, Dimmit County Judge Charles
Johnson, suggested that they remain
actively involved in communicating
with appropriate state and federal of-
ficials. “We have to keep trying to
educate our state and federal officials
about the different impacts of these
programs and services in rural areas
like ours”, Johnson said. “In urban
areas with larger, richer local tax
bases, it is easier for local govern-
ments and officials to make up for
reductions in federal and state fund-
ing than it is in our communities,
which are among the poorest in the
nation. Somehow, people in Austin
and Washington need to be brought
to an understanding of that fact.”

In closing, Executive Director
Martinez assured those in attendance
that the MRGDC Area Aging staff -
would remain in close contact with
the local governments and Senior
Councils as events in Washington and
Austin developed further. “For
now”, he summarized, the Nutrition <
Center program seems to be ok, but
we can never tell for sure what next
month or next year will bring. By
working closely together with our
local, state, and federal elected offi-
cials, though, we can and will be pre-
pared to cope with whatever happens
down the road.”

Hooray for Statehood

“Texas is afree and independent State, subject only to
the Constitution of the United States...”

the 150th anniversary of becoming a state. Unlike all

other states ever admitted, we gave up the sovereignty
of an independent republic to join the Union.

Let’slook at the history. On March 1, 1845, Congress
passed a resolution inviting the Republic of Texas to join
the Union, and a special convention of Texans met to
consider it, under the leadership of Thomas Jefferson
Rusk. The convention accepted the offer on July 4, and its
decision was ratified by the people in October. We submit-
ted a constitution, quoted above, which Congress accepted
on December 29.

Rusk went on to become the first U.S. Senator from
Texas, and I, the great great granddaughter of his law
partner, Charles S. Taylor. now hold his seat. Taylor and
Rusk had signed the Texas Declaration of Independence
from Mexico in 1836.

We mark the 29th, quietly, as the commencement of

J ust last month, December 29, 1995, Texas celebrated

our Statehood, although we didn’t lower the Lone Star and
post the Stars and Stripes until February 19, 1846. We must
have been happy with statehood in 1955, because we

-expressly renounced the right to fly the flag of our old
Republic at the same level as that of our Union. Our
Legislature mandated that it fly in a subordinate position,
in the manner followed by all other states.

Since those early days, Washington has governed with
arather heavy hand, and other states are starting to join us
in pressing for a restoration of states’ rights under the
Constitution. Justice Brandeis wrote that states should be
“laboratories of democracy,” but the Congresses since
World War II have increasingly relegated them to be
regional administrators of federal programs.

The majority of the new Congress, of course, believes
that Congress and the President cannot and should not
make every decision. You and I can agree wholeheartedly
on the truth that has endured since the days of President
Houston: Texans govern Texas best. One of my goals is
to resurrect the beleaguered Tenth Amendment.

Finally, although our Independence remains the sig-
nal day in Texas history, and though we yearn for greater
self-government, we can look on our statehood with pride.
as a means of “conferring blessings upon the people of all
the States™ as President Anson Jones said when Old Glory
was raised for the first time in Austin:
