Three suspects arrested for burlaries o f

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One adult and two juvenile 
Brackettville men were arrested and 
charged with two counts of burglary 
Tuesday, according to local law en­
forcement officials.

The three men, who are 19, 16 
and 14 years old, are suspects in the 
burglaries of The Jug Store and the 
Sunshine Garden Center.

The 19-year-old is being held at 
the Kinney County Jail, and the two 
juveniles have been transported to the 
Juvenile Detention Center in Del Rio.

“It’s not (surprising) with the ju­
venile problem we have,” Kinney 
County Sheriff L.K. “Buddy” Bur-

gess said of the burglaries.
Officials said The Jug Store bur­

glary occurred at approximately 4 
a.m. on Monday morning.

An estimated $4,500 was taken. 
Officials have recovered between 
$1,800 and $2,200 in cash and $1,300 
in checks. Money orders, charge slips 
and lottery tickets were also taken.

The burglars also stole numerous 
alcoholic beverages. An estimated 42 
bottles of liquor were taken off of the 
shelves, in addition to a case of Jack 
Daniels, a case of Smirnoff Vodka 
and six to eight cases of beer.

Also reported stolen were approxi­
mately 46 cartons of cigarettes, 17 
lighters, a knife, a remote-control car 
and cash out of a piggy bank.

Store. “It makes you wonder what 
our youth is coming to.”

Officials said the burglars used 
some of the items they stole at the 
Sunshine Garden Center to break into 
The Jug Store. Those items included 
two wheel barrels, a garden cart, a 
pair of bolt cutters, a hammer, prun­
ing sheers and two bags of air fresh­
ener.

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From The Desk Of Your 
Local Game Warden

With the warmer weather and 
spring approaching, I thought this 
might be a good time to review some 
of the requirements for boaters 
headed to their favorite fishing hole.

Rules and regulations differ some­
what by size of boat and each boat 
owners situation. The following is a 
general listing of requirements. Your 
situation may be different. If you 
have a question about the rules or 
regulations and how they apply to 
you, please call me or the Parks and 
Wildlife Department before you put 
your boat in the water.

First of all, if your boat is required 
to be registered, be sure that you have 
done so and that it has a current de­
cal displayed on the side next to the 
registration numbers. In addition to 
the numbers and decals displayed on 
the sides of your boat, you are re­
quired to carry the certificate of num­
ber with you on the boat. The cer­
tificate of number is the blue card, 
about the size of your driver’s license, 
that has the information about your 
boat on it. You get one when you 
register your boat or renew the reg­
istration on your boat.

Speaking of registration numbers 
on the sides of your boat, be sure they 
are the right numbers and properly 
displayed. It should have the letters

“TX” (if registered in Texas) followed 
by 4 numbers and 2 letters, such as 
“TX 1234 AB”, and can be found on 
the certificate of number card you re­
ceived when you registered the boat. 
When I was stationed on the coast at 
Port Isabel, I once checked a boat that 
had the registration number “TX 
78520” displayed on the sides of his 
boat. I was somewhat puzzled as to 
where he had gotten that number 
from. I asked him for his certificate 
of number card and looked at his ad­
dress on the card. He had used his 
zip code for the registration number.

Check to see that you have the 
proper fire extinguishers on board and 
that they are properly charged and 
accessible. Check your life jackets
and throw cushions. Be sure that you 
have one Coast Guard approved, 
wearable type, life jacket for every­
one on board your boat. Check to see 
that it is in good condition and acces­
sible. On motorboats under 26 feet 
long, a child passenger under 13 years 
old must wear a lifejacket at all times 
while underway or moving. This life 
jacket must be one that fits the child, 
not an adult size jacket.

Check your other equipment to see 
that it is working properly, such as 
boat lights, horns or whistles, flares 
(if required), rearview mirror (if re­
quired). Here is a checklist of other 
items you might want to have on hand 
or be sure that they are in good work-

ing order; spot lights or flashlights, 
paddles, anchors, ropes, batteries, tie 
down straps, bow lines, gas tank, 
gauges, bilge pump, boat plugs, oil 
reservoirs, gas and oil lines, trailer 
registration, lights, and tires.

When you are going out on the 
water, let someone know where you 
are going and when to expect you 
back, even what boat ramp or launch 
place you are going to use. This saves 
time if or when problems occur and 
someone needs to search for you. 
Another thing to check before launch­
ing is the weather report. Each year 
many boaters lose their lives or equip­
ment or need to be rescued or searched 
for because they get caught in a storm 
or high winds. It is not worth risking 
your life for just a few hours of fish­
ing. Not only do you put your life in 
danger when boating in bad weather, 
but you put the lives of your rescuers 
in danger.

Many people do not know that 
they can register their boat right here 
in Brackettville. They can do this at 
the County Tax Assessor - Collectors 
Office on the first floor of the Court­
house. Of course, you can also do it 
by mail through the Parks and Wild­
life office in Austin or in person at 
any Parks and Wildlife office in the 
state. If you have any questions about 
boating, boating safety, or boating 
rules and regulations, contact me or 
call the Parks and Wildlife Office in 
Austin at 1-800-792-1112.

Why do we care? Because of the 

water, air, land, and ultimately life.
All the cities on both sides of the 

: Rio Grande from El Paso to 
Brownsville obtain their drinking 
water from the Rio Grande, the ex­
ceptions being Del Rio and 
Brackettville. Del Rio has the San 
Felipe Springs and Brackettville has 
the Las Moras Springs.

Las Moras, an artesian spring, 
flows from Brackettville and Fort 
Clark to within four miles of the pro­
posed landfill and on the Rio Grande. 
The miles were determined on the 
original 429 acres, not on the pro­
posed total of 8600 acres.

Texas is publicized as the state 
with over one thousand artesian 
springs. Where this water starts or 
springs from is not completely deter­
mined. What is definitely determined 
is they all flow through subterranean 
faults into the Rio Grande.

The proven geological faults at the 
dump site are being completely ig­
nored by Adobe. Do we want to take 
this risk of contamination that will 
effect Eagle Pass all the way to 
Brownsville, both sides of the Rio 
Grande?

The proximity of the Edwards 
Aquifer, a major aquifer, is of con­
cern. Edward’s water was found at 
approximately 1900 feet depth two to 
three miles from the site. The Aus­
tin Chalk, a minor aquifer is also 
below the landfill site.

Several hand dug water wells ex­
ist in Spofford that range from 17 feet 
to 40 feet.

Cutting Grass AT 200 M .P .H
By Dr. Ellen Henke 

John Deere Lawn And Garden Expert

How would you like to mow your 
grass as fast as NASCAR drivers 
round the oval at Daytona? Su^ris- 
ingly enough, you already do - if you 
use a power mower.

The tip of your mower’s cutting 
blade can clock in at speeds of up to 
200 miles per hour. That’s why a 
power mower is a serious cutting tool 
that should be treated with respect. 
And regardless of how long you’ve 
been mowing, it’s important to con­
sciously think about measures you can 
take to ensure your safety.

Safety measures and mowing tech­
niques vary depending on the type of 
mower you have, but there are some 
things that always remain the same. 
Like proper clothing - always wear 
long slacks, sturdy shoes with trac­
tion soles and mcked-in shirttails. 
Walk the lawn before mowing and 
remove any yard debris or toys that 
could be thrown by that speeding cut­
ter blade.

If twigs or other yard debris clog 
your mower’s discharge chute, turn 
off your mower. With a walk-be- 
hind mower, disconnect the spark 
plug wire. This will keep the engine 
from restarting if you accidentally 
turn the blade while examining the 
mowing chamber. Never place your 
hands or feet near the blade; use a

stick or tool to dislodge any clogs. 
Avoid touching hot engine or exhaust 
surfaces.

Mow across slopes with your 
walk-behind mower. That way if you 
slip and fall, the mower will be less 
likely to tumble on top of you. Hills 
too steep to mow safely shouldn’t be 
mowed at all. Add a decorative 
ground cover or plant the area in na­
tive wildflowers. Steer clear, too, 
of embankments and drop-offs. Fill 
with soil and level any low spots or 
depressions that could cause you to 
turn an ankle.

Regardless of the type of terrain 
you negotiate, be sure that children 
and pets are far away from the area 
you are mowing to protect them from 
flying debris. Be particularly care­
ful to check behind you when back­
ing up.

Remember: Even if you move in 
slow motion, your mower’s cutting 
blade is operating at NASCAR speed. 
So, as you and your mower blade 
round the comers, always think about 
safety for yourself and your family.

of agriculmral rangeland.

Kinney County’s primary eco­
nomic base is made of agriculture 
production, tourism, hunting, and a 
pretty stable retirement population. 
We worry about being able to mar­
ket livestock for meat, wool, mohair, 
and breeding in future years as the 
county gains the reputation of being 
in a toxic waste disposal area. We 
have concerns about animals raised 
in the immediate vicinity with the 
possibility of contaminated stock wa­
ter and airborne toxins on grazing.

The food chain cycle is of great 
concern. If wild game and livestock 
become contaminated, the subsequent 
himting and consumption would con­
tribute to human doses.

Kiimey County is in a migration 
path for various species of birds. A 
landfill will draw many fowl, carry 
toxins in their migrating flights, and 
interfere with the FAA privately 
owned landing strip. Laughlin’s aux­
iliary landing field will also be af­
fected.

The 1983 La Paz Agreement, an 
environmental agreement, between 
the US and Mexico protects a sixty 
mile strip on both sides of the bor­
der. Is Adobe in violation of this 
agreement? Our area is selected for 
several reasons, some being high 
minority area, low income area, weak 
political clout, and less educated.

ICA Board Urges 
USDA To 

Complete Packer 
Investigation

AUSTIN - The board of directors 
of the Independent Cattlemen’s As­
sociation of Texas (ICA) is urging the, 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) to complete a comprehen­
sive investigation of packer concen­
tration. The investigation is being 
conducted by a commission organized 
by U.S. Secretary of Agriculture Dan 
Glickman. The panel is due to issue 
its findings in June.

The investigation will focus on the 
fact that three major meat packing 
companies are buying more than 80 
percent of the cattle in the United 
States. Packer profits have risen 
steadily in recent years, while prices 
at the producer level have dropped 
50 percent in. the past two years.

“We are looking for avenues to 
get something done,” said ICA Presi­
dent Jim Selman. “The packers are 
causing prices to be depressed.”

The ICA board voted to make its 
views known to USDA after a pre­
sentation by Cuero ranchers David 
Warzecha and Stayton Weldon.

“As a result of a monopoly by 
packers, prices at the cow-calf pro­
ducer level have dropped drastically 
since the first quarter of 1994,” 
Warzecha said.

At that time, Warzecha said, 
calves were averaging $400 a head. 
In January of this year, the average 
was $213 a head. - ■ > -■'It

“We are asking everyone to write 
their congressman and to urge Sec­
retary of Agriculture Dan Glickman 
to expedite the completion of his in­
vestigation, ” Warzecha said.

Attracting Hummingbirds
Hummingbirds are the smallest 

birds in the world and are a natural 
wonder. Watching hummingbirds in 
and around your yard is enjoyable and 
can be very interesting. TTiere is a 
simple formula for attracting these 
tiny birds to your yard area. A recipe 
of one cup sugar dissolved in four 
cups of boiling water should do the 
job nicely.

Hummingbirds are attracted to the 
color red, but you don’t have to add 
red food coloring to the sugar and 
water nectar mix. Most feeders come 
with artificial red flowers at the feed­
ing sites that will provide plenty of 
red color to attract them. Some feed­
ers are even red-colored themselves.

You need to change the nectar once 
a week and clean the feeder each time 
with very hot water to sterilize it. 
Hummingbirds are territorial and they 
will fight over a feeder, so if you 
observe several trying to feed, it is a 
good idea to put out more than one 
feeder. Most homes in this commu­
nity will be able to attract humming­
birds. They are plentiful. In fact, 
Texas has recorded 16 species of 
hummingbirds, but only about 10 
come here on a regular basis. The 
most common species are the Ruby 
Throat in East Texas and the Black 
Chin in West Texas.

Since hummingbirds are attracted 
to colors and their relation to a nec­
tar source, you can attract the birds 
around your home simply by plant­
ing plants that produce deep reds, 
yellows and oranges. The trumpet 
vine and the firebush are just two 
plants that hummingbirds are attracted 
to because of the flowers they pro­
duce. There are dozens more that 
you can try.

Conditions Right For 
Rose Downy Mildew

If you will' remember several 
weeks ago, I wrote an article describ­
ing symptoms and control for a dis­
ease called rose downy mildew. 
Well, I have been noticing increas­
ing reports about the disease being a 
problem and to make matters worse, 
we are having some ideal conditions 
for it here.

Not too cold and not too hot —

that’s when the conditions are favor­
able for rose downy mildew. This 
fungal disease attacl« rose bushes by 
causing its leaves to drop off. It can 
also cause significant twig and tip die- 
back and can kill the plant if the dis­
ease progresses for any length of 
time. The temperature must be be­
tween 60 degrees and 80 degrees with 
high humidity. You will notice ei­
ther purple angular blotches or circu­
lar brown necrotic rings on the emerg­
ing leaves if you have an infected 
plant.

Fungicides called Pace and AUiette 
are effective, but very hard to find. 
Greenhouse supply companies usually 
have them but they are not commonly 
carried by nurseries. Along with 
treating the infected plant, you also 
need to remove all diseased leaves and 
canes from the area.

Checklist For March
*Now is the time to get those beds 

ready for warm season plants and 
vegetables.

*Beware of close-out sales on 
bare-rooted trees and shrubs. The 
chance of survival is rather low on 
bare-rooted plants this late in the sea­
son.

♦Freeze-damaged Asiatic jasmine 
ground cover should be sheared back 
just as new growth starts to encour­
age new growth from the base.

♦Select and order caladium tubers 
for late April and early May plant­
ing. So do not plant caladiums until 
the soil temperature reaches 70 de­
grees.

♦Remember that many trees and 
shrubs are damaged by careless ap­
plications of weed killers every year. 
Those found in mixtures of fertilizer 
formulations are the cause of much 
of the damage. Weeds in a lawn in­
dicate that the lawn needs better man­
agement because dense healthy turf 
usually crowds out weeds. Always 
read and follow all label directions 
on any product your using in the land­
scape.

In a recent Reverend Townsend 

column he poo-pooed the use of vita­
min supplements. The AM A sings 
the same song. The following is an 
excerpt from an article by Earl 
Mindell, R Ph., Ph.D: “Today an 
estimated 60 million Americans take 
vitamins, minerals and other dietary 
supplements daily. Another 100 mil­
lion use them occassionally. Sales 
have reached about $4 billion annu­
ally and are growing! That’s big 
money. And that’s why it represents 
a big threat to the American pharma­
ceutical industry. They stand to lose 
plenty if the U.S. population contin­
ues to discover these safer, more ef­
fective forms of health alternatives.” 
“Vitamins have a proven safety 
record: the same cannot be said for 
prescription drugs which cause more 
than nine million adverse drug reac­
tions per year among the elderly.”

It is true as Brother Joe contends 
that virtually all the vitamins and nu­
trients we need can be obtained with 
proper diet. The problem lies:

1) In the processing of today’s food 
products, preservatives and refining 
deplete vitam ins, enzymes and 
phytochemicals which are vital

2) In cooking of food by frying, 
baking and boiling many nutrients are 
destroyed. We boil vegetables and 
pour the water down the drain. Bet­
ter we should drink the water and toss 
the vegetables.

3) In that even before we get our 
agri-products they have been grown 
in soil depleted of its minerals by 
overproduction and contaminated 
with fertilizers, pesticides and herbi­
cides. It is virmally impossible to 
buy completely unadulterated, or­
ganic food products.

Our earliest ancestors survived on 
what Nature provided. They ate what 
they could get by hunting, gathering 
or digging, and did not suffer from 
degenerative diseases. When man 
lived closer to the food chain it was 
easier to follow a diet that provided

his needs. As civilization progressed 
from primitive to modem, dietary 
habits deteriorated accordingly.

Doctors Weston A. Price and 
David G. Williams traveled the world 
over to smdy the effects of diet on 
the health of various cultures. They 
found the above to be factual, cul­
tures not exposed to modem diets 
were found to be relatively free of 
dental caries, facial deformities and 
degenerative diseases. Those whose 
diets included refined sugar and flour 
and processed foods were found to 
suffer from tooth decay and degen­
erative diseases such as arthritis, ath­
erosclerosis, mberculosis, and cardio­
vascular problems.

Convenience foods: Highly pro­
cessed, high fat foods are filling, but 
are rarely nutritious and often take 
the place of more health-giving foods. 
Food is composed of carbohydrates, 
proteins, fats, indigestible bulk, wa­
ter, vitamins and various condiments. 
Decreasing the amount of fat is one 
of the best ways to decrease caloric 
intake. For most people a diet with 
less than 30 percent fat is a more 
healthy diet. No more than ten per­
cent of total fat should come from 
samrated fat.

There are supplements available 
in health-food stores wherein 60 cap­
sule bottles contain the nutrients of 
200 potmds of fresh fmits and veg­
etables. The vegetable capsules each 
contain a 500mg blend of broccoli, 
cauliflower, kale, spinach, yellow 
pepper, Bmssels sprouts, odorless 
garlic, celery, parsley, radishes, car­
rots and tomatoes. TTie fruit capsules 
each contain a 1200mg blend of nu­
trients from cantaloupe, grape, or­
ange, grapefmit, plum, apple and 
papaya.

If you are able to get your daily 
requirement of vitamins from fresh 
fmits and vegetables, go for it! Oth­
erwise remember dietary supplements 
are available, and they have no nasty 
side effects.

A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your home by 

lowering its taxable v^ue. If your home is valued at $50,000. and you 
receive a $5,000. homestead exemption, your home will be taxed as if it 
were worth $45,000.

Who qualiiiess for an exemption?
Anyone who owned a home on January 1st (and used it as their pri­

mary residence on that date) is entitled to a $5,000 homestead exemption 
to lower their school taxes this year... and it doesn’t matter if your home 
is a house, condominium or mobile home. (Counties, cities and special 
taxing districts may also offer homestead exemptions.

Are other exemptions available?
If you’re disabled— or if you’re 65 years old or older — you are 

entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your home. 
And if you qualify for the over-65 exemption, you’re also entitled to a 
permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the school property taxes on your home. 
(The ceiling does not apply to county or city property t^ e s , and those 
entities may offer other exemptions.) The over-65 homeowner’s exemp­
tions and school tax ceiling transfers to the surviving spouse, if the spouse 
is 55 years of age or older at the time of death and lives in and owns the 
home.

Do I have to apply each year?
No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 1995, you 

won’t need to reapply for 1996 unless your chief appraiser requires it. 
However, if you haven’t received an exemption on your present home- 
or i f  you’ve moved to a new home— you’ll need to file for an exemption 
for 1996. And if you turned 65 or became disabled during 1995, you 
need to file for the additional exemptions.

When and where should I file?
File applications by April 30 at your appraisal district office. If you

Texans aged 65 or older may post­
pone paying delinquent and current 
property taxes on their homes. They 
inay take advantage of a tax option 
called “over-65 deferral” by signing 
an affidavit at the Kinney County 
Appraisal District office.

This special form of tax relief also 
halts a lawsuit filed to collect delin­
quent property taxes on an older 
Texan’s home, according to Marcus 
Tidwell, chief appraiser of the Kinney 
County Appraisal District. “To Stop 
a delinquent tax suit, “Tidwell said, 
“the over-65 homeowner files the 
deferral affidavit with the court in 
which the suit is pending.”

“If the affidavit is on file, an older 
homeowner cannot lose a homestead 
because of delinquent taxes, ” Tidwell 
said.

Once a homeowner files an over- 
65 tax deferral affidavit with the ap­
praisal district, no taxing unit can start 
or continue a lawsuit for delinquent 
taxes as long as that person owns and 
lives in that home.

Tidwell stressed that tax deferral 
for the elderly only postpones paying

delinquent taxes on the home: it does 
not cancel them. During the deferral 
time, taxes and interest of eight per­
cent per year continue to add up he 
said. “When the elderly taxpayer no 
longer owns and lives in the home, 
the taxes become due. If the taxes 
are not paid, taxing units can then sue 
to collect all the deferred taxes and 
interest. ”

There is no penalty on the delin­
quent taxes during the deferral time. 
However, filing the deferral affida­
vit will not forgive penalties that were 
already due. Also, if the taxes re­
main delinquent more than 90 days 
after the deferral ends, a taxing unit 
may charge an added penalty if the 
account goes to a delinquent tax at­
torney.

Tax deferral forms are available 
at the appraisal district office. “The 
homeowner should fill out the form 
and have the signature wimessed by 
a notary public,” Tidwell said. For 
more information, taxpayers may 
contact the Kinney County Appraisal 
D istrict, P .O .

A t Fort Clark, on January 1,1883, 
L t French began diaries which he 
faithfully maintained for the next 
thirty years.
Murch IS84: Finally back .at Fort Clark 
after tw o m onths in the field  commanding 
the Seminole Scouts, L t French settles 
in to his daily routine. H e -walks each 
morning with another officer who teaches 
him the "secret work o f  M asonry." A th­
letic pursuits o f  baseball, lawn tennis, and 
billiards dominate the days while card 
games and dances occupy the nights. H is 
activities are a far cry from  the boredom  
m ost historians would have us believe -was 
the lo t o f  the frontier army. H e persists 
in doing what he can to  help the scout's 
receive fair treatment. While on guard 
duty he has an incident with a soldier be­
ing insubordinate and Seminole Scout 
Carolina July also causes French to  deal 
with discipline problem s. The p o st veteri­
nary surgeon dies from a morphine over­
dose and officers squabble and spread ru­
m ors about each other.

Wednesday. March 19 1884

Took the usual walk this morning. 
After breakfast marched on guard 
relieving Hammond with Col. 
Towle as Officer of the Day. Spent 
the day at the Guard House read­
ing Woolsey's "Socialism and 
Communism". Wrote usual letter 
home and also wrote to Hen^. 
Did not go out to stables. Carolina 
July is making trouble again; was

absent from fatigue this morning. 
Reported all to the General after 
dinner and was advised to prefer 
charges. The Officer of the Day 
inspected about 11 P.M. and sat in 
the guard room a while telling me 
of the trouble he had with Vernon 
today. The latter is circulating a 
report that he went into Towle's 
house, knocked him down and 
pulled his beard. Towle says this 
is a lie. Think he does not intend 
to let the matter rest here but will 
punish Vernon in some way. A 
letter from George came today.

Thursday. March 20 1884

Was relieved by Cunningham. 
Then had haircut. Afterwards ex­
amined two sergeants in reference 
to charges against July, and then 
played lawn tennis. In evening 
took clothing rolls and book out to 
be signed. Called at Dr. Heger's 
afterwards with Shunk, accepting 
an invitation to play whist tomor­
row night. Then went to Vernon's 
where Mrs. V. and I played whist 
against V. & Shunk and were 
beaten. Judge Paschal of Circuit 
Court in session in Brackettville, 
called at Vernon's. Found him 
quite a pleasant gentleman. Had 
lunch. Returned about midnight. 
Practiced vocal lesson today.

Friday. M arch 21 1884

Took usual walk this morning. Af­
ter breakfast had July confined & 
preferred charges against him. 
Then played lawn tennis with Mrs. 
Lyster, Miss Kauffman & Hewitt. 
Afterwards played billiards with 
Hewitt and Weeks. Practiced vo­
cal lesson and wrote to Capt. Si- 
monds. Did not go out to stables 
this evening, but played tennis with 
same party as this morning. After

dark called with Shunk at. Gen. 
Smith's and then played cards at 
Dr. Heger's. Mrs. Hall & Capt. 
Boyd against Mrs. Thomas & 
Shunk made one table, while Capt. 
Hall & Mrs. Heger played against 
Dr. H. & myself. He is an excel­
lent player, and we won six games 
to three. Would like to play of- 
tener with him as I am becoming 
very rusty. Had lunch and then 
watched others play for a while. 
Came home about midnight, feel­
ing tired from the tennis. This is 
doing me a great deal of good. 
My stomach has not bothered me 
since commencing this exercise. 
A letter and bundle of papers came 
today from home.

Saturday March 22 1884

Overslept myself this morning; 
did not walk as usual. After break­
fast Hewitt and Hammond played 
tennis against Guard & self until 
afternoon. Enjoyed the games 
very much. The exercise is doing 
me a great deal of good. We beat 
them but had hard work. Went to 
the store to read the papers and 
then practiced vocal lesson and 
wrote to Miss Smart and to Second 
Auditor for pay due John Thomp­
son's widow and children. Com­
menced to rain at dinner time; did 
not go out to stables. Spent the 
evening playing whist, Capt. 
Vance & Mrs. Hall against Hewitt 
& me, we beating.

Sunday. March 23 1884

Took usual walk this morning. Af­
ter inspection played violin duets 
with Shunk until noon. Hammond 
accompanied us part of the time on 
the guitar. Weeks was in to listen. 
In the afternoon was interrupted 
while writing home by calls from

Remington, Feche't & Hewitt. 
Completed the letter after return­
ing from Seminole Camp. Ecker- 
son, Cunningham & Hammond 
were here for a while after dinner. 
Cunningham & Vance dined with 
us today. Went to chapel in the 
evening, escorting Mrs. Heger 
home. Then called at Col. Lys- 
ter's, Vance's Jr. and Hewitt's. 
Commenced a letter to Mr. Nason 
today to withdraw from the pig 
ranch. Want to use the money to 
pay Father for that land so that 
they can have the house altered.

Monday. M arch 24 1884

Very close and sultry this morn­
ing. Took a walk as usual. At­
tended the trial of Carolina July 
this morning but was not called to 
testify. Think he will be found 
guilty as the testimony plainly 
proves it. Afterwards Guard & 1 
beat Hewitt & Hammond at tennis, 
but it was too hot to play long. 
Hewitt & I wore blue shirts to play 
in. Practiced vocal lesson and fin­
ished letter to Nason and wrote to 
Capt. Simonds before diimer. 
Went out to stables as usual return­
ing in time to witness parade a 
while. In the evening called with 
Shunk at Capt. Feche't's, Maj. 
Witherell's, and Col. Bernard's. 
After tattoo went to the store with 
Geary and played billiards until 
midnight.

When Spring Showers 
Won’t Fall...

John Deere Lawn And Garden Expert

Rain, rain, go away. Come again blades left wet overnight are suscep­
tible to disease and fungus.

Even if you monitor the amount 
of water your lawn receives, watch 
your lawn for signs of thirst. Sandy 
soils need more water while rich or­
ganic soils generally need less. 
Evaporation, heat, length of grass 
blade, shade and wind all affect your 
lawn’s watering needs.

If your grass blades begin to curl 
or turn bluish-green, your lawn needs 
to be watered. Another sign that it’s 
time to water is when you walk across 
the lawn and can look back and see 
your footprints.

If you’re having a long dry spell, 
either water regularly or don’t water 
at all. If you don’t water, your lawn 
will go dormant - you can bring ¡t 
back to life when the drought is over. 
If you decide to water, be sure you 
water regularly and deeply. The 
worst thing you can do is tease your 
lawn with little bits of water now and 
then.

If you live in an area where water 
conservation is requested or enforced 
during a drought, you simply have to 
do the best you can and hope your 
lawn survives the stress. Be respon­
sible. Water only when you’re lawn 
needs it, and follow water regulations 
in your area.

some other day.” This little rhyme 
may be great for kids who want to 
play outside, but it’s not so great for 
your lawn. It’s much more likely that 
you’ll be singing, “Rain, Rain, please 
remain. My water bill’s too high 
again!”

If Mother Nature doesn’t provide 
enough moisture for your lawn, you 
should help. Grass plants have to take 
in almost all of their nutrients dis­
solved in water. Without enough 
water in the soil, a lawn can’t get the 
nutrients it needs for food production, 
growth, strength and reproduction - 
making it susceptible to disease and 
insects. The soil is generally moist 
enough in early spring and doesn’t 
need water. Toward the end of spring 
and throughout the summer, the sun’s 
searing heat will dry out your lawn 
unless you give it regular attention.

Your lawn needs at least one inch 
of water a week. Use a rain gauge to 
monitor rainfall. Use sprinklers to 
supplement the amount of rain your 
lawn receives - placing sprinklers 
evenly around your yard. It’s also a 

' good idea to measure the amount of 
time it takes for your lawn to receive 
the needed amount of water by plac­
ing plastic containers around the lawn 
with a one-inch mark. If you do this 
once, you’ll know how long to water 
every time.

When you water, water deeply. If 
possible, water in the morning. Grass

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers to pay prop­
erty taxes based upon the “production value” of their land rather than 
on its market value. This “productivity appraisal” means qualified 
land is taxed based on its ability to produce crops, livestock or timber 
- not on its value on the real estate market. And it can mean substantial 
property tax savings.

When is the application deadline?
If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you are a new 

owner, you must apply to your local appraisal district by April 30 to 
take advantage of this benefit on your 1996 property taxes. You may 
get up to 60 extra days if you have a good reason and ask for it by April 
30. If you miss this deadline, you may still be able to apply, but you 
will pay a penalty. Check with your appraisal district office.

Do you need to reapply annually?
If your land already receives agricultural or timber productivity ap­

praisal, you normally don’t need to reapply unless the chief appraiser 
requires you to do so. If a new application is required, the appraisal 
district will notify you by mail.
