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Pit bull attacks woman 
in school parking lot

Elizabeth Falcon, a substi­
tute teacher at Jones E lem en­
tary, was bitten by a pit bull dog 
as she unloaded the trunk of her 
car in the school parking lot on 
M arch 1.

The incident was im m edi­
a te ly  rep o rted  to  the K inney 
C o u n ty  S h e r i f f ’s O ffic e  by 
school Principal A lma Gutierrez 
a t 7:50 a.m .

Kinney County Deputy Karl 
C h ism  fo u n d  F a lc o n  in  the 
principal’s office where he ob­
served  F alcon  w earing  capri 
pants, but suffering from a dog

bite  to the back o f  her r igh t 
thigh and calf.

Falcon explained she did not 
know the dog was in  the park­
ing lot and the attack was un­
provoked.

“I was taking stuff out o f my 
trunk and the next thing I know 
- I ’m screaming and kicking,” 
said Falcon on Friday, after the 
surprise attack.

Falcon was medically treated 
in Del Rio.

Starting this year, Daylight 
Saving Time has been changed 
from  its trad itio n a l ca len d ar 
dates to a start three weeks ear­
lier — Sunday, M arch 11 — and 
a finish one week later-Sunday, 
N ovem ber 4. D aylight Saving 
Tim e is practiced  in o rder to 
gain an extra hour o f  daylight 
during the early evening, result­
ing in the conservation o f en­
ergy by substituting natural sun­
light for electrical lighting.

According to The Old Farmer’s 
Almanac, Daylight Saving Time 
first began in 1918 during World

R enken o rdered  a halt to all 
outdoor, extracurricular activi­
ties until the dog was found and 
positively identified.

D eputy C hism  located the 
dog at 507 North F ort Street and 
the dog’s owner Adrian M uraira 
reported the dog had not been 
vaccinated.

The City o f  Brackettville was 
contacted and its employees, led 
by Mayor Eduardo Esparza, took 
immediate possession o f the dog.

The dog, now in custody at 
the C ity ’s anim al facility  on 
Hwy. 90, must be quarantined 
for 14 days. The dog will have 
to be vaccinated, at the ow ner’s 
expense, before it can be re ­
leased.

C ity H all repo rts  M uraira  
has con tac ted  C ity  H all and 
wants his dog back, if  it does 
not show any sign o f  rabies.

“I want the citizens o f Brack­
ettville to know the City is in­
tensifying its efforts to pick up 
stray and loose canines. I feel 
for the animals, but the owners 
have to start being m ore respon­
sible. W hat if  that pit bull had 
attacked a child at the school?” 
asked M ayor Esparza.

According to Chism, this in­
cident was only the first o f three 
dog complaints KCSO received 
in a 24-hour period.

A second dog-related com ­
plaint was lodged after a large 
dog was chasing a woman at the 
County Courthouse. The dog, 
ow ned  by A lb ert G arc ia , o f  
Brackettville, frightened several 
people until Garcia was able to 
call the dog down and leave the 
area. N o injuries were reported.

On M arch 2, Jennifer Swarm, 
reported that a large, black dog 
attacked her as she was getting 
out o f  her car. The dog belonged 
to her neighbor Jennifer G arri­
son on F irs t S treet in  B rack­
ettv ille . C hism  stated Swarm

feared the dog was trying to get 
her small child. Swarm sustained 
only m inor scratches to her right 
arm.

The residents o f Fort Clark 
Springs (FCS) have also shared 
in the recen t increase o f  dog 
com plaints.

On Jan. 26, W ayne Delcour 
o f 87 W ainwright, FCS, was do­
ing laundry in an attached laun­
dry room when his neighbor’s pit 
bull dog charged at him. Delcour 
reported the dog made three at­
tempts at his legs, but was able 
to fight the dog off with a piece 
of scrap lumber.

The pit bull eventually re ­
turned to his yard and Delcour 
rep o rte d  th e  in c id en t to  the 
KCSO and to FCS Security.

Delcour stated he has spoken 
w ith  re s id e n ts  o f  the hom e 
owned by Veronica Estrada, but 
is, “ still very apprehensive and 
uncom fortab le about the dog 
being in the neighborhood.”

T ex as  H ea lth  an d  S afety  
Code reads: C H A PTER  822. 
REGULATION OF ANIMALS. 
SUBCHAPTER A. DOGS THAT 
ARE A DANGER TO PERSONS 
§ 822.041. DEFINITIONS. In 
this subchapter: (1) “Animal 
control authority ” means a mu­
nicipal or county animal con­
trol office with authority over 
the area where the dog is kept 
or a county sheriff in an area 
with no animal control office. 
(2) “Dangerous dog” means a 
dog that (A) makes an unpro­
voked attack on a person that 
causes bodily injury and occurs 
in a place other than an enclo­
sure in which the dog was be­
ing kept and that was reason­
ably certain to prevent the dog 
from leaving the enclosure on 
its own.

W ar I to allow for more evening 
light and save fuel for the war ef­
fort. Since then, Daylight Saving 
Time has been used on and off, 
with different start and end dates.

Benjamin Franklin first sug­
gested the idea in 1784. It was 
later revived in 1907, when Wil­
liam Willett proposed a similar 
system in the pamphlet The Waste 
o f Daylight. The Germans were 
the first to officially adopt the 
light-extending system in 1915, 
followed by the British, and hi 
1918 the United States, when 
C ongress passed the Standard 
Tim e Act, establishing our time 
zones.

As you ’re probably aware, 
the traditional pension plan has 
not fared so well in recent years. 
In fact, many large companies 
have  fro zen  o r  d iscon tinued  
th e ir  p lans. C ongress  passed 
laws last year to strengthen pen­
sions, but some other provisions 
o f  this legislation may interest 
you even i f  you d o n ’t have a 
pension - especially if you may 
be com ing into an inheritance 
that includes a 401 (k).

And a 401(k) can be a siz­
able bequest. By the time many 
people re tire , their 401(k) or 
o ther em ployer-sponsored re ­
tirem ent plan - such as a 403(b) 
or 457(b) - may be their biggest 
single financial asset. Even if  
they died before depleting the 
funds in their 401(k) o r other 
p lan , they m ight still have a 
large chunk o f  money to pass on. 
It’s never been much o f  a prob­
lem to leave this money to a 
spouse, who could roll the funds 
into an IRA. Once the money 
was in this IRA, the surviving 
spouse could continue enjoying 
the b e n e f its  o f  ta x -d e fe rred  
growth.

However, non-spouse benefi­
ciaries - such as children, grand­
children, siblings and domestic 
p a r tn e rs  - d id  no t have th is 
luxury. When these beneficiaries 
inherited a 401(k) o r other re­
tirement plan, they were gener­
ally  forced  to  take the entire 
balance within five years o f  the 
accoun t o w n e r’s death  - and 
som e p lans req u ired  them to 
take the payout as a lump sum 
within one year. These acceler­
ated paym ents w ere likely to 
create what is euphemistically 
called a “taxable event. ” In plain 
English, this means that if you 
were a non-spouse beneficiary, 
you were likely to take a big tax 
hit after you inherited the 401(k) 
or other retirement plan.

Now, however, things have 
changed, thanks to the new pen­
sion laws. Effective Jan. 1 o f this 
year, if  you are a non-spouse 
beneficiary, you can transfer an 
inherited 401(k) or other retire­
ment plan into an IRA. And that 
means you can “stretch out” dis­
tributions and taxes over your 
l if e t im e , ra th e r  th a n  b e in g  
forced to take withdrawals im­
mediately or over a period o f  a 
few years.

I used to think that bird-watchers were 
older people walking around in ugly 

shorts, black socks, sandals and big- 
brimmed hats.

Then I started to get interested in 
birds and I began to appreciate my fel­
low birders (that's what bird-watchers 
are called).

Hard to believe, huh? Me, liking to 
watch birds?

I spend so much time in the outdoors 
that I have developed a real interest in 
watching birds, learning about the dif­
ferent species and teaming about their 
behavior and what it means.

That's pretty neat, because there are 
300 varieties of hummingbirds in the 
world, but only 16 species are in North 
America.

Bird-watching —  it’s a great activity for 
everyone, regardless of age.

What I really like about bird- 
watching is that you don’t need 
much equipment: Just a good 
pair of binoculars and a book 
about birds called a bird guide.
I can carry those with me wher­
ever I go —  along a river, in a 
park or climbing a mountain.

Serious birders keep a bird­
watching diary in which they 
write down details of when and 
where they see a bird for the first time.

I was lucky enough to go to Costa 
Rica one time and saw more than 20 
different varieties of hummingbirds at 
one feeding station!
