Two Kinney County Detention 
Center employees were involved 
in a fatal car accident on Decem­
ber 26.

A 911 caller reported a head on 
collision on Highway 90, near the 
main gate of the Foyt Ranch, at

6:24 p.m.
James D. Saenz, 30, of Del Rio, 

died from injuries he sustained 
after his car collided with a pickup 
Monday evening.

Saenz, a sergeant at the Kinney 
County Detention Center, was 
traveling east towards Brack- 
ettville in a 2006 Pontiac sedan.

Preliminary information re­
leased by the Kinney County

Sheriff’s Office states Saenz was 
passing a vehicle, lost control of 
his car and collided with Ramon 
Saul Palomo, 48, the driver of a 
black Toyota pickup.

Saenz was pronounced dead 
at the scene at 7:19 p.m. by Kinney 
County Justice of the Peace Narce 
Villarreal.

Palomo, of Del Rio, was trans­
ported to Val Verde Regional

Medical Center in Del Rio for treat­
ment of his injuries.

Pamela Villarreal, 29, ofDel Rio, 
was a passenger in the white se­
dan.

Villarreal was air lifted to a San 
Antonio hospital. At press time, 
Villarreal was said to be still hos­
pitalized. Villarreal is also an em­
ployee at the detention center.

Kinney County Detention

Center Assistant Warden John 
Bealefeld said the flag at the cen­
ter was at half mast in honor of 
Saenz.

“He was a cherished individual 
and a veiy well liked young man,” 
said Bealefeld. “This is a loss to 
the organization and he will be 
missed.”

Saenz had been employed at 
the center for nearly three years.

Time for New Year’s Financial Resolutions

What types of resolutions 
might you consider?

•Contribute more to your re­
tirement accounts.

Many of the factors 
that cause jumps or declines are 
not that relevant to long-term 
results — and as an investor, you 
want to focus on the long term.

•Be aware of different types of 
risk. For many investors, “in­
vestment risk” strictly means the 
possibility of losing principal 
when the value of an investment 
drops.

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State o f  Texas Assessm ents o f  Academ ic Readiness STAAR
Submitted by BISD

1. What is STAAR?
The State of Texas Assess­

ments of Academic Readiness, or 
STAAR, will replace the Texas 
Assessment of Knowledge and 
Skills (TAKS) program begin­
ning in spring 2012. The 
STAAR program at grades 3-8 
will assess the same grades and 
subjects as are assessed on 
TAKS. For high school, general 
subject-area TAKS tests will be 
replaced with twelve STAAR 
end-of-course (EOC) assess­
ments.

2. Why is there a new assess­
ment program for Texas stu­
dents?

The Texas Education Agency 
(TEA), in collaboration with the

Texas Higher Education Coor­
dinating Board (THECB) and 
Texas educators, is developing 
a new assessment system in re­
sponse to requirements set forth 
by the 80th and 81st Texas leg­
islatures. This new system will 
focus on increasing 
postsecondary readiness of 
graduating high school students 
and helping to ensure that Texas 
students are competitive with 
other students both nationally 
and internationally.

3. In what grades, subjects, 
and courses will students be as­
sessed under the new STAAR 
program?

At grades 3-8, students will 
be tested in mathematics and 
reading. Students will also be

tested in writing at grades 4 and 
7, science at grades 5 and 8, and 
social studies at grade 8. 
STAAR EOC assessments will be 
available for Algebra I, geom­
etry, Algebra II, biology, chem­
istry, physics, English I, English 
II, English III, world geography, 
world history, and U.S. history.

4. In general, how will the 
STAAR assessment program be 
different from the TAKS assess­
ment program?

The most significant changes 
to the assessment program in­
clude

•  increasing the rigor of 
both the assessments and the per­
formance standards for all 
grades, subjects, and courses;

•  changing high school as­
sessments from grade-based to 
course-based assessments;

•establishing postsecondary- 
readiness performance standards 
for Algebra II and English III; 
and

•using empirical validation 
studies as part .of the standard- 
setting process to ensure that 
perform ance standards are 
linked from grade to grade and 
are also linked to external evi­
dence of postsecondary readi­
ness.

5. What are the most sig­
nificant differences between the 
STAAR assessments and the 
TAKS assessments?

•The rigor of items has been 
increased by assessing skills at 
a greater depth and level of cog­
nitive complexity. In this way 
the tests will be better able to 
measure a greater range of stu­
dent achievement and establish 
stronger links to postsecondary 
readiness.

•  The total number of test 
items for the STAAR assess­

ments has been increased for most 
grades, subjects, and courses.

•  A four-hour time limit has 
been established for STAAR as­
sessments, as opposed to TAKS, 
which was untimed.

•  STAAR assessm ents in 
mathematics and reading will be 
linked from grade to grade as 
well as to postsecondary-readi­
ness standards for the Algebra II 
and English III assessments.

•  STAAR assessments have 
been designed to focus on .readi­
ness. standards, which are de­
fined as those Texas Essential 
Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) 
student expectations that are not 
only essential for success in the 
current grade or course but also 
important for preparedness in the 
next grade or course. By focus­
ing on the student expectations 
that are most critical to assess, 
STAAR will better measure the 
academic performance of students 
as they progress from elementary 
to middle school to high school.

•  STAAR EOC assessments 
will differ from the current TAKS 
high school assessments in that 
each STAAR EOC assessment 
will cover only the content from 
a particular course (e.g., Alge­
bra I will assess only Algebra I 
content) rather than content from 
multiple courses (e.g., Algebra I 
and grade 8 mathematics were as­
sessed on the TAKS grade 9 math­
ematics tests).

•  STAAR writing assessments 
at grades 4 and 7 will be ex­
tended to two days.

•  STAAR EOC assessments 
for English I, II, and III will be 
administered over two days, 
with the writing component on 
day one and the reading compo­
nent on day two.

STAAR English I, II, and III will 
require students to write two 
essays addressing different pur­
poses for writing rather than one 
longer personal essay, which 
TAKS required.

•  In reading assessments for 
STAAR, greater emphasis will be 
given to critical analysis rather 
than literal understanding. The 
test designs for English I, II, and 
III will allow for the reading and 
writing components to be 
equated and scaled separately so 
that reading and writing scores 
can be reported separately. This 
means that a student will need 
to retake only the portion of the 
STAAR English I, II, or III as­
sessment (reading or writing) 
that he or she did not pass.

•  Most STAAR mathematics 
and science assessments will have 
an increased number of open- 
ended (griddable) items to allow 
students the opportunity to de­
rive an answer independently 
without being influencled'tfy the 
answer choices provided with the 
questions.

•  STAAR grade 3 assessments 
will have separate answer docu­
ments instead of scorable test 
booklets.

7. What is the timeline for 
establishing student perfor­
mance standards for the 
STAAR program?

The timeline for standard­
setting activities will differ for 
STAAR 3-8 and STAAR EOC 
because of the timing of avail­
able assessment data and differ­
ent legislative requirements. For 
STAAR EOC, operational as­
sessment data are available from 
the spring 2011 administrations. 
Therefore, Texas Education 
Agency Student Assessment Di­
vision August 2011 performance 
standards will be set in Febru­
ary 2012, prior to the spring 
administrations. However, op­
erational assessment data for 
STAAR 3-8 will not be avail­
able until after the spring 2012 
administrations; for this reason 
performance standards will be 
set in October 2012.

Legislation requires a system 
of performance standards that 
are linked from grade to grade 
starting with postsecondary- 
readiness performance standards 
down through grade 3. There­
fore, STAAR EOC performance 
standards must be established 
before standards for STAAR 3- 
8 can be set. Additionally, dis­
tricts must be provided with test 
scores on STAAR EOC assess­
ments so that they can be used 
as 15% of the students’ final 
course grades for the 2011-2012 
school year.

Texas State Parks Announce $4.6 million Appeal for Help:
Record heat, drought, wildfires spark call for park visits, donations

AUSTIN -  The Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department today 
hosted 11 news conferences at 
different locations across the 
state, appealing to the public to 
visit state parks and make dona­
tions to help offset a revenue loss 
caused by heat, drought, wild­
fires and a resulting drop in park 
visitor revenue.

“A ‘triple whammy’ of record 
heat and drought, devastating 
wildfires and a corresponding 
decline in visitation and revenue 
has created a critical need for 
Texas State Parks,” said Carter 
Smith, TPWD executive direc­
tor. “So, we are reaching out for 
help.”

TPWD held news conferences 
at the following state parks or 
other locations in cities across 
Texas: McKinney Falls/Austin, 
Government Canyon/San Anto­
nio, Sheldon Lake/Houston, 
Cedar Hill/Dallas-Fort Worth, 
Abilene SP/Abilene, Amarillo 
Convention and Visitors Coun­
cil office/Amarillo, Mustang Is- 
land/Corpus Christi, State Parks

Office/El Paso, Estero Llano 
Grande/Rio Grande Valley, 
Tyler SP/Tyler, and Mother 
Neff/Waco.

Visitor fees fund about half 
the $69 million operating bud­
get for the state park system, 
subject to legislative appropria­
tions. For many years, there’s 
been a steady upward trend, with 
more people visiting parks gen­
erating more revenue to oper­
ate them—until this year.

Through the summer and into 
early fall, traditionally a busy 
time for parks, many Texans 
stayed home because of the dry 
heat. Shriveling lakes and riv­
ers disrupted swimming, fishing 
and boating, and bum bans pre­
vented campfires. Also, three 
popular state parks—Bastrop, 
Davis Mountains and Possum 
Kingdom—suffered major wild­
fire damage and produced no 
revenue for weeks, though all 
are now back open to varying 
degrees.

As a result, in August state 
park system revenue declined 25 
percent compared to the same 
month last year. So far this fall

revenue is down 11 p ercen t- 
improving, but still not close to 
what park leaders say is needed.

“The bottom line is we have 
a $4.6 million gap in our 2012 
park system operating budget,” 
Smith said. “This is the amount 
we need to raise to help keep 
state parks open. We want to 
alert people now while there is 
still time to help.”

TPWD is rolling out a multi­
faceted awareness campaign 
stressing three calls to action:

•One, go to
www. tpwd. state. tx.us/helpparks 
to make a tax-deductible, year- 
end donation.

• Two, starting Jan. 1, make 
a donation when you renew your 
motor vehicle registration.

• And, most important, be­
cause visitor fees pay for about 
half of park system operating 
costs, visit state parks.

“Cooler weather makes fall 
and winter a fine time to visit 
state parks, which are great 
places for holiday outings and 
gatherings,” said Brent Leisure, 
TPWD state parks director. 
“Also, recent rains are allowing 
many of our parks to lift bum 
bans. That’s making campfires 
possible once again, an impor­
tant tradition for many park visi­
tors.”

Leisure said state parks are 
important for many reasons. 
They protect unique places and 
provide settings for healthy out­
door recreation and family fun 
for millions of people.

State parks are also economic 
engines for nature tourism. In a 
2008 study, the Texas Comptrol­
ler found state parks draw out­
side tourists into host counties, 
generating millions in annual re­
tail sales and local resident in­
come.

The Texas State Parks oper­
ating budget is based on legis­
lative appropriations, but relies 
on revenue generated by visitor 
fees. This year, an additional $3 
million in revenue was pro­

jected.
Also, the legislature passed a 

new option that allows people 
to make a donation when they 
renew their motor vehicle reg­
istration, estimating that would 
raise at least $1.6 million per 
year. Starting Jan. 1 drivers can 
donate $5 or more when renew­
ing their registration by mail, at 
the county tax office or online 
in counties offering online pay­
ment.

“The state park system 2012 
budget was set anticipating those 
two items would raise a total of 
$4.6 million,” Smith said. “But 
the money is not there because 
park visitation and revenue are 
down markedly due to drought 
and wildfires, and the vehicle 
registration donation program is 
just getting underway for renew­
als due in January.”

The department is also pro­
viding video, radio, web and 
social media resources for the 
media and public, all emphasiz­
ing the same three calls to ac­
tion.

Many state parks offer re­
duced camping fees during “off- 
peak” fall and winter months, es­
pecially for longer stays. Many 
parks have lifted burn bans— 
check online for the latest infor­
mation. And dozens of state 
parks are hosting special holi­
day events in December. See 
http: //www. tp wd. state. tx. us/cal- 
endar/holidays for dates, loca­
tions and descriptions.
