WEEKLY COTTON CROP REPORT.

Deterioration Has Occurred- .
Cotton Opening Fast.

Washington, Sept.
Further deterioration in cotton
is very generally reported
throughout the cotton belt.
Shedding and rust are exten-
sive and quite general. Com-
plaints of premature opening
are received from the central
and eastern districts

‘In the central and eastern
portions of the cotton area in
Texas the cotton is opening
fast, and in all districts picking
is progressing rapidly.

Texas—All parts of the cot-
ton belt of the state except the
south and southwest are suf-
fering from continued dry
weéather. This condition is
most aggravated in the north
and west, where the drougth
has been Jlong continued.

Much shedding has taken
place. Boll weevils continue
to destroy nearly all the new
torms in the southwestern,
central and eastern parts. Boll
worms are generally not do-
ing much damage, but leaf
worms are reported very de-
structive in' Fannin, Van Zandt
and Ellis counties, where they
are taking most of the late
crop. Sume complaint of rust

comes from the northern
counties bordering on Louis-
lana. ;

The condition of the cotton
crop in the area affected by
the boll weevil remains practi-
cally the same, and the yield
will be greatly below the aver-
age. Thecrop has deteriorat-
ed in the western and north-
ern portions, and the yield in
those sections now promises
to be considerably below the
average. The bolls are open-
ing fast, and with generally fa-
vorable weather rapid pro-
gress can be made in pick-
ing.

it 4 . PROHIBITION

. I ELECTION.

Whereas on the fourteenth day
of September 1903, the Commis-
sioner's court of Nacogdoches
county passed the [ollowing or-
der to wit:

*Nacogdoches, Texas,
Sept. 14, 1903.

This day the court met in spe-
ci1al session, all members being
present, and proceeded to open
the polls, and count the votes of
an election held throughout Nac-
ogdoches county Texas, on the
3rd day of September 1903, for
the purpose of determining
whether or not the sale of intox-
icating liquors should be prohib-
ited in said county, and it ap-
pearing to the court that said
election was held in conformity
to the laws of the state of Texas,
and. thé court having counted the
votes, find that seventeen hun-
dred and thirty six votes were
cast ‘‘For Prohibition,” and that

seven hundred and ninety five
votes weretast ‘‘Againt Prohibi-
tion,” and that a majority of the
votes are “‘For Prohibition;” it 1s
therefore declared by thé court
and so ordered that the sale of
intoxicating liquors is absolutely
prohibited in said Nacogdoches
county, except tor the purposes,
' and under the regulations speci-
fied in the laws' of the State of
Texas, until such time as the
nalified voters of said county of
acogdoches, may at a legal
election held for that purpose by
a majority vote decide otherwise.”
Therefore I, Robert Berger,
County Judge of Nacogdoches
county, Texas, do hereby certity
that the foregoing is a true and
correct copy of said order passed
by the Commissioner’s court, as
a¥oresaid and that after the pub-
lication of the same for four suc-
ive weeks, in the Nacogdo-
/chep Sentinel, a weekly newspa-
pe blished in Nacogdoches
coutity, said order shall then be
in full force aad effect.

Per-
emptory orders came from the
Department of Justice at
Washington to discontinue the
prosecutions, and when the
federal judge at San Juan un-
dertook to appoint a special
prosecutor to take charge of
the cases he too was warned
off and told 1t would be better
for his official scalp not to get
too busy. The whole affair
was dropped. But things
seem to be different over in
our Philippine possessicns.
At least, the cable brings the
intelligence that Capt. Harry

and sentenced to pay a fine of
$500 for smuggling, though
the articles smuggled were ad-
dressed to ‘‘prominent military
officials and their families,
resident at Manila. There
was no hulabaloo at Washing-
ton.

co Expert of the United Sta-|

tes Department ot Agriculture,
today announces that he has
resigned his position with the
Government and has retired
to private life, his purpose be-
dng to engage in the culture
