Two Men Aitnssfnsted Near Over- 
ton, Rusk County.

Kusk County Nevw.
Saturday night at an early 

hour Arthur Gray and his son 
John, living in the Red Level 
community, .t lew miles north 
ol Overton, were shot from 
ambush and instantly killed. 
Sunday morning in respon.se 
to a phone message Sheriff 
Hale, Deputy R<v».son, Con 
stable Standard and County 
.Attorney butch went to the 
scene ol the killing, where, 
soon afterward they arrested 
John Yancey, a white man. and 
Wash and Lewis jenkins, ne­
groes. According to »he best 
nlormatiun the reporter has 
been able to gather, the facts 
in connection with the homi­
cide extend over a period ol 
some SIX or seven months. 
It seems, early in Febnirar^, 
two of Gray's sons had a dit- 
Acuity with the Jenkins iie- 
grot'S Later on (iray rr- 
ported the Jenkins for failure 
to answer summons to worx the 
road. in retaliation the |en- 
kins’ gave inlormatidn against 
the Gray boys ‘ on a pistol 
charge. Vancye’s connec­
tion was biought about by his 
taking part of the negroes. 
I bis led to hard leelings be­

tween Gray and Yancey. Sat 
urday evening ih’ey met near 
Wash lenkins’ house Abus­
ive language was ^lassed be­
tween them, but a difficulty 
wd.s prevented by the interfer- 
rence of outside parties, they 
leaving each other with the 
understanding they would 
meet again and - settle their 
differences. .Shortly after 
this they met at Wash Jen 
kins’ house where the quarrel 
was renewed. In the mean­
time Yancey had armed him- 
sell with a shot gun. Gray lie- 
ing unarmed, it was agreed 
between them to meet again, 
naminp the place on the rail- 
read nearby, and shoot it out, 
giving Gray time enought to 
go home and arm himself. 
With this understanding Gray 
went home, while Yancey in­
stead ot going to the place ap­
pointed, after Gray had left, 
went in the direction of his 
home. .After arming himseli 
Gray went back to the place 
appointed, and was heard call­
ing to Yancey. Failing to find 
Yancey and getting no res- 
ponce to his calls, O a y  re- 
turnd to the negro house and 
was talking to Jenkins when 
his son, John Gray, rode up 
and joined him. This was be­
tween eight and nine o’clock. 
From here Gray and his son 
left in the direction ol Yancey’s 
house, the negro following 
close by.

VBW FBRTILIZER DISCOVERED

Large Deposits of Green Sand 
Marl in tl)i'  ̂County.

A  display of a number ul 
large dark green lumps of ap­
parently mineralized substance 
in front ol the office oi the 
Nacogdoches Land Company 
this morning attracted the ■ at­
tention ot all passerf, and in­
quiry from M r.Xindsey as to 
the nature ol tfie substance 
brought out some interesting 
intormatum. The' lumps in 
question are specim ^s oi a 
substance found beneath the 
soil in various parts ol the 
county which has been desig 
nrted as green sand marl, and 
and it it can do all that is 
claimed lor it our county has 
a hew source of wealth equal 
to it not superior to t̂he brst 
phosphate mines in Florida. 
This marl lies in large depos­
its at an average depth of 
Irom eight to fifteen leei be 
ncatn the surface, and its 
value is in its soil-fertilizing 
properties. Tests have been 
j^pplied to it which seem con- 
clnsive as to its superior 
qualities as a fertilizer. Among 
others Mr. Sam Rider, a well 
known farmer living near 
Mahl, has tried it on cotton 
with the result that a certain 
number ot cotton rows to 
which it had been applied 
showed an increased produc­
tion ol nearly loo per cent 
over an equal number of un­
fertilized rows near by. Mr. 
Lindsey has tried it on vege­
tables with equal success. 
The marl is easily ground 
about the consistency ot meal 
before it is used. .Specimens 
of it will be sent to the State 
chem.st for analysis and if it 
shall prove what is expected 
the Nacogdoches Land Com­
pany will endeavor to get 
capital to take hold of it and 
build a factory here to convert
it into a commercial fertilizer.•
