Growers*~sissociation last night 
aidopted the following report 
of its committee on permanent 
organization.
T o  the Convention of the

Fruit and Truck Growers
of Texas.
!•  This organization shall 

be known as the Texas Fruit 
aod Truck Growers’ associa* 
tion.

2. The objects and pur­
poses of this association shall 
be to promote the general 
welfare of the fruit and truck 
growing interests of this State, 

• to aid and assist each other in 
aecuring and a ^ m plishing 
everything pertaining to the 
common good of thi^ndus- 
try.

3. 'Hiis association shall 
have tor officers a president^ 
three vice presidents and a 
secretary and treasurer.

4. The president of this as­
sociation shall appoint a com­
mittee on transportation con-

V

sisting of three members, 
whose duty it shall be to look 
after all matters of freight, re­
frigeration and express rates 
to the different markets. '

5. A committee on legisla­
tion shall also be appointed by 
the president, consisting of 
three members, whose duty it 
shall be to secure such legisla- 
littion as shall best protect and 
promote the fruit and truck in­
terests of this State. And 
the president shall have the 
power to appoint such other 
committees as the exigencies 
of the occasion and the busi­
ness of the association may 
require.

6. The membership of this 
association shall be composed 
of the different district fruit 
and truck growers' associa­
tions, which are now or may 
hereafter be organized in this 
State and which may become 
members upon the terms and 
conditions hereinafter speci­
fied.

7. Any district fruit and truck 
growers’ association may be­
come a member ol this asso­
ciation upon the payment of 
25 cents to the treasurer ol 
said State association for each 
member belonging to said dis­
trict association.

8. Each district a.ssociation 
shall be composed ol one or 
more counties.

9. The officers ol this as­
sociation heretofore named 
shall be elected annually and 
shall constitute an executive 
committee and siiid executive 
committee shall prepare a con­
stitution and by-laws for the 
government of this association 
to be presented for adoptoin 
at January meeting. 1905.

10. The president shall call 
a meeting of this ass<x;iation 
to convene on the last Wed­
nesday in January, 1905. at 
such place as he may deem 
suitable for the purpose ot 
transacting such business as 
may come before thî  associa­
tion.

1 1 . Each district associa­
tion shall be entitled to one 
vote in the State association 
for every fiity members 
said distrifct association or 
fractional part thereof ov|(^ 
twenty-hv^. provided each 
district association shatl be 
entitled to at least one vote.

12. Each district associa-

V
tion d u ll adopt its own rules 
and regulations for the dassi-^ 
fioations, grading and packing 
of the produce grown and 
marketed by said t associa­
tions. __

for the ensuing year: For
president, Hon. Sam H. 
Dixon ot Harris county; nrst 
vice president, F . B. Guinn of 
Cherokee county; second vice 
president, V . E . Buron of 
Bowie county; third vice pres­
ident, John G . Willacy of La­
vaca county; secretary-treas­
urer, R. H. Thompson of 
Ffenderson, Rusk county.

rile plan is for a state *)r- 
gaiiization. the object ol which 
is to secure better transporta 
tion, better time and better 
rates, and to encourage such 
legislation as would be to the 
interest of the fruit and truck 
growe*’s. The officers are a 
president, three vice-presi­
dents, secretary and treasurer.

For president, we have 
elected a man that the whole 
state admires and trusts as a 
most loyal and unselfish gen­
tleman— the Hon. Sam II. 
Dixon, ol Houston.

The state organization will 
be composed ol district asso­
ciations which will compo­
sed of one or several counties 
as the sections .see fit to or 
ganize. Each county will or­
ganize into one association, 
and then as many counties as 
are conveniently located will 
organize as a district, for the 
purpose ol regulating the 
packing, grading and market­
ing. Eatm, district will elect 
its sales agent and pay its ex> 
penses and control its own 
affairs and must be organized 
in time to meet with the state 
association which will be held 
in January 1905.

After two days hard work 
and discussion this was deci­
ded upon as the only practica­
ble p l^  for organizing and it 
occurs to me that the growers 
will derive much benefit by 
carrying it out, as all these 
growers can keep in touch 
with the markets and distribu­
tion at very little expense, and 
I would suggest that this dis­
trict cover the territory tribii- 
taj7 to the H. E. & W. T. 
railroad.

It IS to be hoped that all 
parties interested in fruit or 
truck will give this matter 
some thought and attend the 
meeting for perfecting our 
county and district urgan'za* 
tions which will be called at an 
early date.
