sites. There IS another check, 
equally natural and probably 
much more effective. If a 
little more atteotion were de­
voted to the adequate protec­
tion ol our native birds hun­
dreds of thousands ol 'dollar 
would be saved to agriculture 
and horticulture. Out ol 
some thousand forms ot birds 
native to North America 
icircely a halt dozen have 
proved to be injtrious instead 
of beneficial The cuckoos, 
warblers, chickadees and 
many of our other common 
birds have been proven to be 
Invaluable as destroyers of 
gypsy moths. The rose­
breasted grosbeak eats great 
numbers of the potato beetles, 
and the scales are attacked 
most earnestly by the various 
titmice. T o  protect our native 
birds costs nothing and it can 
not fail to give marked results 
in the country’s food product­
ion.”  ,

THEY UKEBROOCKS. |
If Broocks, fails to do ai ŷ 

good for the people -of this 
district he has at least forced 
Cooper during the past two 
years to get acquainted with 
the peoole he was supposed to 
serve for 12 years. Under 
the old election law Cooper 
was in the habit, just before 
election of swinging round the 
district— stop over at a tew ot 
the leading towns— swap a tew 
jokes with the end men and 
pull out. The boys did not 
get to meet him. Now, this 
has all changed. Broocks got 
out among ^the people and 
knows them. He was raised 
with them and they like his 
kind and they elected him. 
Now lo, and behold *altpr 12 
years as their servant Cooper 
is trying his best to get ac­
quainted with them.

COnON MILLS.
What do the members of 

the Farmers’ Union think ol 
erecting cotton mills on the 
same plan as they are erect­
ing cotton warehouses?— Nac­
ogdoches Sentinel.

Now you are "striking at 
the ropt ol the evil,” as it 
were. The warehouse plan 
may be all right, although we 
confess that we do not at this 
time see much advantage in the 
proposition. Any farmer can 
now bring his cotton to town 
and draw as much per bale on 
I t  as the warehouse plan will 
avail him, and the man or cor­
poration who advances the 
money wilt take care of the 
cotton at as little expense to 
the farmer as the warehouse 
scheme proposes. But sup­
pose instead of building ware­
houses, the farmers take slock 
in cotton mills. It has been 
demonstrated that the aver­
age bale oi cotton will make 
$500 worth of calico. If this 
be true, considered in connec­
tion with the further fact that 
a long freight haul— to the 
e -̂stern lactories and back 
again, would be saved, 
vvo ildn’t there be much more 
money in the cotton factory 
thin in the warehouse? .And 
isn’t building factories just as 
feasible as buildntg ware­
houses? The suggestion is a 
good one.— Sherman Regis­
ter,

rates, andoi robbing .the pub­
lic.

P lank S even— That the 
Alien Land law and the Cor­
poration Land law shall be up­
held and supported so that 
titles to the soil shall not be 
held in monopoly or perpetui­
ty or by aliens in 
States.

It 
has been the custom heretofore 
lor the election judges to al­
low a young man to cast his 
vote before he is twenty one, 
where he is to attain that age 
prior to the general election 
in November.— Honey Grove 
Signal.
