Practically
all that sustains life comes out
of the ground, even the
clothes we wear, as the cattle
and sheep are dependent up-|
on what the soil will produce.’
Will you not profit more, as a
producer, on the land, than

as a consumer off the land?

With our growing popula-
tion year atter the demand for
land will keep up in the same
ratio, and with a gradual
diminishing supply for we
surely are passing out of the
period of cheap lands suitable
for general agriculture.

This is a condition and not
a theory. Ten years hence
conditions will have very ma-
terially changed and all land
values be on a much highes
plane. It will become a ques-
tion of supply, or the demand
will always continue to exist.
One is limited. the other is
unlimited.

Through the various ports
of entry - about one million
foreigners reach our country,
one year with another. Pos-
sibly 40 per cent or more
come jfrom the agricultural
sections of Europe and, within
a year, find their way to the
tarm lands of the country.
The Easterner is pushing to-
ward the Middle West, and
the people trom those states
are pushing to all sectionf of
the Southwest, the Pacific
Coast states and the North .
west. These sections have
been developed by the rail-
ways. With new lines and
with eflicient transportation,
distance between the East and
Far West are being annihilat-
ed. Conditions are constant-
