What was your name before you 
came to Texas? This question was 
noit merely a Joke every time. There 
were several such instances of more 
-ban ordinary consequences In pioneer 
imes here, as well as in other loeali. 

ties in early Texas. These names 
when left behind were legally termed

One instance here wa» tlwt of a 

newly arrived young man of good ad­
dress and appearance seeking a school 
to teach. Previous to his arrival or 
about the year 1857, great old Nacog­
doches Universtiy had not exactly 
crj'stalized, schools had been free to 
all as to teachers, patrons, and placsa 
Tuitions was just what they made it̂ | 
in each insUAice. The teacher was 
Rev. Sheppard from New York, or 
Mrs. HaUoway from England, Mias 
Betty Hargrove from Ireland, or some 
body else. The board of achool 
trur.ees included nearly all of the 
leading men of the town. They were 
glad to consider the application of 
the new teacher, who gave his nam 
as Fish. The school was started in 
great promise in the original old 
Nacogdoches University, located 
where the present Methodist parson­
age now stnnds, now back in the rear 
o f it. Everybody sent—even from the 
neighboring towns, and from the ru­
ral districts in reach. For instance, 
old Dave Burrows* boy«, the old 
"high sherifT’ Rusk’s boys, the Coon 
boys.
