We, til« undersigned farmers and 
citiMns of Nacogthicbea county were 
mensbers, of the Farm Bureau and 
were selected as a Board of Directora 
to manage the organisation. We held 
frequent meetings to dieenss plane 
for the work. These meetings were al> 
ways and at all times open to tha 
mambership and to the general pub­
lic aa well. We managed the affairs 
o f the organization Just as ws man­
aged ear own private busineaa affiers 
—that ft, we did, at all timaa and al­
ways, srfaat we thought beat for tha 
mambership. We kept in cloac touch 
srith the Secretary-Manager, who 
acted under our inotructions.

Our iosaes in handling a car of 
planting sead for tfao srganiaatkm 
were heavy, aa shown by «or finan­
cial statement. So were our individu­
al losses in the management of our 
?arm affairs. Fair-minded men among 
the membership ought to and wiH re- 
momber that they, tiiemselvea, ana-. 
tainad loeeee in the managegMat of 
their farms during the years o f 1920- 
1921.

We published in both county papess 
an itemized financial Ktatc-raent of 
the bureau’s funds. Ir selting up the 
copy of our original statemSBt, tha 
printer made the mistake of insert­
ing an item of 2112.50 for “printing 
and adrertisinr" when the item should 
have keen 1304.67. ^

In our financial statement ws ae- 
'-twnted for every dollar received by 
the bureau. We feri that any state­
ments made that the funds were not 
properly accounted for reflects upon 
us and those connected with us in the 
management of same.
^ The purpose of this letter ik to say 
that whoever charges fraud or corrup­
tion in the least degree in the hand­
ling of funds of tile Nacogdochas 
County Farm Bureau does ao sithar 
ignorantly and without excuse or with 
malice and intent to do injury.
