While there is a great deal of
discussion heard on the subject of
whether there should be addition-
al regulation of trucks, former
Governor Pat M. Neff, member of
the State Railroad commission, de-
clares that the present laws are
not being enforced. In a vigorous
statement the other day, he de-
clared that his two colleagues on
the railroad commission have
granted a large number of per-
mits without regard to the nature
of the trucks, without regard tq
the amount and character of the
tonnage hauled and without vre-
gard to the territory covered. |

To quote a few lines from Mr.
Neff’s statement: “According to
the permits being granted by the
other two members of the commis-
sion, these truck operators can run
over the roads of Texas trucks 40
feet wide arnd 100 feet long, just
as high, long and wide as the truck
man may desire, and this deplor-
able condition exists in Texas be-
cause the railroad commission does
not discharge its duty under the
law. . . . On account of the unre-
strained and unlimited granting of
these permits, not only by the hun-
dreds but by the thousand, the
roads of Texas have been clutter-
ed by these trucks, the highways
have been uselessly and ruthlessly
destroyed, and the traveling pub-
lic has been crowded into the diteh
at the risk of life and limb.”

Try to drive to Fort Worth to-

ped entirely on the pavement in-
stead of getting over on the dirt
shoulder; big trucks will come lum-
bering at you on your side of the
road and you will find some trucks
in twos and threes so close to-
gether that you will have to wait
until- you come to a half-mile
straightaway free of traffic be-
fore you can get around them.
Some of the trucks are so wide,
you’ll have to get clear oyer in the
dirt when you meet them.

If there are already laws that
will give sothe protection to the
rights and the safety of the plain
citizen who is paying the interest
and sinking fund on these high-
ways and who is paying 4 cents a
gallon tax on gasoline and a car
license tax and an ad valorem tax
on his car—and the only time he
has a chance to enjoy the roads
that his money helped to build he
has to confront such conditions as
these until a trip becomes, not a
thing of pleasure, but one long
series of nerve-wracking experi-
ences; we repeat, if there are al-
ready laws that will give a mea-
sure of relief, let’s enforce ’em—
or else quti arresting anybody for
breaking any law at all,

Pat M. Neff has a tremendous
following in Texas. In the primary
in this county last July, for in-
stance, he polled about twice as
many votes as his opponents, com-
bined. His statement is received
with great interest by the people
of Texas and the statement from
the other two members of the com-
mission is awaited expectantly.

Newspapers have heen charged
with “fostering crime’” by devot-
ing considerable space to news of
lawless deeds. But such news
serves to notify the police and the'
public to be on the lookout for
the men who have committed des-
perate crimes. The news also
causes citizens to take precautions
to safeguard themselves and their
property. Where the news of the
crimes is followed up with equally
prominent accounts of the capture,
trial and punishment of wrong-
doers, the newspaper is doing its
part to discourage other men from
breaking the law.

Washington, indig-
nant at the man’s treatment, im-
mediately ordered his release, and
had his agent discharged. Some
years later Rouzy went to Wash-
ington and said he could now pay
his-debt, but Washington refused
to accept the money, saying the
debt had been cleared. Rouzy in-
sisted, however—but Washington,
on acceptnig the money, promptly
divided it among Rouzy’s children.

Recent biographers have insist-
ed that Washington was very gal-

ilant among the ladies. Here is a

story bearing on that angle of hid
character.

In the closing years of his life,
Washington went to dine at a
friend’s home. There were three
little girls in the family, and they
were not allowed to dine at the
table with the guests but had to =it
at a small table off in a corner. At
the close of the meal Washington
summoned a waiter and got a tray
with four tiny glasses filled with
a simple cordial. Carrying this
tray, he advanced to the table in
the corner, where the awe-struck
girls were gaping at him. bowed
low, and said pleasantly, “Young
ladies, will you drink with me?”

One of these little girls, by the
way, lived to become the mother
of Robert E. Lee.

George Washington. And Washing-
ton’s birthday is a good day for
reviewing some of the best of the
old stories. 3

The Bicentennial Commission,
which is preparing a nation-wide
celebration in honor of Washing-
ton’s 200th birthday anniversary
in 1932, is collecting' such stories
wherever it can, and has chosen
Dr. Albert Rushnell Hart of Harv-
ard, one of the country’s fore-
most historians, to pass upon them.
It is asking all Americans . wha
have family traditions, letters or
other old-time documents dealing
with Washington to communicate
with it; and herewith are present-
ed some Washinton stories.

CIREEEY

Among the many anecdotes
about Washington, there are few
that have a humotous tinge. One
of these rarities, however tells how
the father of his country, at an
early age, went swimming in a
river and was robbed of all of his
clothing—and by two girls, at
that!

Washington was 19 at the time,
and was enjoying a swim in the
Rappahannock. The two girls ap-
peared from nowhere and decamp-
ed with his clothing. Evidently it
was not a practweal joke, as they
took his watch and money from his
pockets. Later they were caught,
and when it developed that they
had ‘vicious characters’’—as the
old chroniclers put it—they were
whipped and imprisoned.

Just how Washington got home,
whether in a barrel or otherwise,
is not stated.

In 1751 George Washington and
his older brother, Lawrence, went
to the island of Barbados in the
British® West Indies for a visit.
Here, for the first time in his life,
Washington went to a theater, wit-
nessing a play called “The Aus-
tere Tragedy of George Barn-
well.” It was well-named, appar-
ently; its action followed a grad-
ual decline of the principal char-
acter, who started out as an ap-
prentice boy, took to picking poc-
kets, became a robber and finally
was hanged for murder.

Washington was lavishly enter-
tained in Barbados and when he
went home reported himself dis-
tressed by the lavish habits of the
inhabitants. One feature that espe-
cially displeased him was the cus-
tom of making a dinner, at 3 every
afternoon, of beefsteaks, tripe and
rum. Incidentally, it was at Bar-
bados that Washington caught the

high temper, which occasionally '
vented itself in an impassioned |
outburst. Once, it is recorded, dur- |
ing the Revolution, Washington or-
dered an officer to cross the Dela-
ware river to get same informa-
tion about the position of the Brit-
ish troops. It was mid-winter, and |
in a short time the officer return-
ed, reporting that it was very dark
and that the river was full of |
floating ice, so that he had not;
been able to cross.

In a fury, Washington seized an |
inkstand and flung,it at the offi-|
cer’s head. “Go get me a man!”l
he cried in anger. The officer,
impressed, went back, braved the
floating ice, crossed the river and
got the information desired. |

INCOME TAX

Salaries paid employees consti-
tute one of the largest items of
business expenses. To be allowed
as a deduction such eclaims must
conform closely to the wording of
the statute, which provides for the
deduction of “a reasonable al-
lowance for personal services act-
ually vendered.” The test of de-
ductibility is whether the amounts
paid are reasonable and whether
they are, in fact, purely for per-
sonal services. Money paid an
officer of a corporation for which
no services, or services inadequate
to the compensation, are rendered
is’ not deductible as “salary.”
Reasonable compensation is held to
be an amount that ordinarily is
paid by like enterprises in like

Bonuses to employes may be de-
ducted by employers when such
payments are made in good faith
as additional compensation for
services actually rendered, pro-
vide that, when added to the stip-
ulated salaries, the total does not
exceed ‘“‘a reasonable compensa-
tion for services rendered.” When
ficer or employee is paid for a
limited time to a widow or heirs
in recognition of services rendered
by the deceased, such payment may
be deducted.

Amounts paid to retired em-
dependent upon them, as pensions,
or on account of injuries received
by employees, are deductible byl
the employer. Such deductions
are limited to the amount not com-
pensated for by insurance in favor
of tfe employer, or otherwise.

Salaries paild by employers to
employees who are absent in mili-
tary, naval, or cther scrvice of the
government, but who intend to re-
turn at the conclusion of such ser-
vices, are allowatlc deductions by
the employer.

TEXAS TOPICS

AUSTIN, = Fep. ' 21.—There’s
many a turn of the wheel between
the: motor tramps who chug to
Texas on three tires and two cyl-
inders, and a cardinal of the Holy
Roman Empire. But the same im-
pulse that stirred beneath the red
hat stirred beneath many a bat-
tered sombrero, and sent both the
prelate and the proletariat to Tex-
as. That is to enjoy the summer
sunshine, the glarious mellow
climate of Texas. Cardinal Hayes
is not even among the first hun-
dred thousand who thought of
coming to Texas to enjoy the win-
ter climate, but early in the week
he was on his way. He’ll spend
a month or more in Texas, recup-
erating from an influenza attack,
and remaining here to attend the
San Antonio bicentennial celebra-
tion.

It’s a long way to adjournment,
with nearly three months more to
o, but the legislature, in tackling
its supply bills early is taking
pains to avoid the prosect of any
early special session.

Oth-
ers insist the authority to fix pro-
cedure different from the base
plan specified in the amendment
was as constitutional as the pro-
cedure the amendment specified.

A minimum wage law that no-
where says a word about the
amount of wages is awaiting legis-
ative action. It sets up an indus-
trial welfare commission, which
shall have the right to fix the bot-
tom scale of wages for miners and
women in industry.

Moody are alluded to.

“It is unquestioned,” Represen-
tative Victor B. Gilbert has said,
“that the people of Texas are dis-
satisfied with the present system
of taxation; it should be reno-
vated, "with a view to equalizing,
rather than increasing taxation.”

Mzr. Gilbert helieves that for the
present the proper spread of tax
levies based upon values and the
ability to pay should be the start-
ing-point toward readjustment.

Chairman Dewey Young has in-

dicated that instead of a hetero- |

geneous mass of unrelated bills,
his committee expects to evolve a
series of measures representing a
composite system, a public policy
of just taxation.

“The state is growing,” ’Mr.
Young said. “Its growth calls for
additional expenditures, = which
means additional taxes from some
source.

“The ad valorem tax has passed
its day of usefulness—wealth is
no longer measured by land own-
ership.

“Some other source must be
looked to for the future supply of
revenues for operation of the gov-
ernment. 1

*“The question we face is of
equitably distributing it, so as not
to hurt any one industry, so as to
provide for the best possible de-
velopment of our state, and the
greatest possible increase of
wealth and productivity.

o “After all, taxes must be paid
out of earnings.. The man who
hasn’t can’t pay. Inevitably, we
are coming to the income tax; but
I regard it as the ultimate goal,
to be reached through a gradual
process, in which the tax burden
shall be shifted from property, re-
gardless of its produectivity, to pro-
ductiveness. In that transition, it
seems to me first the taxes must
be placed upon the production of
natural  resources, particularly
those which exhaust the state’s
wealth and can not be replaced,
and upon occupations and the de:
velopment of new wealth. This
will be the practical equivalent of
an occupation tax, levied special-
ly upon those sources most clearly
able to pay. Then, as these vari-
ous occupation, severance, produc-
tion and excise taxes reach the sat:
uration point, gradually they will
be spread to the general level of
a graduated income tax.

“TPexas is not yet developed in-
dustrially. Other - states round

We want to encourage, not dis-
lcourage, industry and capital. We
Ido not want to drive business
firms out to other states, giving
!up the very assets we seek to en-
'courage for Texas development.”
! ‘Senator W. A. Williamson com-
‘mented: “Take the example of
Wisconsin. That state suddenly
_adopted the income tax. Look
what it did. It drove out such
great industries:as the Simmons
. Bed manufacturers. These indus-
tries simply went to other states
{where there was no income tax.”
! Governor Ross S. Sterling, both
{in his campaign and in his in-
laugural message to the legisla-
lture, advocated tax reform and re-
~adjustment of present unequal
i burdens which he -and all others
"concede rest upon the depreciated
farm and ranch lands, and upon
discouraged home ownership.

Nowhere has he advocated the
direct income tax.

He sponsors the road-rent plan
of removing a major tax injustice,
the ad valorem levy now required
to build state highways, and of re-
payment to counties what they
have been compelled to pay into
the building of state highways.

Former Governor Dan Moody in
the past recommended to the leg-
islature an income tax as a state
ideal. Recently he has said, “The
principle is sound, but it is readily
recognized that there are other
ways than the income tax of bas-
ing the public revenues upon the
ability to pay.”

W. W. Cameron, Waco, one of
the state’s most widely-known
business men, has pointed out
among his objections to an in-
come tax the fact that it can not
be fully enforced by the state.

. ‘“Any foreign corporation doing
i business in Texas with branches
where there is no income tax law
could make all purchases out of
the state, charge them to the Tex-
as branch at retail price, and there

The profit would be made outside
the state, and 1 do nat believe
would be taxable,” he said.

Mr. Cameron pointed out that
now the community property law
of Texas has been upheld as to
the federal income tax, “giving
Texas an opportunity that few
states have.” He advocated such
state tax laws as will take advan-
tage of this and other factors to
“‘invite wealth to come to Texas
and remain with us.”

He advocated strict economy in
government, and equality in taxa-
tion to raise revenues that are re-
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quired for proper operation of the
schools and institutions.

The income tax, if adopted, he
said, would fluctuate widely from
'year to year, based on changing
conditions, and could not be relied
‘upon uniformly to meet the state’s
needs.”
| “We don’t need an income tax,”
former Tax Commissioner John G.
 Willacy said, “for we have one in
principle now.” He said he meant[
that the occupation and similar |
levies are in principle identical
"with the income tax, and adjusted
to fit economic factors of which
the .income tax law, rigidly en-
forced, takes no account.

“Land, which produces most of
the world’s wealth, is the most
mendicant of all things,” he' com-
mented upon the present overload
of taxes farms and ranches
burdened with because their in-
ability to escape 'assessment, re-
gardless of unproductivity.

Representative F. C. Weinert,
former tax commissioner, believes
that extending the intangible levy
now made upon earnings of one
particular utility, the railroads, to |
many kinds of corporations, would
be a fairer and more workable
! system of levy upon  “ability ‘to
pay”’ than the direct income tax.

Representative Weinert is di-
recting vigorous attention' to sev-!
eral ' phases of tax reform. He!
wants property’s assessment cut to!
a 40 per cent basis, so that, while
property bears the ‘burden, a
larger part of the value of prop-
erty shall be on the rolls. He
wants to wipe out millions of prac-
tically worthless delinquent tax
claims that cloud property, restrict |
sale and discourage ownership. He
and Representative Barron and
others are sponsoring legislation
on these subjects.

Objections” ‘which have been
made to the intangible levy is its
uncertainty as to enforcement and
irregularity and insecuirity in re-
turn.

No machinery has been set up
for fixing the ‘“net return” of ev-
ery kind of corporation. The
methods ' for railroads alone, set
up by the commerce commission,
are very complex and elaborate.
They would not apply to other cor-
porations. © A ‘huge 'administrative
and supervisory department would
have to be set wup, overlapping
utility regulation and franchise
regulation, to fix the valuations
and determine their accuracy.

The small man who voted for a
straight income tax would be
“running his employer out of the
state,” George M. Craig,
president and pionéer in the de-
velopment of Port Arthur and his
section, said. “We want all the
capital and industry we can get in
Texas,” he declared. “If adopted,
the law would start with a modest
rate; but in a year it probably
would he raised. There is a limit
to the ad valorem rate.

“FEeonomically, T believe the in-|
come tax, if it did not actually |
ruin  usfinancially,” ‘Mr. Craig
said. “Add it to the federal tax,
and in my opinion,” he said, “the
larger industries of the state will
get out.

“Where would the poor man be, |
even if exempt from taxes, if he|
has no employer? Where would |
the farmer be if he had no one to |
whom to sell his products? . . . Re-|
member that Massachusetts taxed
her textile industry to death, and
is now attempting to repeal her
tax law.” ; ‘

“I believe,” said Charles W.
Hobbs, San Angelo banker, ‘“that
there is no demand for a change
in the tax system, but that there
is a very insistent demand, rapidly
gaining strength, for economical
administration of the government.”

He sees the state income tax as
a possible burden to the farm fam-
ily, in that farm products in the
hands o f producers, now tax-
exempt, would become “income”
of the farmer and subjected to tax.:
He believes the present system ca-'|
pable of  producing all needed/|
funds for government; that prop-|
erty is not assessed on full value,y
and that much present revenue|
comes from other than property |
tax sources. The income tax law,
he said, would pile on another ex-
pensive department for adminis-
tration. Industries and cornora-|
tions are “tremendously burdened
now by federal and state laws.” he
said. i

Summarizing, - the 'development

of new industries and new wealth
in itself produces new values as a
basis of leveling out the cost of
government. Machinery already
is in use through which the tax
burden may be spread fairly and
justly to take off the overload and
put it where it may be borne, with-
out the abrupt, revolutionary tran-
sition to a new form that would
discourage the very development
Texas seeks.
