Another Dog Head 
Shipped to Austin 

For Examination
Another dog head, taken from 

a dog thought to have had rabies, 
was prepared today for shipment 
to the Pasteur institute at Austin 
for examination. The dog was 
killed by Wade Swift, who also 
made the shipment.

The dog was one belonging to a 
farmer residing about 10 miles 
from Ranger, Swift said today, and 
the owner became suspicious and 
asked the Ranger officer to have 
it examined.

It was not known to have bitten 
anyone, or any other dog, but be­
cause of its actions the owner 
feared that it might be mad and 
wanted to take precautions before 
some of his children were bitten.

The war on unvaccinated and un­
licensed dogs is being continued, 
with a total of 84 dogs reported 
killed in three days.

“ Sunday night I made a trip 
over practically every section of 
the town,” Swift said, “ and no­
where did I see a dog running 
loose that was not licensed and 
vaccinated. I have had a number 
of calls from people owning dogs, 
requesting that I come out and kill 
them. Some had fits and others 
were thought to have been bitten 
by rabid dogs and were killed as a 
precaution against spreading of the 
disease.”

Swift stated that he had killed 
several dogs that had “ typical” 
cases of rabies.

Signs of a new Japanese-Chinese 
crisis were heard today as two Jap­
anese destroyers moored along the 
waterfront and Major General Doi- 
hara, mystery man of the Japanese 
army, arrived to confer with the 
Japanese high command.

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Hero, Who Fled Fame,
Cherished Life More

Perhaps the most interesting thing about this man Law­
rence of Arabia was the fact that he turned down wealth 
and ran away from fame.

Here was a man who gave the twentieth century a 
unique flareback to the age of chivalry. In a time when 
men in the mass seemed to be all that counted, he restored 
the worth of the lone individual. He took one little cor­
ner of a war in which machinery and swollen battalions 
were all-important, and made it a one-man show.

And then, having done all this— having helped to re­
make the map of the world and written an epic of old- 
fashioned, knightly achievement— he voluntarily stepped 
out of the spotlight.

He dropped out of the service of the British colonial 
office and buried himself in the anonymity of an army en­
listed man. He wrote one of the most absorbingly interest­
ing books of modern times and withdrew it from circula­
tion after it had paid his expenses— although it might have 
made hundreds of thousands of dollars for him,

, * * *
He retired to an obscure country cottage and— at a 

time when newspapers and magazines would gladly have 
paid him fabulous prices for anything he cared to write—  
put in four years translating the Odyssey.

Now a man who could do all that can be set down as a 
freak, if you wish ; but a verdict like that' doesn’t begin to 
cover teh ground.

What is apparent when you think the matter over is 
that this Lawrence somehow learned something about life 
and the rewards it can give a man which most of us never 
quite discover.

* * *
It is as if he had quietly told us that all the things we 

prize most highly— wealth, fame, high position, leisure, 
and the acclaim of our felows— do not, after all, amount to 
a pint of beans.

The things that make the difference between a good 
lif4 and a failure lie\ deeper ; they take place insid a man, 
deep in the recesses of his own heart, and the outward, 
visible trappings are less than the dust.

. This, to be sure, is not a new discovery. Great men of 
all times and places have usually reached the same com 
elusion, have discovered that if a man can square matters 
between his own soul nd the mysterious, God-given impulse 
that drives him forward, that is all that counts.

But the rest of us seldom get more than a suspicion of 
it. W e want the outward, visible signs of success— even if 
these signs be no more than a fine home in the suburbs, or 
a 12-cylinder car, or our picture in the newspapers.

That, to us, is what makes victory complete— until a 
man like Lawrence comes along and tells us that we don’t 
know what we’re talking about. <

Food venders passed through the 
crowds just as food venders were 
to pass through greater crowds in 
centuries to come ; and there were 
purveyors of wine and sticky 
sweetmeats.

DALLAS, June 11.— Prelimin­
ary plans are now complete for 
Texas’ 100th birthday celebration 
which will center in the spacious 
exposition ground^here commenc­
ing June 6, 1936.

Just one year is left for con­
struction of a $10,000,000 exposi­
tion plant, and ground will soon 
be broken for the first of the 
scores of unusual and artistic 
structures, international exhibits 
and al-embracing amusements.

The State of Texas has appro­
priated the sum of $3,000,000 of 
which more than a million dollars 
will go into the construction of a 
State of Texas building which will 
be permanent on tie exposition 
grounds.

The City of Dallas is issuing $3,- 
500,000 of bonds for exposition

purposes. The Texas Centennial 
Central Exposition, Inc., has al­
ready sold practically $2,000,000 
of bonds to private individuals and 
corporations to aid financing of ; 
this Texas World’s Fair.

It is considered more than like­
ly congress will appropriate an­
other $3,000,000 for a federal - 
building and other features. This 
appropriation bas already passed, ;, 
the seriate and is now being con­
sidered bv the house.>

Walter D. Cline, managing d i ­
rector of the Central Exposition 
at Dallas, expects to make it a 20 
million dollar show for 15 million 
people.
