BLGXI, Miss., June 15.—Seven
governors are opposed to amend-
ing the constitution to permit re-
sumption of the NRA a poll of
delegates to the 27th annual gov-
ernor’s conference showed today.

One governor favors such an
amendment. Five others said that
while they believed the several
states c¢an carry out any desirable
provisions of NRA and no national
act is needed, they see no reason
why the constitution should not be
amended.

Most of the seven who opposed
liberalization of the constitution to
remove provisions that formed the
basis of the supreme court deci-
sion invalidating the NRA are em-
phatic in their opposition to
amending the constitution but also
to continuance to the NRA

The governors who opposed the
continuatios of ~NRA are from
Arkansas, South Carolina, Georgia,
Maryland, Illinois, Louisiana and
Michigan.
