North China will be declared by 
proclamation not later than Sun­
day, informed circles in Peiping 
and Tientsin were convinced to­
day, according to Nippon Dempo 
News Agency dispatches from 
those cities.

Opinion here was identical 
though official circles remained 
silent.

Nichi-Nichi, well informed Tokio 
daily, reported Japanese military 
commanders in North China and 
Manchukuo were to be instructed 
not to permit the central Chinese 
government at Nanking to inter­
fere with the autonomous move­
ment in North China.

There are conservative's who be­
lieve it ,is time- to call a halt and 
reaffirm the old principles. Among 
those elected to parliament is Win­
ston Churchill, called a “ stormy 
Petrol”  of British politics who is- 
not admitted to the government 
councils, but whose voice is listen­
ed to by the English public.

The government Was returned 
to power on a platform of in­
creased national armament for de­
fense and continuing the policy of 
participation in action of the 
league against war-making nations.

modities that the sale of these 
commodities to Italy or Ethiopia 
is contrary to the policy of this 
government.

Hull also informed the exporters 
this type of trade is contrary to 
the general spirit o f the recent 
neutrality act and warned them 
the government is observing the 
trend and volume of exports to 
Italy and Ethiopia.

Hull’s statement constituted an­
other forward step, probably the 
most drastic yet made, in stopping 
all war trade between this country 
and warring nations.

U. S. Shelter Gamps 
Branded By Felon

CHEHALIS, Wash. —  Robert 
Brandon, sentenced to 25 to 35 
years in the state penitentiary 
after he pleaded guilty to second 
degree murder of a service station 
operator, believes the government 
transient shelter camps established 
throughout the states are of detri­
ment rather than benefit.

Brandon was captured at a 
transient camp near St. Joseph 
Mo. He believes tlje camps are 
harmful to itinerants, especially 
young boys.

“ They would never he on the 
road if it were not for these 
camps,”  Brandon said. “ If the 
government would cut out the 
transient camps and the railroads 
would make it harder to hop 
freights, there would be 75 per 
cent fewer men on the road.”

It will be the first time since

state.

Allred did not expect to sign 
the pension bill today nor the of­
ficer’s salary measure. The 80- 
page liquor bill and the driver’s 
license law consumed mos\ of his 
time.

Reappropriating $75,000 and 
appropriating $35,000 additional 
for a building at the Galveston 
State Hospital for Crippled Chil­
dren.

Correcting the cosmetology act 
to prohibit the establishment of 
itinerant beauty shops and other­
wise strengthen the act, now un­
der court attack.

Authorizing state colleges to, 
charge a $4 fee per student per 
term for the use of buildings in 
obtaining federal aid.

Advancing $200,000 to the 
Brazos River conservation and re­
clamation district to start work 
on the project and to be repaid 
from the first revenue of the dis­
trict.

Validating various acts of gov­
ernment subdivisions in financial 
matters intended to obtain federal 
assistance or secure federal loans.

The point of all this is that a direct and simple road to 
cheaper and better government is wide open for the peo­
ple of America, if they will only take the trouble to find 
it. By bringing state and county governments up to date, 
by taking an interest in them and insisting on efficient, in­
telligent administration, they can save themselves untold 
millions. ;

Here is an illustration. A committee of business expert's 
headed by Col. C. 0. Sherrill, former city manager of Cin­
cinnati, recently made a survey of the Ohio state govern­
ment to see if it could be run more cheaply. A glance at a 
few of their recommendations is enlightening.

In the administration of the state sales tax alone, for 
example, Ohio could save $578,000 a year. It could save 
$750,000 more by a more intelligent purchasing system in 
its highway department- It could save another $166,-000 
by adjusting the warehouse and trucking contracts of its 
liquor department.

The state public works depart­
ments, after years of laboratory 
tests, is about to begin use of a 
new rubber compound to join slabs 
of cement on highways, both in 
construction of new roads and in 
maintenance of existing surfaces.

When .cement roads first were

Altogether, simply by running the state government in 
the way a business organization would be run, the experts 
figure the state could save $13,000,000 a year. This, be it 
noted, does not call for abandonment of any state activity ’  
nor does it even touch the county government, a political 
form which is as out of date today as the one-hoss shay. 

The moral is obvious. We have abandoned our state 
governments to the politicians, and then we have gone off 
and forgotten who the politicians are. As a result, w-e are 
paying right through the nose.

If we want lower taxes, we have only to bring our state 
and county governments up to date, take an intelligent 
and unsleeping interest in the way they are operated, and 
insist on getting full value for our money.

That issue is quite as pressing as the more talked-about 
issue of reducing expenditures ,of the federal government.
