Security Body Begivns to
Protect Investor

If your enthusiasm got the better of your judgment

back in 1929 and led you to buy copiously of some stock

which is selling today at a tenth of its 1929 price, you
might be interested in the case of Michael J. Meehan
stock market speculator.

The Securities and Exchange Commission has ordered
Meehan to answer charges that he had been manipulating
an aircraft stock on the New York Curb Exchange in viola-
tion of the securities exchange act.

The order calls on him to show cause why he should
not be expelled from the stock exchanges of which he is a

. member. Members of the SEC stated that they believe he
h.as been entering “matching orders” in aircraft shares
since last April, creating “actual and apparent active
trading” for the purpose of boosting the security’s price
and inducing its purchase by others:~ = Riaeay

Whether the present charges are substantiated re-
mains to be seen. The important thing is that the SEC is
at last moving against traders who seek to manipulate the
market—and, in that way, is offering a real protection for
investors. :

Such manipulation was a common practice back in the
1929 boom. When a new stock was offered to the public, a
canny operator would be retained to make the stock look
good. Frequently his activities would take the form of pro-
moting a series of sales from his right-hand pocket to his
left-hand pocket, so to speak.

The volume of trading in the stock would rise, the price
would begin to go upward, and the innocent outsider, be-
holding only that which appeared on the surface, would
edge himself up to the conclusion that here was an excel-
lent buy.

Then the new issue would be marketed, and the opera-
tor’s careful work would keep the market active and the
price firm until the last of it had been disposed of. After
which the operator’s interest would cease—and if, as not
infrequently happened, the price had been artificially
maintained above the level warranted by the stock’s in-
trinsic merits, the eager investors would presently find
themselves holding a large and empty bag.

If the public has real assurance that stock prices really
reflect actual values, instead of being produced by the
clever work of insiders who are trying to sell something,
the whole securities market will be in better shape.

One of the provisions in the old
age pension is that the petitioner
may estdblish his age by a birth
certificate. There is in the Bureau
of Vital Statistics a birth certifi-
cate of a woman born in Texas in
1859. - It . stood - up through the
courts of Denmark. - The grand-
children of that woman partici-
pated in the division of her grand-
father’s estate.

- Those who expect to secure old
age pensions shoud file their birth
certificates now, but in handling
those records, there are several
things that you must remember:

1. Neither the state nor the city
will: pay the fee for these records.

2. The expense must be borne
by those wishing to file the certifi-
cates.

3. There must be two affidavits
attached to each certificate.

4. The certificate must be writ-
ten as a statement of the facts as
they existed at the time of the
event. If the physician is dead,
the record may be signed by a
relative or any person who was ac-
quainted with the facts at the time
the event occurred. ?

5. The person who signs the
record must execute the first affi-
davit. (A) °

6. Some person not related by
blood or marriage but who is ac-
quainted with the facts must ex-
ecute the second affidavit. (B)

Full instructions and printed
forms with affidavits attached will
be furnished by your local.regis-
trar. Records on typewritten forms
will not be accepted.

When the record is filed, a cer-
tified or photostatic copy may be
secured and attached to the pe-
tition for an old age pension as
establishing the age of the peti-
tioner. f

Also instead of using
layers of corn husks spread with
cornmeal, I have learned to use
one large corn husk for each ta-
male and to spread the sauce over
the mush.
Hot Tamales

One cup cornmeal, 1 teaspoon
salt, 1-2 teaspoon -sugar, 2 table-
spoons butter, 2 cups boiling wa-
ter, 1 cup cold water. Mix corn-
