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BALKAN REACTION TO 
ITAUAN INVASION IS 

SEEN IN JUGOSUVIA

First indication of Balkan re­
action of the Italian invasion of 
Greece is contained in an an­
nouncement from Belgrade that 
the Jugoslav government has taken 
action against the pro-Fascist 
Zbor organizaton. This association 
is anti-Russian and advocates re­
liance on Italian protection for 
Balkan states against external ag­
gression, hoping for extension of 
Italian influences southeastward.

Jugoslavia is in a delicate and 
somewhat dangerous situation at 
the present critical time in the 
Balkans and has been looking to­
ward Germany for advice. It seems 
improbable that the Belgrade au­
thorities would take into custody 
leaders of a well-known pro- 
Italian organization at this time 
if it were believed such action 
would offend Germany.

Nor would Belgrade be inclin­
ed to antagonize Italy by such a 
move if the Jugoslav general staff 
considered Mussolini’s offensive 
in Greece were destined to attain 
Blitzkrieg force. Jugoslavia now 
is looking to preserving as much 
of her freedom as possible and ev­
ery step being taken must be bas­
ed on realistic judgments.

It has been known for some 
time that a large Italian army is 
concentrated near the northwest­
ern Jugoslav frontier, which re­
cently was visited by Mussolini.
The Jugoslavs have interpreted 
this display of force as a potential 
thrjf̂ -̂ t against anti-Italian senti- 
m e«^ in Belgrade.

Tiïe weakness of the Italian 
drive into Greece now seems to 
have given Jugoslavia courage to 
face firmly Roman desires to ex­
tend Italian influence and au­
thority across the Adriatic into 
Jugoslav territory, A firm intima-̂  
tion from Berlin that Belgrade 
should not give public expression 
to anti-Italian feelings undoubt­
edly would carry weight; but no 
such German action is apparent.

The bold stand of the Belgrade 
government in taking into custody 
100 prominent members of the 
Zbor society must be very dis­
pleasing to Italy. Had similar ac­
tion been taken against a distin­
guished 'group of pro-Nazis, Ger­
man action would have been 
prompt and effective.

Whether the Italians will de­
mand a threatening gesture must, 
have been taken into considera­
tion by the Jugoslav authorities, 
who apparently believe Mussolini 
is in no position to raise a new 
Balkan issue at this time. With 
Greek resistance showing surpris­
ing power, it is not likely that 
Italy would want to make an im­
mediate test of the strength of the 
Jugoslav defenses.

Germany’s attitude toward Ital­
ian ambitions in southeastern Eu­
rope is made the more perplexing 
by Berlin’s seeming acquiescence 
in Belgrade’s police move against 
the Zbor organization. Germany i jj 
has not joined the Italian war 
against Greece and continues 
friendly diplomatic relations with 
Athens at the same time doing 
nothing openly to allay anti- 
Italian movements in Jugoslavia.

Both Hitler and Mussolini cer­
tainly realize the mutual danger 
of allowing their relations to be­
come cool. Yet German and Italian 
interests in southeastern Europe 
do not naturally harmonize. Each 
is ambitious to have a dominant 
Balkan position after the war and 
each knows any attempt to create 
a Nazi-Fascist Danubian partner­
ship could have only temporary 
validity.

Jugoslavia seems to understand 
this fact and to be basing her im­
mediate policy on it. If Greek re­
sistance continues to be success­
ful the rest of the Balkans may 
ignore Italian influences as Jugo­

slavia seems to be doing. Perhaps 
! -tîi?t is what Germany wants, 

counting then on a firmer Nazi 
grip for the Balkans as a whole.
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U .S. NAVY AND 
AIR FO R C E  

WATCH ISLES

SAN JÜAN, Puerto Rico, Nov. 

5.— United States Naval and air 
patrols are maintaining a constant 
watch over the French Islands in 
the Caribbean.

“ There is . scarcely anything 
that happens in the waters of the 
Antilles that we do not know 
about,” one high naval officer 
said today.

Some concern apparently is felt 
over the possibility of the French 
aircraft carrier Bearn putting out 
to sea. I saw the Bearn in the 
roads of Fort De France Harbor, 
Martinique, yesterday, apparently 
loading fuel oil from a tanker

Naval officials here are 
opinion that the Bearn, with its 
airplanes giving it a spotting 
radius of 200 miles, would have a 
good chance o f utilizing darkness 
and stormy weather to change its 
course frequently and elude the 
fastest cruisers should it make a, 
dash for the African coast.

Contrary to the general impres­
sion that has prevailed regarding 
lack of airplane bases. Fort de 
France has both land plane and 
sea plane bases, and I saw a 
number of the most modern naval 
pursuit planes, apparently ready 
for an immediate takeoff. It was 
reported that these planes con­
stantly patrol the islands and check 
the movement of foreign planes 
and ships in the vicinity.

Thq French army transports in 
the harbor of Fort de France had 
no guns on their rear decks which 
was taken to indicate that they 
had no intention of fighting.

Two United States freighters 
entered the harbor of Fort de 
France last Friday laden with 
foodstuffs but after a brief parley 
between their masters and shore 
authorities departed without dis­
charging cargo.

The United States destroyers 
seen yesterday from my airplane 
o ff the islands of Martinique and 
Guadelupe undoubtedly were units 
of the patrol squadron. They were 
single-stack craft built on the 
most modern lines and not over­
age destroyers.

Manganese Ore 
Fields Are Tested 

By U. S. Bureau

By UnUcO Press
SALT LAKE CITY.— The Unit­

ed States Bureau of Mines is on 
the trail of new domestic sources 
and industrial and defense uses 
of manganese, the most abundant 
nonferrous heavy metal in the 
earth’s crust, Dr. R. S. Dean, 
chief engineer of the metallurgi­
cal division, has revealed.

Dean said manganese someday 
may rank as one of the most im­
portant of metals.

Experiments have shown that 
manganese alone— not an alloy 
with steel as it now is mainly used 
— has many desirable— and pecu­
liar— industrial qualities, the en­
gineer disclosed.

“ We have found that manga­
nese, with a slight addition of 
copper and after a suitable heat 
treatment, has a unique vibration 
dampening capacity,” Dean said.

“ When struck, it produces less 
noise than steel or even lead,”  he 
added. “ This is a valuable proper­
ty in gears and many machines 
where vibration absorption is a 
factor.”

Dean said all present uses of 
pure or nearly-pure manganese 
are “ projected”— not definitely 
established. He believed that with 
development “ uses will be found 
that will develop a market for 
electrolytic manganese, indepen­
dent of its use by the still indus­
try.”

Most experiments are concern­
ed with development of electrolyt­
ic manganese instead of the more 
common ferro-manganese, that is 
used in an impure form to harden 
steel.

Dean said the war has reduced 
the importation of manganese ore 
from Russia and India, formerly 
the two principal sources of sup­
ply, leaving only Brazilian and 
Cuban ore available for American 
needs.

“ We hope to develop th& domes­
tic sources thi’ough the electroly­
tic process,” Dean said, “ and at 
the same time find new uses for 
the metal,”

Manganese is nearly 10 times 
as plentiful as copper, lead and 
zinc combined, the mining engi­
neer said, but the amount and 
purity produced “ up to the pres­
ent have been controlled entirely 
by the requirements of the steel 
industry.”

To develop methods of produc­
ing electrolytic manganese, the 
Bureau of Mines is constructing 
a $300,000 experimental plant at 
Boulder City, Nev. It is near 
Boulder Dam and the “ Las Vegas 
Wash,” one of the largest known 
deposits of manganese in Amer­
ica.

Other large known deposits, 
now being explored by the bu­
reau’s mining division, are at 
Drum Mountain, Utah; Artillery 
Peak, Ariz., Chamberlain, S. D., 
and at Valmy, Nev.

Island Air Corps 
Being Enlarged

 ̂MANILA— The small Philip­

pine army air corps is at present 
being expanded with the approval 
and cooperation of the War De­
partment in Washington and its 
personnel is undergoing training 
for war time operations.

A new Philippine Army air base 
has been established at Camp La- 
hug, near Cebu City, while anoth­
er air base will soon be establish­
ed, probably at Camp Parang, 
Cotabato province, on Mindanao, 
Until recently the Army had only 
one air base, that at Zablan Field, 
outside Manila.

Although the high command 
pointed out the expansion was in 
accord with the Philippine defense 
program outlined in 1936 by Gen­
eral Douglas MacArthur, Com­
monwealth military adviser, ob­
servers consider it significant in 
view of the present explosive Far 
Eastern situation.

The sixth observation squadron 
was moved from Clark Field, a 
Untied States army base in' Pam- 
panga, to the new base at Camp 
Lehug. The squadron has a com­
plement of 12 planes and approxi­
mately 80 officers and enlisted 
men. The 7th observation squad­
ron, formerly at Zablan Field, re­
placed the 6th squadron at Clar.k 
Field. The United States army 
commanding general at Fort 
Stotsenberg, near Clark Field, will 
have administrative supervision 
over the 7th squadson, but tactical 
training and control of the unit 
will remain under Major Charles

One’s devotion to a cause or a principle may be pretty 
accurately measured by what he is willing to sacrifice to 
it.

Weighted in that scale, Mexico’s adherence to hemis- 
^iiere defense and joint Pan American solidarity looks bet­
ter today than ever before. In canceling a large oil conces­
sion to Japanese interests, and in repecting a Japanese 
high bid for 20,000 tons of scrap iron, Mexico has made a 
real sacrifice of potential profit. It has plainly done this in 
an effort to improve relations with the United States.

* Hi *
At the time when the American nations at the Lima 

Conference decided on a “ united front” against foreign ag­
gression and infiltration, Mexico was no better than luke- 
Whrm. Continued friction with the United States over the 
^;^propriation of oil properties left always some doubt 
whether the resulting coolness toward the United States 
iBMght not offset the warmth of better inter-American re­
lations. Since spring of this year, however, the Mexican 
government has been shov/iñg increasing revulsion against 
the Axis powers and a tendency to cleave closer to the 
Pan-American front and the United States.

It would be useless to claim that Mexico has suddenly 
been suffused with a great rush to the head of love for the 
tlnited States, though unquestionably there is less “ anti- 
(^’ingo” feeling than in the days when the oil conquista­
dores ran Tampico and the Marines were in Vera Cruez. 
Americans as such are not unpopular today in Mexico, and 
increasing contacts during the past 10 years have gradual­
ly built good-will.

^W E E T  potatoes are abundant 
^  now. They are valuable as a 
source of energy. Use this yellow 
vegetable frequently in the fall 
and winter diet for its nutritional 
and flavor values.

Apples are abundant, nutri­
tionally valuable and always wel­
come. Combine them with sweet 
p.otatoeS in this dish:

SWEET POTATOES AND 
APPLES

Two boiled sweet potatoes, 3 ap­
ples, V2 cup brown sugar, V2 cup 
water, 3 tablespoons butter.

Peel and slice sweet potatoes. 
Pare and slice apples. Arrange 
alternately in two-quart baking 
dish. Make sirup of brown sugar 
and, water; add butter and pour 
over sweet potatoes and apples. 
Bake in moderate oven (375® F.) 
about 1 hour or until apples are 
soft. , If desired, the potatoes may 
be basted occasionally.

MASHED SWEET POTATOES
Four medium-sized sweet pota­

toes, 3 medium-sized white pota­
toes, salt and pepper, scalded 
milk, 3 tablespoons butter.

Peel and boil potatoes and cook 
until tender. Put through ricer, 
add enough hot milk to give de­
sired consistency, add butter and 
se&sonin/s, and beat until fluffy.

Remove milk from cocoanuts and 
keep. Grate cocoanut meat. To 
grated meat, add 1 cup hot co­
coanut milk and stand for Vi hour. 
Place in cheese cloth bag and 
squeeze until meat is dry. Add 
enough cocoanut milk to make 1 1/4 
pints. Add sugar and salt and mix 
with the grated raw potatoes. 
Place in well-buttered b.aking 
dish and bake in slow oven (30U® 
F.) for 1 hour.

Cavalry Members 
Remember Time of 

Units Superiority
) By Unvtod Presf,

EL PASO, Tex.— While the na­
tion prepares to re-arm its mili- 

) tary forces in the most modern 
fashion, veteran cavalrymen at 
Fort Bliss, largest cavalry post in 
the United States, are recalling 
days when the horse-mounted sol­
dier boer the brunt of the of­
fense.

From the early days of the 
opening of the West, the cavalry 
troopers played important parts 
in subduing Indians, scouting the 
countryside, keeping law and or­
der in frontier towns, leading at­
tacks when the nation was at war 
and performing numerous other 
chores.

The tradition and color of cav­
alry regiments, they pointed out, 
always has surpassed that of oth­
er parts of the army. Since the 
World War, however, cavalfy has 
fallen somewhat into disregard, 
although in recent months its of­
ficers haVe claimed that there 
still is a place in fighting for the 
horse.

The last big venture in which

war was in 1916 when Gen. John 
J. Pershing led almost 15,000 
men into Mexico in chase of Pan- ' 
cho Villa, the Mexican outlaw . 
who had stormed the little town 
of Columbus, N. M., killing sev- i 
eral soldiers and civilians and ' 
wounding others. |

Villa and his several hundred | 
followers had attacked Columbus 
on March 9, 1916. Immediately 
President Woodrow Wilson called 
for action against Villa. Gaining 
the approval of the Mexican pres­
ident, Venustiano Carranza, the 
U. S. chief executive ordered 
American troops into the field 
against the powerful revolution­
ary leader.

Wilson placed Pershing, a brig­
adier general, in charge of the 
expedition. Pershing 1 e d his 
troops across the Mexican border j 
at Columbus a week after the | 
raid and the punitive campaign 
which followed proved to be the 
last in which American horse- 
mounted soldiers have carried the 
burden.

Pershing had four regiments of 
regular cavalry— the 7th, 10th, 
11th, and 13th— at the beginning. 
The 5th went into Mexico also, 
but only as a reserve force. In 
addition, Pershing had as auxili- 1  
aries infantry and artillery.

trail but soon they lost hinj com­
pletely. Scouts sent ahead failed 
to find any trace of the revolu­
tionary, although it later was 
learned that Villa was badly 
wounded in one leg during a brief 
encounter between the Mexicans 
and U. S. troops and barely es­
caped in a buggy.

After that, though, the Persh­
ing expedition never came close 
to Villa and only vague reports 
of his whereabouts filtered in to 
headquarters. The expedition 
moved down into the interior of 
Mexico, at one time reaching a 
point about 500 miles below the 
border.

About this time, trouble arose 
between the United States gov­
ernment and Mexican President 
Carranza. Carranza demanded 
that American troops be with­
drawn from his country. He said 
he would handle the situation on 
his own. A serious situation 
threatened for a while when a 
hard fight broke out at Carrizal 
in June, 1916, between negro 
troopers of the 10th cavalry" and 
Carranza soldiers. Several Amer­
ican officers were listed as cas­
ualties and 17 prisoners were 
captured by the Mexicans.

For awhile a full-dress invasion 
of Mexico appeared imminent. 
President Wilson called out the 
National Guard and for many 
months guardsmen patrolled the 
U. S. side of the border.

But the Mexican trouble blew 
over after that in February, 1917, 
with the United States rapidly 
approaching war with Germany, 
President Wilson ordered Gen.
