Ranger Youth Is 
Commander of 

University Unit
AUSTIN, Nov. 13.— Lieutenant 

R. J. Stevenson of Ranger has 
been appointed company com­
mander of the University of Tex­
as Naval R. O. T. C., first mili­
tary unit on the University cam­
pus since 1918.

One of twenty-three cadet of­
ficers appointed by Capt. H. W. 
Underwood, commandant of the 
uiiit, Steveftson will be in com­
mand of a hundred men accepted 
for ß foui-year naval course lead­
ing to the rank of ensign.

'In addition to drill sessions, the 
first-year course emphasizes nav­
al history and gunnery. Later, the 
prospective naval officers will 
study seamanship, communica­
tions, navigation and nautical as- 
taronomy, tactics, naval engineer­
ing, administration, aviation, and 
military law. Thöy will spend at 
least one summer on a cruise 
aboard naval vessels, and a second 
summer cruise is optional.

The Naval R. O. T. C. is one of 
two branches of military service 
for which University of Texas 
students may prepare. A pilot 
training course is offered by the 
College of Engineering through 
the Civil Aeronautics Authority. 
Men completing the course be­
come immediately eligible for bas­
ic training at Randolph Field. '

May Feed Lambs 
Surplus Peanut 

Hay Profitably
Eastland County farmers who 

have a surplus of peanut hay can 
use it profitably in the feeding 
of lambs, according to Elmo V. 
Cook, county agent, who has 
been making a study of the possi­
bilities of keeping more of the 
livestock feed on the farm to put 
through livestock and increase the 
profit from its sale.

W. R. Nisbet, Extension sheep 
and goat specialist, has advised 
Cook that it will take about 150 
pounds of peanut hay and the 
same amount of threshed milo or 
shelled corn to put 25 pounds of 
gai non a lamb. In addition to get­
ting the income from the increas­
ed weight of the lambs the feed­
er would have one clipping of 
wool for sale.

The plan for feeding lambs 
calls for buying Spring dropped 
lambs in the wool and feeding 
them on only bright peanut hay 
and threshed milo or shelled 
corn. The hay and grain should 
not be ground. It will take about 
100 days to finish lambs on full 
feed. Lambs placed on feed now 
will be ready for market about 
March 1 when the market is us­
ually very food for finished ani­
mals.

The county agent is anxious to 
discuss lamb feeding with those 
interested.

Causes Accidents
AUSTIN, Tex.— The old alibi 

of “ It’s the crazy driver you 
meet along the highway who will 
crash into your car”  or “ If every­
one would drive like I do there 

! would be no accidents” won’t hold 
j water according to a study of fa- 
I tal accidents by State Police Sta- 
I tisticians.
' During the first nine months of 
this year there were 548 fatal ac- 

j cidents on . the Texas State high­
way system of which 308 or 56 
per cent involved only one vehic­
le. Yes, over half of the drivers 
involved in fatal accidents have 
no alibi and in this case 107 of 
them are no longer here to talk 
about it.

Throughout the entire state, on 
all streets, roads, and highways, 
578 or 58 per cent of the 991 fa­
tal accidents recorded by the De­
partment of Public Safety in­
volved only one vehicle.

“ Most drivers have been kid­
ding themselves,” Col. Homer 
Garrison, Jr., Director of the 
Public Safety Department said to­
day. “ Although the careful driver 
is always alert to the actions of 
fellow motorists he should not al­
low that fact alone to lure him 
into a feeling of complete secur­
ity. As shown by the facts 
brought out by our accident sta­
tisticians, over half of the drivers 
involved in fatal accidents would 
have avoided lethal crashes if 
they had given as much thought 
to their own actions as they gave 
blame to the other fellow.”

Lake Is a Test 
“Ground” for Army

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah.— The 

Great Salt Lake has been con­
verted to a new use.

Handicapped by the federal gov­
ernment’s inability to obtain 
clearance on the Wendover bomb­
ing range, officers of the 7th 
Army Bombardment Squadron, 
based at Salt Lake City, have 
chosen the lake as a practice 
zone.

Fleets of four-motored “ flying 
fortress” planes unload several 
tons of smoke bombs on the lake’s 
waters each week.

A floating target has been an­
chored at one point of a triangle 
which includes objectives on two 
of the lake’s desolate and unin­
habited islands.

The bombardments have at­
tracted thousands of spectators. 
Although the bombs used in the 
practice flights are relatively 
harmless, officers have warned 
residents to avoid any “ duds” 
which might be deadly at close 
range.

The drill course lies several 
miles from the resort beaches 
which draw throngs of bathers in 
summer months.

Officers of the squadron and of 
the Fifth Air Base group said the 
lake would be used only tempo­
rarily. The Wendover range, com­
prising 1,650,000 acres of desert 
land near the Nevada border, 
originally was approved for use.

‘̂ Inside Aid” Proof 
In Odessa Break Is 
Found By Attorney

ODESSA, Nov. 13.— County At­
torney 0. E. Gerron said today 
that he had proof that “ someone 
on the inside”  had aided in the 
jailbreak, Monday night, of Isa­
belle Messmer, convicted slayer.

The prisoner had escaped from 
the Odessa jail several months 
ago, and was captured in St. 
Louis. When she was put back in 
the Odessa jail she was quoted as 
saying that she would escape 
again.

Great Britain claimed a smash­
ing naval victory over Italy today 
had released British warships for 
duties outside the Mediterranean, 
particularly patrol work against 
submarines in the Atlantic.

The Admiralty announced that 
seven to ten Italian warships 
were wrecked and several supply 
ships had been badly damaged. 
The biggest naval victory was at 
the Taranto naval base, in the‘ 
“ instep” of the Italian boot where 
two Italian battleships, two cruis­
ers and two auxiliary craft were 
reported to be severely damaged. 
The British announcement was 
not made until airplanes had 
made photographic records of the 
damage done, which showed at 
least three of the ships were part­
ly submerged after the bombing.

If the British version of the 
defeat of the Italian navy is true 
the Fascists now have only three 
good battleships.

About the same time as the bat­
tle at Taranto occurred light Brit­
ish forces intercepted an Italian 
convoy enroute to Albania, sunk 
one and possibly three merchant 
ships and hit a destroyer.

Prime Minister Churchill de­
clared that the British navy now 
may use more warships else­
where. Spain was warned, at the 
same time, not to fortify the 
strait opposite to British Gibral­
tar.

The Greek legation in Bulgaria 
said that the Italians have been 
pushed entirely from Greek soil 
now, although severe air raids 
continue behind the Greek lines.

Bitter air warfare continued 
between Britain and the Axis 
powers and London was under a 
heavy attack tonight. The British 
made a surprise daylight raid on 
German bases across the English 
Channel.

Russian Prime Minister Molo­
tov and Adolf Hitler continued 
discussions in Berlin, which some 
neutral sources said may result in 
pressure on Japan to bring the 
United States into the war, so 
American aid to Britain will be 
curtailed.

It was announced that Great 
Britain had obtained two of the 
American bomb sights, o f an ob­
solete pattern, but far superior 
to anything the British have, and 
are testing them out. The bomb 
sights are reported to have been 
delivered along with part of the 
50 wartime American destroyers 
traded to Britain for bases on 
Western Hemisphere islands.

November blanketed the nation 
today, except Florida and South­
ern California, and gales and 
blizzards took 116 lives and did 
severe property damage.

Eighteen sailors died in ship­
wrecks along the Great Lakes and 
51 others were missing.

Many hunters and fishermen 
froze to death in the mid-west.

Most of Texas had freezing 
temperatures, or lower, today 
with Pampa’s six degrees the 
minimum reported in the state. A 
further drop was in prospect for 
tonight.

Snow fell in the northern Pan­
handle and even Fort Worth had 
flurries in the coldest November 
day in 23 years.

The Hatch Act was aimed at two things : first, reduc- 1  

ing the part professional office-holders and politicians !

the amount of money that could, be spent to influence the j 
electorate. I

The objectives were certainly praiseworthy. W e don't 
want elections dominated by office-holders interested 
chiefly in perpetuating their own jobs. W e don’t want 
money to speak the last word in selecting our presidents, j

Yet Catton shows that pational political organizations 
circularized government employes for “ voluntary” contri­
butions, or even approachied near relatives if the shake- 
down of the office-holder |iimself seemed too raw.

No one knows, and no one probably ever will know, how 
much was spent by temporary respective national party 
committees.

ings in its first national election. Tightening the loopholes 
will not be easy.

To restrict contri­
butions flatly to a given amount might lead to phony

commission. That the officers 
arid directors of the association 
use their most energetic efforts 
to impress the Governor of Texas 
and the members of the Legisla­
ture with the importance of such 
legislation. That copies of this 
resolution be furnished the Gov­
ernor of Texas and the members 
of the Legislature, and that each 
member of the association use his 
influence in order to bring about 
that type of conservation law 
most useful to our nation, our 
state, and to the members of the 
petroleum industry.

In referring to the attitude of 
Governor Hogg in favoring ̂ n  ap­
pointive railroad commission, 
Clarke called attention to the 
speech made by Hogg in April, 
1892, at Mineral Wells, in open­
ing his campaign for re-nomina­
tion. The major issue in that cam­
paign was the method of selecting 
members of the commission.

Excerpts from that speech in­
clude :

“ Suppose the Commissioners 
had been made elective, as the 
lobbyists wanted. The fight now 
being w a g e d  so relentlessly 
against myself as a candidate foi 
Governor would be turned on the 
members of the commission. 
Could they have remained at the 
capital under the circumstances 
and graduated and moved the 
traffic schedules with composure, 
accuracy and justice? There is no 
denying the fact that they would 
be in the campaign today, or else 
like ninnies remain at their posts 
for slaughter by their critics and 
enemies, who already have been 
unsparing in bitter denunciation 
of them.”

“ If the commission should be 
made elective, then what ques­
tion would they discuss before the 
public? What policies could they 
advise? The law itself requires 
them to fix a classification or

rate and schedule charges to gov­
ern the roads and see that they 
are properly enforced. On what 
issue could the Commissioners 
run? It is enough for the Gover­
nor, the Comptroller, the Treasur­
er, the Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Office, the Attorney 
General and various district and 
county officers to be turned 
loose in Texas to stir up the polit­
ical cauldron every two years. 
Add the Commissioners to the 
fight, and the railways would be 
the most active factors in politics. 
Mark my word for it, they would 
get some if not all their favorites 
on the commission.

“ In my first message in 1891 
on this subject, warning the legis­
lature against this danger and 
pointing the way out, I said: 
‘This can be done by providing 
that no member of the commis­
sion shall be eligible to any other 
position of emolument or trust 
for a period of two years after 
the expiration of his term as com­
missioner.

“ Every word of that I repeat 
now. There is serious danger to 
result if the Railroad Commission 
is permitted to engage in politics. 
Their election with all the legisla­
tive restriction sthat may be plac­
ed around them, will produce 
much trouble anyway. To permit 
them to use their powers for po­
litical advantage in seeking other 
offices will in time greatly im­
pair if not destroy the efficiency 
of the law.”

New Comet Is 
Nearing The Sun

BATON ROUGE, La.— Astron­

omers at Louisiana State Univer­
sity are observing the newly-dis­
covered Cunningham’s Comet, 
which is predicted to become the 
“ most spectacular since Halley’s 
Comet in 1910.”

“ The comet is rapidly increas­
ing in brightness,” said Dr. David 
V. Guthrie, head of the L. S. U. 
physics department, “ and by 
Christmas it will be plain to' the

naked eye.”
Cunningham’s Comet is expect­

ed to reach its peak of brilliance 
next Jan. 14, when it approaches ' 
the sun, Guthrie said.

“ Then, it will be the brightest 
nocturnal body in the sky,” he 
added. “ Few persons have observ­
ed this comet except by the use 
of photographic plates, because of 
the dimness. After another month 
it will be discerned easily through 
the telescope.”

Directly overhead by late Oc­
tober, Cunningham’s Comet will 
have moved into the western sky 
by the end of the year, and will 
be visible best soon after sunset.
