BUSINESS MEN

CHICAGO.—Illinois small busi-
ness men are retaining in part
ness men are returning in part to
business methods of the middle
ages to meet problems arising
from the most modern mass in-
dustrial efforts—-the nation’s race
to rearm.

Frederick A. Virkus, president
~of the Illinois Division of the
National Small Business
Association, said his group is tak-
ing the lead in promoting a plan
designed to help small business
which need materials or machine-
ry, but can’t get them because of
priorities restrictions.

Its operation is simple enough,

Virkus explained. If you are a
manufacturer hanging onto some
materials or machinery which you
don’t need and upon which yoa
would like to realize a profit, con-
tact the materials clearinghouse
committee—-and if it can’t find a
cash buyer, it may turn up an-

other manufocturer with some-
thing to swap.

The materials clearinghouse,
which the Illinois association

pioneering in the hopes that it |
may spread to the other 42 states'!

Virkus 'said the plan is par-|
ticularly designed to aid the busi-
ness man who has no defense con-
tracts or subcontracts and can-
‘not expect to obtain any. He es-
timates 68 per cent of all small)
businesses fall in this category.

“T think it will take hold.” he
said. “For example, the first day
after 1t was announced, one fcl-
low called up and said he had
7,000 panes of window glass that
‘someone might need.’

“Another fellow called up to
say he had about 2,000 sheets of
steel which he couldn’t use. That
might be the salvation of some
business which has had troubles
getting materials.”

Many small industries never
may be able to participate in re-
armament activities, Virkus said,
because their machines are not
sufficiently precise, and they
have difficulty in buying replace-
ments now. But more immediatc-
ly, they face shortages of materi-
als which may result in shut-
downs.

“We believe this clearing house
will result in the sale or exchange
of a great deal of scrap or dis-
carded material and tide at least
some of the small inustries over
for the time being,” he said.

Great quantities of useful mo-
terials, toolg, machines and neet-
ful supplies are lying idle and are
partly forgotten, Virkus said, and
the materials clearing house com-
mittec has been appeinted to dis-
cover the hidden stocks and see
they are applied “to needs which
may not otherwise be met.” ;

Rural Church Is -
Staging Come Back

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind. (UP)—
An Indianoplis and a Louisville,
Ky., minister have teamed up to
bring about a come-back for the
old country church.

The old, deserted churches
which line country highways once
were the hubs of community reli-
gious and social life. Now they
are empty skeltons.

Dr. Alexander E. Sharp of In-
dianapolis and Dr. Frank H. Cald-
well of Louisville have set about
to change all this. They have a
working plan, already in opera-
tion.

Their method began by import-
ing the Rev. C. Morton Hanna
from Grundy, Va., a man versed
in the problems of the country
church and who repeatedly has re-
fused to accept pastorates in large
cities,

Rev. Hanna will conduct a sem.
inary in Louisville for young cler-
gymen who intend to conduct
rural churches. At the same time
he has taken over 12 abandoned
churches near Charlestown, Ind.,
which he will use as experimental
stations for his students.

He expects the ‘laboratory”
churches to indicate what is wrong
with the country church today.
Then he and his young ministers
will try. to correct the plight in
their seminary.

Dr. Sharp explained that - the
biggest trouble of the country
church is financial, It is unable to
compete with the city churches in
matters of salary; therefore, the
city churches draw the cream of
the clergy.

Rev. Hanna expects to investi-
gate this and make arrangements
for two churches to combine and
share the cost of a minister.

Dr. Sharp also said that semi-
raries do not provide the special
iype of training needed by a coun-
try pastor.

This is where Rev. Hanna and
the Louisville Presbyterian Semin-
ary comes in. He will teach the
future pastors how to handle the
country church, basing his lessons
on his years of rural experience.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3 — The
House Appropriations Committee
today approved an $8,243,839,-
031 supplemental defense appro-
priation bill, which will
money for expending the - army
immediately to 2,000,000 men.

The new appropriation bill will
raise this country’s expenditures
during the war to $67,990,254,096,
or more than twice the amount
spent during the last world war.

The bill, which carries funds for
the army, navy and lend-lease
administration as well as defense
housing, highway, power and flood
control projects, probably will- be
approved by the house this week.

The committee released at the
same time secret testimony on the
new.money bill by high army and
navy officials.

Model Shows How
Sulphur Is Mined

AUSTIN.—A scale model show-
iing how sulphur is produced on
the Texas Gulf coast is being in-
stalled as another in a family of
geologic dioramas in the Texas
Memorial Museum on the Univer-
sity of Texas campus.

Mines being modeled for this
exhibit are located at Freeport.
When completed, the diorama will
include ‘scaled miniatures of sul-
phur wells, derricks, and crystal-
lization troughs, reservoirs, rail-
roads and all other phases of sul-
phur mining. These will be shown
on anirregularly shaped horizont-
al plane approximately five feet
in each dimension. Scale to be
used is one inch to each 260 feet.

Hale headlining a mighty line, the
1938 Frogs earned the title of
No. 1 team of the nation. Again
they made a Sugar Bowl appear-
ance, defeating Carnegie Tech 15
to 7.

The 1941 Frogs were picked by
a consensus vote of 137 South-
west sports .writers. and radio
commentators to wind up the con-
ference race in fifth place. But
the three year cycle was too
strong. T. C. U. confounded the
experts by defeating the highly
favored Texas Longhorns and
winding up with them in a tie for
second place. '

What the experts  overlooked
is the faet that this is 1941 and
that three years had passed since
T. C. U. last had a good season.
A three-year cycle that put them
into the Orange Bowl in spite of
everything !

|  WASHINGTON.—The Retail |

| Advisory Committee to the U. S.
Treasury, has announced plans to
appoint separate trade committees
| to supervise and guide their re-
spective industries in the sale of
United Stales Defense Savings
Stamps.

The first of these groups to be
appointed is the Department
Store Committee headed by Hen-
ry C. Nelson, of Los Angeles, with
Ned Allen, of New Haven, Conn.,
as co-chairman.

The Retail Advisory Committee
also announced the adoption of a
12 point program for the sale of
Defense Savings Stamps in re-
tail stores, as follows:

1. Provide for Sale of Defense
‘Savings Stamps throughout en-
tire floor, particularly on main
floor.

2. Designate one executive to
assume full responsibility for the
Defense Savings Campaign.

3. Refer to Defense Savings
Stamps in every newspaper ad-
vertisement.

4. Make Defense Stamps avail-
able to every clerk who handles
cash.

5. Inaugurate a contest with
prizes to emplcyees who sell the

most stamps.
6. Train every clerk to say,
“May I give you part of your

change in'stamps.?”

7. See that every customer gets
literature on Defense Savings
Stamps.

8. Display Defense Savings
signs and posters throughout the
store.

9. Maintain a permanent win-
dow display regarding Defense
Savings.

10. When bonuses are paid to
employees, pay them with Defense
Savings Stamps.

11. Administer, with the coop-
eration of and upon the initiative
of your employees, a systematiz
savings plan for the purchase of
Defense Savings Stamps through
payroll allotments.

12. Keep in close touch with
local retail chairmen named by
your State Defense Savings chair-
man.

Blame Sewage For

-~ Many Epidemics

CHICAGO. (UP) — Five hun-

dred epidemics, resulting in 125,-|

000 illnesses and 1,200 - known
deaths, have been traced to sew-
age cantaminated water in the
last 17 years, acording to an arti-
cle by E. K. Gubin published in
Hygeia.

Gubin said the total number of
illness and deaths probably would
be raised considerably by epide-
mies which were caused by con-
taminated water but could not be
traced to that source.

He warned that unless extreme
precautions are taken, the water-

borne epidemic rate is due to in-
crease considerably during coming
months in areas near army camps
and defense projects.

“Recognizing that one epidemic
caused by sewage polluted water
can cause more deaths than many
enemy bombing planes, the federal
government is planning to use
federal funds to build proper sew-
age disposal plants in boom cities,”
he said.

A new sewage treatment process
has been developed for cities of
5,000 to 20,000 population and is
now in successfull operation in
three communities in the U. S.
The new system, known as the
“nonbiological, odorless process,”
is simple and inexpensive to build
and easy to operate.

“This new process,” Gubin said,
“removes 99 per cent of all solid
matter in sewage, while the best
of other processes removes only
by using costly and complicated
machinery.

“Most processes have sludge to
dispose of. The new process sim-
ply converts this sludge into car-
bon and uses the carbon to “in-
oculate and deodorize the incom-
ing sewage. Thus, in effect, the
sewage helps to treat itself.”
