Commissioners
Put Through Pay
Hikes for County

[Employees and office holders in
[Eastland County will begin taking

Commissioners Monday voted an
almost © across the board pay in-
crease ‘of 18 percent for everyone
on the county payroll. Only per-
sons who will not share in the pay
hike are constables and justices of
the peace.

The pay hike broke a 37 year
drouth for many employees, and
most agreed it didn’t come any too
Everything went off smooth-
ly at the regular meeting of the
Court, with no objections from the
floor to the increase. A surprice
move was made by Commissioner !
(Tip) Arther of Precinet 1
(Eastland-Olden-Ranger), when he
voted against the increase. Arther
bolted when other commissioners
would not include constables in the
pay ‘hike. County Judge John Hart
said that justices of the peace did
not want to be put on a salary
basis, and that was the reason -jus-
tice precinet officials did not share
the increase. Arther then asked
the Court to ‘put the constables
back on the same pay scale that
they had twe years ago when they
were handed a big pay cut. His mo-

Pay of grand jurors and jurors
was also increased by the Court.

Railroads Pay

$21,216 Tax Bill
To Eastland Co.

Texas raitroads paid $27,216 in
1955 in taxes to Eastland county,
according to the Texas Railroad
Association.

That amount was Eastland coun-
ty’s share of the $9,244,570 the
railroads paid throughout t h e
state.

In addition, of course, was the
large total in taxes the railroads’
more than 50,000 employees con-
tributed on their own property.
The vast majority of railroad
workers, many ofi whom. live  in
Eastland  county, own their own
homes. :

The largest railroad contribu-
tion in Eastland county was for
the support of education. The
school tax for 1955 totaled $14—
004.

City and village taxes amounted
to ‘$4,434, while the share of the
county government’s operating ex-
paid for by the railroads
The road a n dI
fund ' gained « $2,521 from
railroads in 1955. All other
Fast-

land county ‘to $27,216.

“T am glad to note that nearly
half of the taxes paid by the rail-
$4,161,052, went for the
\uppolt of Texas schools,” said
MeCalla, general counsel
for the Texas Railroad Associa-
tion. “Now, more than ever, the
future of oul country and state
depends upon the education of our
youth. Many of our railroads recog-
nize this fact-and, in addition to
contribting toward education with
tax money, have made numerous

sclholal“ships available.”

Having sprung from the same
neck’ of the woods ds Doc Davis
of Fastland, namely Sherman, in
Grayson County, we very frequent-
ly drop by his drug store in the
county seat for a jam session and
invariably run into a story.

Erika is
pronounced to rhyme with “Am-
erica,” and  Nafe is plonounoed
to rhyme with ‘“Cafe.”

The reason Erika is in . t h i8S
country is this: Several years ago

Everything was almnged and
they left - their home in Mainz,
West Germany, last July 18, land-
ing in New York. The flwht made

Omar Burleson
Introduces Bill
To Aid Rancher

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Cong-
ressman Omar Burleson today in-
troduced a bill to provide addition-
al relief for the drouth stricken
Southwestern area.

According to Burleson, the bill
embraces a two-fold approach to
the drouth problem. For immedi-
ate assistance, it specifically, in-
structs the Secretary of Agricul-
ture to assist in providing protein
f e e d concentrates (cottonseed
cake.) “An immediate supply of
protein cake appears essential to
the maintenance of the range
herds- of the pasture area of the
Southwest”” Burleson said. “It is
felt that this is far cheaper than
the feeding of hay or grain, for
which assistance is now available
under the current program. This
is based on the established practice
of the livestock thdustry of the
Southwest, which has ‘for many
years relied on protein cake to car-
ry herds through the winter.”

A second part of this program is
much more far-reaching and en-
visions an extensive Soil Conserva-
tion program through the use of a
deferred grazing practices.

Burleson says, “At this time the
average stockman finds his pastur-
es almost  completely denuded.
With the coming of the slightest

irain he will be under pressure to

put livestock back on whatever
grass may appear. He owes money
on his land; he owes the bank, he
may even owe a grocery bill. His
only way to meet these obliga-
tions is to put livestock on his
land. He realizes that to graze the
land before the grass has a chance
to recover will result in still furth-
er deterioration of the turf. But
he has no other choice. The history
sections of the world
shows that large areas of once pro-
ductive grasslands have become
deserts simply because of over-
grazing when time was needed to
recover from drought. The present
disaster in the Southwest could
well become a permanent condi-
tion unless we profit by past ex-
perience and provide a program
that will enable land owners to
give the land a chance to recover.
Such a program is offered in the
bill.

“Under the proposed bill, the De-
partment of Agriculture would
make payments to land owners who

will defer the use of their depleted

pasture lands for periods of not
less than 12 months. It would be-
come effective at once in t h e
drouth disaster area and continue
for a period of three years after
the drouth has broken. It would
provide payments at the normal
rental value of the land. Thus,
thousands of stockmen could take
steps which they know to be sound
from a conservation standpoint,
but which they could not other-
wise affort to take.”

Duval "Refugees”

Cut Population

By 43 Per Cent in Fifteen Years

By--FREDERICK HODGSON

SAN DIEGO, TEX.-In Duval
County there has existed “an al-
most indestructible machine of
theft, secrecy and terror.” So
states John Ben Shepperd, Attor-
ney General of Texas.

If Shepperd be right is it any
wonder that Duvalans flee to free-
dom through ‘the Mesquite Cur-
tain?

Bettveen 1940 and 1955, in-
clusive, Duval ‘County lost 43 per
cent of her population.

In 1940 there were 20,565 peo-
ple living in the County according
to the U. S. Census. .

By 1950 the population had
dropped officially to 15,5683.

By 1955 the population had
dropped to an estimated 12,000,
give or take a hundred or so
either way.

This figure is based on a usual-
ly accurate barometer, on’ the
school population which varies
directly as the total population.

In 1950 there were 5,077 child-
ren attending public schools in
Duval. By 1955 the number of
children in school had dropped |
to 4,150, a loss of 927 in five
years. The 1940 figure was .6,213.

All of* the above figures are
taken from the authoritative Tex-
as Almanac—except the per cent-
ages.

Seven other Texas counties
touch on the borders of Duval.
These are Brooks, Jim Hogg, Jim
Wells, La Salle, Live Oak, Webb
and McMullen.

All but two of these counties
show population increases for the
same period; the exceptions are
Live Oak and tiny McMullen—and
their losses are small.

In sharp contrast Brooks gained
44.5 per cent; Jim Wells, 38.3 per
cent ‘and Webb gained 22.3 per
cent. These figures are for 1940-
50. School population jumped in
these three counties between 1950
and 1955, indicating a proportion-
ate population gain.

Ask a Parr proponent to ex-

It isn’t’ explained how the
drought affects Duval more than
her seven neighbors.

Nor what big cities exist in
those seven counties. The only
“big city” is Webb’s Laredo with
an estimated 59,000 people.

There can be but one answer
for the Duval exodus. Too many
people found life there unpleasant,
unbearable, unsafe or unprofit-
able. So they packed up their
families and vamoosed.

I was sitting in a restaurant
in Jourdanton, the Atascosa coun-
ty town, when a man came over
and wanted to know. what  was
going on at the courthouse He
thought I was a lawyer, and vis-
iting lawyers® are celebrities in
Jourdanton. ]

I told him that Judge Barrow
was hearing a case having to
do with ParPF's 55,711-acre Dobie
Ranch.

“Use’ta live in San Diego
onc’t,” the man said.

I asked him why hé left the
place.

“Couldn’t raise my kids there
proper,” he said. “I got beatened
up onc’t and we didn’t want our
kids to see their daddy get beat-
ened up.”

‘When I pulled out my note book
to jot down his name the man
added this: “Nope, Nope. I got a
married sister still livin’ there.”

The list of people forced to
leave Duval County for one rea-
son or another, frightened out or
ordered out, is as long as your

arm, people whose names are on
the record. i

Let’s consider a speech by Ri-
cardo Barton, wealthy Duval and
Jim Wells rancher, former Parr
stalwart and now a foe of the
Machine.

It takes courage to face up to
one’s past and obey the dictates
of conscience. Barton, over the
protests of his fearful family,
showed up at an anti-Parr elec-
tion rally and made a speech.
This, in part, is what he said:.

“T've been with the Duke in
stealing from the school kids...
Sixteen years ago Parr ran my
own brother out of the county...
I could tell you a few things
about an unsolved murder or two
...I want you all to know the
truth about the Possum (the La-
tins’ nickname for Parr, El Tla-
cuache—the Possum) even if I
have to go to prison for it.”

The exodus is not only from
Duval. People are deserting the
Parr camp in droves.

Most important of the defec-
tions, of course, is the present
District Judge Woodrow
Laughlin, @ former Parr man
who was once unceremoniously
tossed out of office by the Texas
Supreme Court. Duval County
Judge Dan Tobin is another. Yet
another is Manuel Marroquin, now
editor of the anti-Parr bi-lingual
tabloid newspaper “New Duval.’’

Marroquin, the man described
by Assistant Attorney General
Sidney Chandler as having “more
intestinal fortitude than any other
man in the county,” gives an ‘in-
teresting sidelight on the Duke of
Duval—and it’s by the sidelights,
the little things, that we under-
stand people. Here’s Marroquin’s
story, taken directly from a tape
recording:

“TI started to sell milk in my
store and George Parr came in.
I said ‘George, will you do me a
favor, take a bottle of milk and
go outside with it, let people see
you with it?’ .

“George said to me, he said
‘Meme’ — he always called me
Meme, that’s short for Manuel
you know—he said ‘Meme, you
know I don’t drink milk’ and he
started to go out.

“I said, ‘George, I know you
don’t drink milk, but if people
see you with my milk they’ll buy
it from me.’

“He said, ‘Sure, Meme, give me
a bottle of milk.’

“And I said, ‘I won’t charge
you anything.” He put the money
down anyway and I said ‘If you
want to throw the bottle away
after the people see you with it,
then throw it away. Just let the
people see you with my milk and
they’ll buy my milk.’

“He went out of my store and
held up' the bottle of milk and
he waved it'and before he got in
his car he told everybody what
fine milk I had. And he waved
the bottle of milk out of the win-
dow of his car after he got in his
€r and droye off.

“For three days everybody in
San Diego buys my milk. Every-
body in San Diego’s drinking milk,
then... Wham! Nobody 7at all
buys my milk. T had all my milk
and it went bad. I lost plenty of
money. You know what that
blankety blank so and so. did?
His pistoleros found out they
could make money with milk so
George gave the milk business to
a deputy sheriff.”

If that isn’t a whimsical switch
on old-style Bossism I'd like to
know what it is. If the men who
bossed Chicago in the days of Al
Capone ever hear of it they’ll be
doing a dervish act in their
graves. Milk!

Later Marroquin opened a tor-

1 tilla bakery. Parr put him out of

business.

Marroquin today is one of the
Duval emigres. The five members
of the Marroquin family have
helped swell the census of neigh-
boring Jim Wells County.
“Meme,” with his Winchester al-
ways at the ready, lives just
across the county line on Highs
way 44. :

Take the case of another refus
gee, Jose Serna, brother of Dona=
to Serna, now the Duval County .
auditor. Jose owned a cafe in San
Diego and incurred the displea-
sure of the Boss. Here’s how Do-
nato tells the story: :

“George Parr drove my-brother
out of the County, out of San Di-
ego. Deputy sheriffs blocked the
entrance to his place of business.
They’d arrest customers who had
one beer and charge them with
drunken driving whether they
owned automobiles or not. They
didn’t . press any charges, just
scared them so they wouldn’t. go
in my brother’s place any more.

“I went across the street with
a loaded camera to take a piec-
ture for evidence'and George Parr
grabbed his pistol and ran across

he street to me, cursing in Span-
ish. Tried to grab my camera.
Amaya ‘(Manuel  Amaya, then
deputy sheriff and now chief of
police in San Diego) hit my cam-
era with.the barrel of his gun. |

“Amaya said ‘You’re both (Do-
nato and Jose) under arrest. Get
in that car’ We got in and I
said ‘All right, arrest me but
don’t hit me. They took.us to .
the courthouse. George put his

on the head with a five-cell flash-
light. T sat down on the jailer’s
bunk. He was beating me u
when Amaya took the flashlight
away from him. Amaya put: the
camera on the table and they tore
it to.pieces. Then George told us
‘Get the hell out of here. We
went.” .

Donato Serna stayed in Duval
to fight. X A

In Duval these days a man
either fights for Parr or fights
against him. The days of “inactive
subversion” are over. In Duval
it’s physically impossible to sit
on your hands and straddle the
fence at one and the same time. =

I first heard that term “inactive
subversion” a few weeks ago in
Austin as I sat and talked about
Duval with John Ben Shepperd, .
who knows more about the county,
probably, than any other person
outside the immediate vicinity.
Shepperd’s knowledge has grown
out of his early, undercover vis-
its to Duval back in 1953, when
he waited in ‘a dark ranch house 4
to talk with anti-Parr citizens
who he said came stealing out of
the bushes in the dark after park-
ing their cars a mile away. Some-
times, he tells, they changed cars
two or three times on the way to
the rendezvous to keep from be-
ing followed by Parr men.
+ Months of this undercover in-
vestigation gave Shepperd enough
information to sustain a frontal
attack on the stronghold of Parr.

When the Parr dictatorship was
first battened down on Duval, con-
solidating itself into “an almost
indestructible machine  of theft,
secrecy and terror,” the people
were 1gnorant, miserable, exploit-
ed and politically inexperienced.
Perhaps_ they cannot be blamed
for letting themselves get caught
in the coils. Today they’re still
miserable, still exploited and the
1’1}1teracy‘ rate is among the very
highest in the State of Texas.
But they’ve had political er-
lence thrust upon them. e@

Quien sabe? Who knows, per-
haps with upsurge of real democ-
racy in the county that catas-
trophic population drop will be
halted, even reversed.

Thank§ to men like Serna, and
Marroquin, and Shepperd and

many, many others, Duval m

Futyre Tense Law

You can tell a lot about people
by the way they regard time.

‘Do they put stock mostly in the
past—their record; the present—
their direct joy in work or play;
or the future— their plans.

Why not use all three dimens-
ions of time? Past experience ' to
guide, the predent for zest, and
the future to realize dreams.

Lawyers report a sharp shift in
the way people regard time and
the law: If old they thought of law
in terms of past facts like failures
to meet legal duties, misdeeds, ete.
—facts useful chiefly in lawsuits.

You still have to think of the
record, since you may have to go
to trial some time. So keep good
records of your affairs.

But more and more people now
also think of the law in the future
tense—in terms of built-in safe-
guards for plans which they want
to go through without legal hitch-
es.

Our heavy income and death
taxes have made people plan ahead
legally, rather than wait for the
ax to fall. ¢

Any time you buy or sell a home
or a business or maye an invest-
ment you have choices of how you
may do it—some wise, some not;
in' viesv of - your circumstances.
Should you insist on an abstract or
accept or offer instead a title in-
surance: policy ?

10,000 members to. start-a herd
brucellosis  vaccination program
immediately. “Beginning Jan. 1,

the federal government will re-
quire a certificate of vaccination
or a negative blood test of all int-
erstate shipment of ecattle except
steers, spayed heifers and calves
under eight months of age,” Hudg-
ins said. -He also mentioned: that
there is a possibility of embargos
from some states. l
Hudgins advised cattlemen * to
carry out'a program designated as
Plan C. Under: this plan' all fe-
males between the ages of four,
and eight months in dairy ‘cattle
and’ four and 1 2 months in beef
cattle must be wvaccinated with-
strain 19 - brucellosis vaccine.
“The 'state is furnishing = free’
vaccing,” he said. “Details can be
worked out through local veterin-
arians.” Under the mew regulation
cattlemen were advised that viola-
tion of the new rules constitutes a
federal offense. :
