Now all that needs to be done is 
for Eastland to get to work and 
raise its part of the money needed 
for this restoration project. Being 
such fine money-raisers as they 
are, we don’t see why those East- 
landites can’t get up at least two 
or three thousand dollars on this 
thing and send the money on over 
like good neighbors should.

And then, too, Eastland could

Derrick by paying some of her 
back dues on fishing,rights out at 
Lake Leon. Ranger has been good 
enough to permit her to use the 
back side of that lake for a little 
crawdad fishing, and a little Der­
rick money could be collected from 
that source.

following might be of interest to 
everyone who may and who may 
not give blood donations, whether 
for Robbie or anyone else.

These interesting facts were 
sent to the Times by the Wadley 
Blood Center and are as follows;

Persons who may become blood 
donors include any adult in good 
health-of ages 18 to 65 inclusive, 
and unmarried minors 18-20 years 
of age who have written concent 
of parents or legal guardians on 
printed form provided by blood 
centers.

Persons not acceptable include;
1. Those who have malaria or 

malta fever.
2. Those who have, or have had, 

diabetes or tuberculosis.
3. Those who have a cold, sore 

throat or acute allergy or who 
have had attack of hay fever with- 
’in previous two weeks.

4. Women who Weigh less than 
110 pounds.

5. Men who weigh less than 125 
pounds.

6. Those who are pregnant or 
who have been pregnant in the 
past 9 months or who have had 
Rh trouble, Rh babies or trans­
fusion reaction due to Rr.

7. Those who have had major 
surgery done within the past 9 
months, or have had a serious head 
injury.

8. Those having had a confining 
type of illness within the past 
month.

9. Those having had jaundice 
(yellow skin) not due to gall 
stones.

10. Those having a very high 
blood pressure.

11. Those having heart disease 
of incapacitating type.

12. Those who have active 
stomach ulcers.

Wadley Blood Center has-also 
laid down a few simple rules to 
follow on the day a person expects 
to give blood. Says the Blood 
Center:

1. Be sure you have had suf­
ficient sleep and rest.

2. Three hours before the dona­
tion you may eat light foods —  
fi-uit juices, black coffee, dear 
tea. You must noj eat fatty foods 
such as whole milk, cream, mayon­
naise, butter, eggs, meat, Soup, 
oils, cheese. .

3. After you dorjate your blood 
you may drink hot or cold liquids 
such as milk, coffee, fruit juice or 
carbonated drinks. It is best not 
to smoke for one hour after giv­
ing blood.

the college campus as the f i r s t  
step to be taken in their project 
to pave all the streets in the col­
lege area sometime within t h e  
year 1957..

The Ex-Students and the Col­
lege have made arrangements with 
the City of Ranger to build the 
curbs and gutters at a cost of $1.00 
a foot, whereas the ordinary cost 
is approximately $1.75. Under the 
arrangements they will be getting 

! a $5,250 job for $3,000.
The city has agreed to furnish 

the labor for the project, since the 
men are on the payroll anyway, if 
the Ex-Students and the College 
will furnish the materials, cost of 
which has been figured to be $1.00 
a foot. Measurement within, the 
college area shows that between 
2,500 and 3,000 feet of curbs and 
gutters are needed.

At the present time the whole 
area is a mud hole after a siege of 
wet weather, as has been proved 
within tlie past 10 days, and the 
new curbs and gutters would 
solve the drainage problem t h e  
instant they were installed.

Without calling- on anybody in 
particular at the present time, in 
an effort to keep the project on a 
strict volunteer basis as far as pos­
sible, both the College and t h e  
Ex-Students Association would ap­
preciate receiving contibutions 
from as many people as can pos­
sibly make them, and they call on 
individuals and firms to buy as 
many ‘feet” as they possibly can 
this coming week, at ¿1.00 a foot.

Contributions can be made by 
mailing a check to Dr. Price Ash­
ton at the College, or to Pete 
Brashier, president o f the" ExStu- 
dents Paving Committee, or by 
contacting any of the conyuittee 
members who are Mrs. J. P. Mor­
ris, Dewey Cox, Mrs. Roscoe Hop­
per, Jerry Wilson, Alvis Wood and 
D. C. Arterburn.

Donations Horn Clubs and Or­
ganizations are also solicited if 
they feel they would like to have 
a part in helping- to beautify the 
College Campus with curbs and 
gutters and paved streets. When 
the project is completed, the col­
lege campus will be one of the most 
beautiful , areas within the city, 
and it is hoped that everyone can 
have a part even if only $1.00 for 
one foot is given.

Dr. Ashton has also made a very 
lucky purchase that will help later 
on when the time comes to asphalt 
the streets, after the curbs have 
been built. He found an asphalting 
machine in a government surplus 
sale that sells for $2,000, and he 
was able to buy this machine for 
only $80. With it, the cost of com­
pleting- the paving will be reduced 
tremendously later on down the 
line. '

The voluntary contribution cam­
paign to raise the $3,000 for curbs 
and gutters is now on, and every­
one in town, who can give anything 
at all, is asked to get in touch 
with any of the people named 
heretofore, early next week, and 
make their contribution or at least 
state what they are willing to give, 
and someone can come around and 
pick up the donation.

The Times will make some an­
nouncement Tuesday on how the 
campaign is progressing, and it is 
loped all of tlja money can be 
.-aised this next week.

Recoid Supply 
Canned Sweet 
Corn On Hand

to purchase a large pantry shelf 
supply of this versatile food. Can­
ned sweet corn knows no season, 
it fits into menus the year round.

Corn fritters or corn pancakes 
served with melted butter or mar­
garine, hot syrup and sausage 
make a delicious supper for the 
family and guests. Just add a cup 
of well drained whole kernel corn 
to a fritter or pancake recipe that 
makes four servings. Corn waffles 
are good, too.

For six servings of tasty suc­
cotash, combine a No. 2 can of 
whole kernel corn with half the 
liquid; a No. 2 can green lima 
bens with half the liquid and two 
tablespoons chopped onion cooked 
bacon drippings. Season with salt 
and pepper, simmer 20 to 30 
minutes and serve.

Creole corn is a quickie made 
by combining canned whole kernel 
corn, chopped onion, chopped green 
pepper, salt,^pepper and canned 
tomatoes. Simmer over a low 
flame about 30 minutes.

And if it’s an Irish dish you’re 
wantin’, make it Corn O’Brien—  
it’s Irish in name, anyway. Saute 
chopped green pepper until tender 
and add it with chopped pimiento 
to cream style canned corn.

Combine one No. 2 can cream 
style com, one tablespoon sugar, 
Vz teaaspoon salt, dash pepper. 
Add two well-beaten eggs, one cup 
milk, two tablespoons melted but­
ter or margarine or bacon drip­
pings. Mix well and pour into 
greased one quart baking dish. 
Top with !4 cup bread crumbs.

(3?5 degrees F.) 45 minutes or 
until set.
