W e have been stopped count­
less times by people wanting to 
know if something could not he 
said that would cause these dog- 
owners to keep the things at 
home. Women have called us on 
the phone who were literally 
frantic with frayed nerves 
brought on by all-night dog 
fights.

Right outside our own window 
here at the Times, within four 
feet of our desk, there was a dog 
fight the other day involving at 
least 20 or 25 of the animals, and 
for a while around here it was like 
being in the middle of a cyclone.

The pattern is nearly always 
the same— one iittle she dog and 
anywhere from 10 to 20 males 
traveling in a pack with her, every 
last one of thiem spoiling for a 
fight.

We will say right here In print 
the same thing we have told all 
these people orally, No, Mam, and 
No, Sir, nothing can be said to 
cause dog-owners to keep up their 
dogs. There is no City Ordinance 
requiring them to do it, and some 
wouldn’t do it even if there were 
an ordinance.

But there is something that 
can be DONE about getting 
RID of them.

There is a City Ordinance 
which says all dogs must be vac­
cinated and tagged. Those that 
are not can be picked up.

Now here is what we think can 
and should be done about it, be­
fore the City starts picking up 
untagged dogs and bumping 
them off.

Mad-dog season is just around 
the corner. It has already start­
ed in many places, and there is 
a siege of it in Brownwood.

Officials of the City of Ran­
ger can make up their minds 
that for the safety of the citiz­
enship as a whole, the City Ord­
inance requiring all dogs- to' be

Lions Shown How 
To Increase 
Reading Speed

Dr. Grady Jolly, Abilene Opto­
metrist, brother of Dr. M. E. Jolly 
of Ranger, brought the rirogram 
to the Ranger Lions Club at its 
regular weekly meeting- Thursday 
at RJC Cafeteria.

By the use of a motion picture 
film, slides and charts, Dr. Jolly 
showed members of the club how 
to increase their speed in reading 
by allowing the eyes to grasp 
whole groups olj words at a time 
rather than to scan along- word for 
word on a printed page.

Dr. Jolly told o f students in 
Abilene who had increased their 
reading speed from 260 words per 
minute to 1108 words per minute. 
One student went from 190 to 3,- 
540, and another student, a lawyer 
who broke the record, went from 
277 to 4,584 words per minute, us­
ing- the new system.

The slowest readers, Dr. Jolly 
j said, are those who spell out each 
! word and then pronounce it. Other 
¡slow readers are those who pro- 
i nounee each word, whether it is 
| out loud or only in file mind.

The rapid scanner not only 
reads more words and covers more 

. pages, Dr. Jolly sard, but under- 
| stands what he has read much more 
j thoroughly than the slow, plodding- 
reader.

Walllabfe, 
together with Lester Crossley and 
Jess Cole, were appointed to a 
committee to secure the pick-up 
trucks, and Jess Cole was made 
general truck chairman to see 
that the vehicles were dispatched 
properly to all sections of the city.

The city will also be divided in­
to four sections, and Chairman 
Wallace is to appoint one man in 
each section of the city to patrol 
his particular section to make sure 
the trucks pick up everything in 
sight that is supposed to be hauled 
off.

Due to the fact that some ex­
pense will be connected with the 
campaign, such as paying extra 
workers on the pick-up detail and 
buying a little gasoline for people 
who volunteer their trucks, a fin­
ance committee was appointed to 
raise $100 by some manner or 
means with A1 Larson as chairman, 
assisted by Jake Lawson and F. P. 
Brashier, Sr.

In order to give publicity to the 
event and to create a city-wide in­
terest in all homes and among as 
many people as possible, a com­
mittee was appointed to work with 
school principals and teachers in 
having school pupils make posters 
stressing health, sanitation a n d  
community pride in connection 
with Clean-Up Days.

These posters will be put up in

What's Cooking?
vaccinated and tagged is going 
to be enforced to the letter with 
no exceptions.

To give everybody a fair 
chance the officials can then set 
aside one week as “Dog Tag 
W eek,”  in which this vaccinat­
ing and tagging can be done. 
They can station a Veterinarian 
at a certain spot, easily acces­
sible to everyone, and advertise 
it widely through the paper that 
this is Dog Tag Week and so- 
and so is positively the last day.
After that, the City of Ranger 

can hire a dog catcher and pick up 
every stray dog in town that 
doesn’t have a tag. That would get 
95 per cent of the strays. That 
would break up the wolf packs. 
That would solve the problem and 
that would be legal.

Generally speaking, people who 
care enough for their dogs to have 
them vaccinated and tagged, usual­
ly take care of them and keep them 
up. Fully 95 per cent of the dogs 
running wild now are not tagged, 
in full and open violation of the 
law. And if a dog is worth any­
thing at all, he should be vaccinat­
ed for his own protection. -

We realize this will make us 
mighty unpopular among peopie 
who have dogs that are running- 
loose.' But we will just have to be 
unpopular. Not only are the dogs 
a menace to public safety, but they 
are a public nuisance, and almost 
anything is legal and legitimate- 
when it comes to stamping out a 
public nuisance.

If all you people will just keep 
telephoning the right place you can 
get something done about it. Your 
calls are already having effect. We 
know.

And if this Dog Tag Week  
does go into effect, let’s not 
have any stories about some poor 
little boy holding tightly on to 
his dog and crying his eyes out 
because he hasn’ t got the money 
to have him vaccinated and the 
mean old dog catcher is going 
to shoot him.

The City of Ranger is not go­
ing to shoot any little boy’s dog 
just to see him wiggle. If any 
little boy and his parents come 
down and say they haven’t got 
the money (and' the City can tell 
if they are telling the truth) 
he can get his dog vaccinated.

As a newspaperman we’ve 
been through this dog situation 
every year, somewhere, for the 
past 25 years, and we know 
some people always want to 
make a fight against obeying 
the law when it comes to dogs, 
and will cook up all kinds of 
stories, and will fight you quick­
er over a dog than they will a 
child, but the only way to stop 
dog trouble is to decide on a 
legal course of action and then 
carry it out.

As we say, keep phoning the 
right place, folks. Enough drops 
of water will wear away the 
hardest stone.

Soil Bank Land 
Eligible For 
ACP Practices

COLLEGE STATION —  Land 
which has been placed in the Soil 
Bank, either the Acreage Reserve 
or Conservation Reserve, is still 
eligible for Federal cost-sharing in 
carrying out practices under the 
Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram (A C P), Tom Prater, extens­
ion farm management specialist, 
reminded Texas farmers this week.

But, he said, applications for 
cost-sharing for conservation prac­
tices must be filed with the county 
AS.C committee before any prac­
tice is. undertaken. Too, the coun­
ty committee is the best source of 
information on practices which 
have been approved for ACP cost­
sharing in the county for t h i s  
year. Approved practices vary by 
counties, therefore, checking with 
the county committee is very im­
portant.

Applications are now being re­
ceived for the 1957 ACP at most 
county offices. All applications for 
approved practices that are re­
ceived in time for inclusion under 
this year’s program will receive 
equal consideration, said Prater.
