'W R ITE  CLEARLY' ASKS 
RANGER POSTMASTER 
TO  SPEED M A IL  FLOW

One of the biggest problems 
postal employees face is ille­
gible handwriting. At Christ­
mastime, wlien mail volumes 
skyrocket, this can become a 
■major problem, Poslmast e r 
Max Ohr said Wednesday.

“ The use of ZIP C'Odes by 
mailers does help speed up 
the process because often if 
the city and state are unread­
able the ZIP Code will direct 
the mail to the post office 
from which it will be deliver­
ed. Clerks in that post office, 
beingm ore familiar with local 
residents, may be abe to fig­
ure out the person to whom 
the mail should be delivered.

Another significant problem 
is the number of parcels de­
layed or actually undelivered 
■beoause of poor wrapping or 
packing. Postmaster Ohr ur-

ged that special care be tak­
en to see that each package is 
tightly stuffed and that noth­
ing rattles around inside.

Parcels are generally ship­
ped in bags and often heavier 
items rest on top of smaller, 
lighter packages. The post­
master encouraged mailers to 
be a bit cautious and insure 
all packages.

All parcels should be ad­
dressed on only one side and 
should have the address writ­
ten somewhere on the inside 
of the package in case the ex­
terior wrapping should come 
off. It is a good idea to also 
enclose a list of the contents.

Poor packaging and illegible 
or incorrect addressing ac­
counts for aibout half a mil­
lion undelivered parcels each 
year.

UVCore than a million people 
in rural America may bene­
fit frci.Tri' an expansion in fi­
nancial support for rural 
community facilities and 
family farms authorized by 
recent legislation, L. J. Cap- 
pieman, Farmers Home Ad­
ministration State Director 
for Texas, reported this 
week.

Private investors will pro­
vide the bulk of the funds on 
an insured basis through US- 
DA’s Farmers Home Admin­
istration.

The legislation signed into 
law by President Johnson on 
October 7; •

1 - authorizes an increase 
from $2C0 to $450 million in 
the Farmers Home Admin­
istration’s ability to insure 
loans in any one year for 
rural community facilities in­
cluding water .supply and 
waste disposal systems, and 
for the development and 
purchase of family far.m'S.

2 -provides, for the fir=;t 
time, this type of credit for 
rural wia.ste disposal systems.

3 - authorizes, for the first 
time, grants to supplement 
this type of credit for rural 
■ w a t e r  di.sposal systems. 
Grant authority may not ex­
ceed 50 per cent of the con­
struction of a project nop a 
total of $50 imillion a year.

4 - authorizes, for the first 
time, grants totaling $4 mil­
lion a year for comprehensive 
planning of water and sewage 
systems.

5 - increases from 2,500 to 
5,500 the size of towns eligi­
ble for such assistance.

6 - increases from $1 to $4 
million the 'maximum size of 
a loan, or a combination loan 
and grant for water supply or 
wia.ste disposal systems.

"rhe 1,600 field offices of the 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion are being notified to ac­
cept applications under the 
expanded credit authorities 
Grant assistance will not be 
available until funds are ap­
propriated by Congress.
