They’ll be looking for the 
National Junior College title 
in the Sunflower State.

The Rangers, under the gui­
dance of Coach Rob Butler,

began their quest for confer­
ence and regional honors in 
1965, advancing to the region- 
als that year only to have the 
efforts thwarted. In 1966 the 
Rangers once again participat­
ed in the Region V tourna­
ment only to see their hopes 
melt under the scorching at­
tack of Dallas Baptist in the 
final game.

The 1966-67 Rangers have 
survived the season, which 
appeared most formidable at 
the beginning, with a near 
perfect 28-2 record. The two 
blemishes are a result of the 
second meeting with two fine 
junior college teams. The first 
loss of the season was a 75-74 
thriller at Lawton, Okla., to 
Cameron Junior College. Next

it was in an overtime affair 
with Dallas Baptist. Dallas 
won 'that one in the last five 
minutes.

The losses proved to be in­
significant however, both in 
team performance and nation­
al ratings. The Rangers boun­
ced back, winning the confer­
ence and regional champion­
ships and will carry the num-

tional tournament.

If there is a secret to the 
success of the team, iit surely 
must be that they are, in fact, 
“a team.”

'The Rangers are no ex­
ception to the rule. The top 
six, consisting of the starting 
five plus the number one “six­
th man” in Junior College bas­
ketball, make up a small gal- 
axie with Ulric Cobb being of 
the highest magnitude.

Cobb, the leading scorer and 
rebounder for the Rangers has 
been named to the all-tourna­
ment team and elected the 
tournament’s most valuable 
player during the recent reg­
ion V playoffs.

The Rangers will meet Vin­
cennes, Indiana, Tuesday aft­
ernoon at 3:30 p.m. for their 
first game of the tournament.

Ranger and area fans will 
be with the Rangers in spirit 
and “not-a-small” delegation 
will be in the stands in Kan­
sas to cheer on the Ranger Jr.

RUBINOFF AND VIOLIN 
ARE HERE WEDNESDAY 
FOR SPECIAL CONCERT

In Show business or the 
musical profession, it is leg­
end that “ the show must go 
on” regardless of anyting el­
se. Bach year, Rubinoff and 
his Violin travel thousands of 
miles to meet scheduled ap­
pearances in concert. Rubin­
off is appearing here in Ran­
ger on March 15 at RJC Aud­
itorium. Sometimes meeting 
schedules is almost an im­
possibility. Unusual exper- 
ences are incurred 'and even 
humorous situations develop. 
Seeing the genial, relaxed vio­
linist on the stage and seem­
ing to enjoy himself as much 
as his audiences enjoy him, it 
is dfficul't to realize the ad­
venturous situations which de­
velop in traveling.

Once on The Tamiami Trail 
down the west coast of Flori-I 
da, Rubinoff and his party' 
left late at night for Miami 
not realizing the superstition 
of the Indians for staying in-| 
side at niglit caused all the 
gasoline stations to close soon 
after dusk. With every sta­
tion closed and the tank re­
gistering emipty, it 'began to 
look as if the night would b e ' 
spent in the car and just wait 
for morning. Just at tha t 
minute, a darkened station 
loomed up on the side of the 
road. Two huge dogs barked 
so furiously that it didn’t look 
safe -to get out of the car. 
Rubinoff did the next best 
thing - he yelled at the top of 
his voice “ This is Rubinoff- 
we’re out of gas!! A light 
appeared and the reluctant 
owner finally came out. Only 
after Rubinoff showed him his 
violin 'and 'proved his identifi­
cation, did he proceed to fll 
the tank. And so once again 
the schedule was kept with 
no delay.

Blow-outs, blizzards, r o a d  
detours, cancellation of plane 
flights due to weather, sud­
den floods ima'king impass - 
able obstructions, fogs, sand 
storms, icy roads, have lall 
been encountered by Rubin­
off On his touring of the nat­
ion. But luck seems to al­
ways be in his favor. So far

not one engagement has been 
missed and it is a rarity for 
him to be fifteen minutes late 
even on his early morning 
arrivals for . his favorite hob­
by of appear i n g  in “ free”  
school assemb li es in every 
city he visits. He has hitch­
hiked with. good Smaritans of 
the road, been pulled out of 
snow banks, landed blind in a 
sand storm in an army plane 
■and countl e ss other experi­
ences, bu t •— THE SHOW 
DID GO ON !

Some of America’s- largest 
cities have turned out record- 
breaking audiences to wel - 
came Rubinoff, world-famous 
radio and concert artist, and 
his famous $100,000 Stradiva­
rius violin. One record-break­
ing 'audience, thrilled by Ru'b- 
inoff and his violin, was in 
Chicago’s famous Grant Park 
more than 150,000 gathered to 
hear him play. However,

HINTS

Home Demonstration Agent

monstration Council met re­
cently. During the business 
session, plans for a spring 
trip to the Chandor Gardens 
in Weatherford -were discuss­
ed. All the county home de­
monstration club women are 
looking forward to visiting the 
gardens which were created 
by Douglas Chandor in 1936.

Many of the new -homes be­
ing built today are of the split 
level type. Although the pop­
ular split-1 e V el house has 
many advantages, there are 
some disadva n t a g e s that 
should be studied.

Since the distance between 
the levels is only six to eight 
steps, the space is more easi­
ly accessible than in ta two- 
story house with the same to­
tal space, but more steps . 
Even the few steps between 
the levels in a split-level may 
be considered a disadvant­
age, especially for elderly or 
handicapped people.

The various areas for sleep­
ing, living, and working are 
clearly defined and separated 
in the split-level house which 
allows for more privacy and

quiet for family members.
One big advantage is that 

the split-level house requires 
less space on the lot than a 
one-story house of the same 
total space, leaving more area 
of the lot for outdoor living.

Since th e  split - level 
was originally designed for a 
sloping lot, the exterior ap­
pearance is not always pleas­
ing when the house is on flat 
land. The split-level plan can 
not always be used for a 
small house because many of 
the lines will be short and 
choppy, creating an unsatis­
fying design.

The split-level plan possess­
es some of the economical 
construction features of a two 
story plan, sutch as less roof 
and foundation construction, 
but it may also present pro­
blems in connecting the stag­
gered levels. Because there 
are many variables involved 
in a valid comparison, it is 
difficult to say whether the 
split-level is more economical 
than other types of houses.

Potatoes may be an over­
looked choice for the reduc­
ing diet. A medium-siz e d 
potato, boiled or baked, con­
tains about 100 calories. This 
is about the same number of 
calories as in a large apple, 
orange, or half a grapefruit.

Make a sour cream dessert 
topping -by blending together 
one c u p  of cultured sou r 
cream, two teaspoons grated 
orange peel, and 'two teas­
poons sugar.
