Moisture Lack
s Hampering
County Farmers

La2ck of moisture continues
to hamper Fastland County
agriculture. Small ™ grain
conditions remain poor. The
recent rains have caused
some of the rye to begin
growth, but the rain did not
add much hope for evem fair
yields of oats and wheat in
1967. Most of these crops
were already dead because of
the lack of moisture.

Considerable damagle has
been done to peanut land in
Fastland County by wind ero-
sion this winter. No cover
crops were established be -
cause of the dry condition.
We do not know what effect
this will have on next year’s
peanut crop. There is still
time left to get adequate
moisture before peanut plant-
ing unless the drought con-
tinues th r ough the spring.
Farlier planted crop will be
delayed or lost altogether if
we do not ‘get rain in the
near future.

by the drought has been the
burning of grass land. Far-
mers and ranchers who pro-
perly managed their ranges
and pastures had an excellent
cover of grass going into the
winter. This is necessary for
livestock feed during the win-
ter and to maintain good ran-
ges and pastures. Many far-
mers and ranchers have lost
their grass in a matter of
hours to destructive fires.
This is always a danger in
the winter, but the grass has
been especially vulnerable to
fires because of the dry wea-
ther this year.

Most stock tanks have some
water left, but a shortage of
stock water may be a real
prcblem in KEastland -County
if we do not get rain within
the nmext month or two.

Seen As Real National Problem

Is the problem of heart and
blood vessel disease one that
applies only to the other fel-
low? . Is ‘it a national pro-
blem" only and mnot a local
Troblem? Is it a vague ab-
straction, rather than a hard-
fisted reality?

All three of these questions
must be answered in the ne-
gative. . No individual, no
family is immune. A good
street address is no protec-
tion,  nor is a sizeable bank
‘account. The cardiovascular
diseases are no respectors of
religion or ethnic back-
ground. Here are some fig-
ures:

More than 14 million Amer-
ican adults are suffering from
known heart disease.

Additionaly, there are near-
ly 7 million adults with high
blood pressure.

Beyond these two group-
ings, t here are 13 million
more adult Americans with
suspect heart disease.

Heart and blood vessel dis-
ease kill more Am ericans
each year than all other cau-
ses combined, being responsi-
ble for about 54 per cent of
all”deaths. They take mearly
1 million .American lives
yearly. '

These figures, grim as they
are, do not tell the whole
story. Rather they provid e
the backdrop for a number of
significant trends 4in the con-
tinuing war on heart disease,
some of them quite promis-
ing. Thanks largely to re-
search. undertaken during the
past 20 years, often with
Heart Associati on support,
drampatic gains have been
made ‘&long many lines, such
as inew . methods of control-
ling high blood pressure, of
treating and preventing stro-

search, education and com -
munity service conducted by
the American Heart Associ-
ation and its affiliates will
score new victories on this
front.

At that time we
had one of the finest horse
troughs to be found any-

over in the early 1920’s There
must be very few horse trou-
ghs any place now, except
Washington, D. C., where you
can find just about anything,
including a horse trough.

) The very last one, however,
1s soon to be the victim of
‘“Mr. Clean.”

Ever since the mid 1800’s,
the Niation’s Capital was equ-
ipped with horse troughs, but
now they have all been re-
moved except one because it

was decided they were a
hea.lth menace. The one re-
maining is deep in Rock

Creek Park and the purpose
of it is explained to child-
ren.

No inquiry has been made
as to where the horses of the
mounted Park Police are go-
ing to get a drink of water.
but it will probably be frown-
ed upon if they try to drink
from fountains provided for
people. They could drink out
of Rock Creek but the water
in it 'is not fit for man or
beast because of its contami-
nation.

The original cast iron trou-
ghs were

placed around
Washington in 1870 by the
Washington Humane Society.

The present 70-year old Pres-
ident of the Society says that
the organization, bought the
troughs and the City installed
them. The ownership is still
in the Society, and feeling no
choice, they permitted their
removal. Five or six may be
up for sale soon from $35 to
$40. One very fancy trough
was located in the downtown
business area adjacent to the
site of the new F.B.I. build-
ing soon to be constructed.
It was also donated to the
City in the early 1800’s. Pic-
tures show it to be quite ela-
borate, designed as a foun-
tain to serve horses, birds
and humans. It was only re-
moved last year and is now
in storage in the City ware-
house. It is the property of
the City of Washington, and
the District of Columbia be-
ing the property of all the
people of the United States,
everybody owns g little bit of
a horse trough. No disposi-
tion has been made of it and
there is a question whether it
will be put in a museum. If

The preservation of law and

order is a first and funda-
mental function of govern -
ment at _any . level. . Every

citizen has a right to expect,
and is entitled to expect, his
government to protect his
person and property. Laws
from city ordinances to the
Federal Go v ernment are
made for this purpose, but
laws not enforced, not respec-
ted and the criminal not pun-

lished for violations, are no
laws " at® all.

Since 1790, Congress has
authorized the revision of cri-
minal - statutes on three oc-
casions. The first revision
began shortly after the Civil

| War, in 1886, 'when the crimi-

nal laws were scattered
through 14 volumes of Stat-
utes at Large.

President Andrew Jackson,

with the Congress assenting,
impowered a commission to
examine crimal provision s
to eliminate obsolete provis-
ions and to collect the stat-
utes for republication in.a
body.

In 1879, Congress agamn au-
thorized a commission to re-
vise ‘and codify penal laws of
the United States. These
were updated in 1909, and 39
years passed before another
study was made to mecdern-
ize the Criminal Code.

At the present time the
President is appointing ano-
ther commission to revise,

clarify and codify.

; This unexpected court act-
ion has %banged redistricting
from a routine cleanup chore
into a major task. It could
very well mean the end of the
political line for some repre-
sentatives and possible shak-
ing of House unity.

¥ Court found population var-
lances among representative
districts up to 26 per cent)
too great to meet its one-
man-one-vote standar d and
sent the 1965 districting plan
back to Houston federal judg-
es for recheck.

Representatives had figured
iall that was mecessary this
year was elimination of the
11 flotorial districts criticized
by the Houston federal dis-
trict court. Now, they are
faced with wholesale redraw-
ing of lines to equalize popu-
lation discrepancies state -
wide.

"Big city lawmakers said
they soon would introduce a
bill to give Bexar, Dallas
and Harris Counties one more
representative each (the high
court held they were entitled
to thiat) and adjust other var-
iances.

Sensing that congressional
reapportionment also might
be struck down, redistricting
acts in this area were intro-
duced by Reps. R. L. Vale
and Jake Johnson of San An-
tonio and Rep. Frank Cahoon
of Midland.

A bill to legalize sale of
liquor: by the drink in Texas
was introduced last week.

Reps. John Fields and Dick
McKissack, both of Dallas,
are House authors. Sen. Joe
Christie of El Paso is the
Senate sponsor.

Highlights of the bill are:

Open saloons (banned by
constitution) are defined as
places devoted exclusively to
sale of liquor for on-premise
comsumption. Bill would le-
galize mix~d-drin k permits
for qualificd hotels, private
clubs, restaurants and lodges
—fousinesses or organizations
NOT engaged exclusively in
the business of selling liquor.

Measure would authorize
mixed drink sales in some 122
counties wh er e on-premise
consumption of beer and wine
and package store sales al-
ready are permitted. Provis-
ion is made for local elect-
ions in these areas on speci-
fic issue of mixed drinks.
Failure of election would not
affect status of other alco-
holic beverages. In other
areas, laffirmative vote would
be required for mixed drinks.

Drinks would be subject to

five-cents-an-ounce tax, plus|

two per cent sales tax. Re-
tail drink permits would cost
$1,000 at state level. Cities
and counties could assess fees
of $500 each. Beverages ser-
vers would pay an annual
fee of $12. Private clubs in
wet areas must operate un-
der the same regulations as
retail drink establishments
and pay the permit fee.

AUSTIN—T hr ee pieces of
major legislation passed by
the House now have landed
on the Senates doorstep.

These include:

Local option authority for
financially - distressed Tex-
as cities to levy a one-per-
cent sales tax. (Vote: 85 to
63).

A staff code of ethics for
legislators and other state of-
ficials and employees. (Vote:
140-6)

Repeal of ‘‘emergency pur-
chase’ provisions to put teeth
in Sunday closing laws.
(Vote: 132-14)

Before passing the city sal-
es tax bill. sponsored by Rep.
John Traeger of Seguin, the
House spent nearly three
hours of continuous debat e
and waded through more than
30 amendment attempts.

Advocates predict a major-
ity vote in the Senate, too.
But no action is expected a-
cross the rotunda until after
rules suspension eases with
passage of the session 60
day mark.

‘Code of ethic hill, by Rep.
Jim Nugent of Kerrville,
made its third trip through
the House. Substantially the
same bill has been approved
by representatives in two pr-
ior sessions but died in the
Senate. Same fate is antici-
pated this time for what ad-

vocates term ‘‘one of the
strictest codes in the United
States.”

Measure would require law-
makers to disclose personal
interest in legislation, force
legislators and state officials
and employees to reveal sub-
stantial interests in private
businesses and require identi-
fication of relatives on the
state payroll.

Surprisingly, the strength -
ened Sunday closing law, in-
troduced by Rep. Willis J.
Whatley of Houston, cleared
the House in seven minutes.
Only one comment was made.
Smooth sailing also is antici-
pated in the Senate. (What
this law will do to tourist
spending has never been men-
tioned.)

iCounty auditors and precin-
ct officials would make sub-
stantial monetia ry gains un-
der a pair of bills being spon-
sored in the House by Reps.
Vernon Beckham of Denison
and Dick Cory of Victoria.

Beckhams bhill would let
~ounty commissioners courts
ay mileage reimbursement
to county auditors for travel

in their line of duty. House
Committee on Counties refer-
red that measure to g sub-
committee for further consid-
eration.

Corys bill would allow com-
missioners courts to raise the
salaries of justices of the
peace and constables up to
to 20 per cent over what they
now earn. Comittee favor -
ably reported this one back
to the House floor where it
now is awaiting action.

Sen. Wayne Connally of
Floresville and Rep. Charles
Jungmichel of La Grange
have introduced legislation to
place greater emphasis on
encouraging the construction,
development and expansion of
services and facilities of live-
stock markets in Texas.

Connallys bill would estab-
lish g charter-fee system to
govern livestock markets and
to create a seven-member
Public Livestock Board in the
state government to grant

charters and supervise the
markets where livestock are
auctioned.

“We have seen in the last
10 to 15 years a vast im-
provement in bank facilities
and an expansion of their
services,”’ the Senator said.
“The same results can be
obtained by providing the
proper basis for establishing
and developing livestock mar-
kets.”

[Every incorporated city and
town in Texas would be re-
quired to set up a ‘“Motion
Picture Classification Board”
to preview every movie to be
shown in that city and classi-
fy it as “suitable” or ‘“not
suitable’ for persons under
age 18 by a bill introduced in
the House by Rep. Cordell
Hull of Fort Worth.

Hull said that cities now
have the authority for such
regulation, but his bill would
make the board mandatory
and would provide guidelines
for classifying movies. Board
would be composed of nine
members appointed by the
city’s governing body for two
year terms.

Rep. Ralph Wayne of Plain-
view has introduced a hill
requiring public schools to of-
fer courses in Spanish to stu-
dents in the second, third and
fourth grades.

Wayne's bill, now in the
House Education Committee,
would require that within five
years after passage of the
bill, every elementary school
in the 'state begin teaching
Spanish to students in at least
those three grades.

It also provides that the
State Board of Education fur-
nish textbooks and recorded
Spanish exercises to the
school districts without cost
to the students.
