Arraignment and possibly 
more indictments are expected 
Frida.v for Bryan W. Bowies, 
45, presently under indictment 
for kidnapping in a Cisco mor­
als case, officials reported to­
day. Bowles was still in the 
county jail at Eastland Wed­
ne.sday in lieu of $25,000 bond.

District Judge J. Frank 
Sparks reported that th e  
grand jury will be back in .ses­
sion Friday, and District A'̂ - 
torney Perry Brown said that 
additional indictments may he 
sought naming Bowles, flie 
rum was originally charged 
wilh fondling and sodomy.

The grand jury last week 
indicted the man lor kidnap­
ping and he probably will be 
arraignt'd Friday on that 
count, Judge Sparks said. His 
plea wi'l be taken at the Fri­
day h e a r i n g  and an at­
torney named by the court in 
the event Bowies is not repre­
sented liy counsel. Word was 
that the man expected to en­
gage an Eastland attorney.

Mr. Brown indicated that 
additional indictments to- be 
sought may not be of the sex 
violation involved in the pre­
vious charges. One could he 
inticing a minor for immoral 
purposes, apparently. M r. 
Brown would not admit that 
Abilene Attorney and former 
Taylor County District Attor­
ney Bill Thomas had been 
asked to assist with the pros­
ecution in the Bowles case.
