REYE’S SYNDROME ALERT
K now  T he Sym ptom s

Reye’s Syndrome is a 
very serious disease that 
you should know about. 
Some people develop 
Reye’s Syndrome as they 
are getting over a viral 
illness like the flu or 
chicken pox. Reye’s Syn­
drome usually affects 
people from infancy 
through young adulthood; 
however, no age group is 
immune. It can develop 3 
to 5 days after the onset of 
chicken pox, upper respi­
ratory infection, or other 
fever-causing illnesses. It 
affects the liver and brain, 
is non-contagious, and is 
often misdiagnosed as 
encephalitis, meningitis, 
diabetes, poisoning, drug 
overdose or sudden infant 
death.

Typically, Reye’s occurs 
when someone is recover­
ing from a viral illness 
and begins to feel better. 
A person’s life can depend 
on early diagnosis. Watch 
for these symptoms, usu­
ally occurring in this or­
der:

* R elentless o r  con­
tinuous vom iting

* L istlessness (loss of 
pep and energy with little 
interest in their environ­
ment)

* D row siness (exces­
sive sleepiness)

* P ersonality  change 
(such as irr ita b ility , 
slurred speech, sensitiv­
ity to touch)

^ D iso r ie n ta tio n  o r 
c o n fu s io n  (unable to 
identify w hereabouts, 
family members or an­
swer questions)

* C o m b a tiv e n e s s  
(striking out a t those 
trying to help)

* D elirium , convu l­
sions o r loss of con­
sciousness

Reye’s Syndrom e 
should be suspected in 
anyone who vomits re­
peatedly. Phone your 
doctor im m ediately if 
these symptoms develop. 
Voice your concern about 
Reye’s Syndrome. If your 
physician is unavailable, 
take the person to an 
Em ergency Room 
promptly. Two liver func­
tion tests (SGOT, SGPT) 
can be done to determine

the possibility of Reye’s 
Syndrome. There is a 90% 
chance of recovery when 
the syndrome is treated 
in its earliest stages by 
physicians and nurses 
experienced in the treat­
ment of Reye’s.

Studies have shown 
thatusingaspirin or aspi­
rin-containing medica­
tions to treat the symp­
toms of viral illnesses 
increases the chance of 
developing Reye’s Syn­
drome. If you or a mem­
ber of your family have a 
flu-like illness, do not use 
asp irin  o r asp irin -con­
ta in ing  m edications. In 
fact, you should consult 
your physician before you 
take any drugs to treat 
the flu or chicken pox, 
particularly aspirin or 
anti-nausea medicines. 
Anti-nausea medicines 
may mask the symptoms 
of Reye’s Syndrome.

Every time I decide that 

all that can be written 
about Texas history has 
already been written - 
along comes some new 
book with fresh ideas and 
material.

The latest one is called 
“Unsolved Texas Myster­
ies,” and the title draws 
you right into some new 
and classic Texas stories.
This title was actually 
inspired by the NBC tele­
vision series “Unsolved 
Mysteries,” whose crew 
filmed the Marfa Lights.

Published by Word ware 
Publishing Co. of Plano, 
in 1991, this book is a 
hardback edition with a 
glossy cover and numer­
ous photographs. The 
book has three authors:
W allace O. C hariton,

Charlie Eckhardt and 
Kevin Young. All are his­
torians researchers and 
writers, which makes the 
book a mix of these things.

Much credit is given in 
the book to individuals 
who helped with materi­
als and research. The 
chapter titled “Old Rip - 
Fact or Fiction?” will be of 
much in te re s t to the 
people of E astland  
County.

Yes, th is  symbol of 
Eastland County tenacity 
is brought into scrutiny. 
Many local residents will 
find some controversial 
material here! But “Old 
Rip” is listed as “one of the 
best” of the 14 mysteries 
discussed in the book.

The author thanks “the 
people of Eastland County

for answering my ques­
t i o n s  one hot day. My 

special thanks to Roy Lee 
Smith for taking time out 
to di scuss the most famous 
Homed Toad in history, 
and to James Dabney for 
sharing his views.”

The first story in the 
book - and one listed as 
the “Best M ystery in 
Texas” - is about the Marfa 
Lights.

These lights were de­
scribed by NBC “Unsolved 
Mysteries” host Robert 
STack as “ghostly gold.” 
Others have said they 
were “lum inous, ever 
changing” or “pastel.”

These lights have been 
observed in the Big Bend 
area numerous times, and 
they are not man-made. 
But what are they?

Other mysteries deal 
with almost every subject, 
and range across time 
from early Texas explora­
tions to the saga of Billie 
Sol Estes. There is a chap­
ter on the Kennedy assas­
sination, and one on the 
death of Henry Marshall. 
There are scary ghost 
stories and a rather wordy 
chapter about enormous 
amounts of guns buried 
at an old army base north 
of Paris, Texas.

The authors say “Un­
solved Texas Mysteries” 
was written for entertain­
ment - not for serious 
history. But they have 
provided an excellent list 
of sources that document 
their work.

They say that one im­
portant purpose of their 
book is to encourage 
people who have more 
light on the mysteries in 
the volume to come for­
ward and tell what they 
know.

Perhaps the authors 
have accomplished still 
another thing. For read­
ing this book will make 
citizens more aware of 
local history and some of 
the stories that are passed 
down through genera­
tions.

Control recommend that 
aspirin and combination 
products containing aspi­
rin not be taken by any­
one under 19 years of age 
during fever-causing ill­
nesses.

Aspirin is a part of the 
salicylate family of medi­
cines. Another name for 
aspirin is acetylsalicylate; 
some drug labels may use 
the words acetylsalicyl­
ate, acetylsalicylic acid, 
salicylic acid or salicylate 
instead of the word aspi­
rin. Currently, there is no 
conclusive data as to 
whether other forms of 
salicylate are associated 
with the development of 
Reye’s Syndrome. Until 
further research has an­
swered this question, the 
NRSF recommends that 
products containing any 
of these substances should 
not be taken during epi­
sodes of viral infections.

The NRSF is a non­
profit, tax-exempt organi­
zation with affiliates lo­
cated in 45 states. The 
NRSF has pioneered the 
movement to disseminate 
knowledge about the dis­
ease in an effort to aid in 
early diagnosis and also 
provides funds for re­
search into the causes, 
cure, care, treatment and 
prevention of Reye’s Syn­
drome.

More Than 12,000 Tex­
ans Died From Flu, Pneu­
monia Last Year

Do these symptoms 
sound fam iliar? Sore 
throat, coughing, fever, 
weakness, loss of appetite, 
aching of the head, arms 
and legs.

They describe influ­
enza, a contagious respi­
ratory disease which, 
combined with pneumo­
nia, ranks as the sixth 
leading cause of death in 
the United S tates. In 
Texaslastyear, more than 
12,000 people died from 
flu and pneumonia. But, 
according to the Ameri­
can Lung Association of 
Texas—the C hristm as 
Seal People—influenza is 
a serious but preventable 
disease.

With flu season arriv­
ing in late fall and per­
sisting throughout the 
w in ter m onths, the 
American Lung Associa­
tion ofTexas recommends 
thathigh risk individuals 
consult their physician or 
local health department 
about getting immunized 
preferably between Octo­
ber 15 through November 
15. This allows sufficient 
time for antibodies in the 
body to build up before 
the peak of the winter flu 
season.

“Anyone can get the flu,” 
said Gary Harris, M.D., 
chairman of the Ameri­
can Lung Association of 
Texas. “This is especially 
true during an epidemic 
year when the disease is 
widespread throughout 
the community.”

At greatest risk from 
severe effects of the flu 
are the following groups: 
adults and children with 
chronic disorders of the 
heart and lungs, includ­
ing children with asthma; 
residen ts  of nu rsing  
homes or other chronic- 
care facilities; and other­
wise healthy people who 
are 65 or older. Physi­
cians, nurses, and other 
personnel who have con­
tact with high risk pa­
tients, and providers of 
home care to high risk 
persons such as visiting 
nurses, as well as all 
household members, in­
cluding children also need 
to be vaccinated because 
they can transmit influ­
enza to high risk persons.

O ther groups who 
should consider immuni­
zation are: the general 
population—anyone who 
wishes to reduce the 
chance of acquiring influ­
enza infection; persons 
infected with HIV, and 
foreign travelers.

To ensure the baits —.

A bit of peanut 
butter, tuna fish or cheese 
placed outside for 15 to 20 
minutes can tell you if it’s 
the right time to put out 
bait. If the food is covered 
with ants, this means they 
are out foraging. The best 
time to treat is in early 
spring before new queens 
establish colonies.

“The key to long-term 
control of fire ants lies in 
finding an effective, envi­
ronm entally  sensitive 
control,” Perry said.

“Research is being done 
through our Texas Fire 
Ant Advisory Board, to 
eliminate dependence on 
yearly bait applications,” 
Perry said.

The most effective pro­
gram will involve using a 
combination of pathogens, 
parasites and maybe even 
predators for a long-term 
fire ant solution, he said.

RECORD PEANUT CROP EXPECTED

Many Texans rank fire 
ants as their number one 
pest problem. To help 
residents combat the ants 
now found in more than 
half of the state’s coun­
ties, the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture is 
offering a new brochure 
and video giving tips on 
the latest ways to control 
the insects safely. #

“Fire Ants cause mil­
lions of dollars in damage 
each year to crops and 
electrical equipm ent,” 
A griculture Com m is­
sioner Rick Perry said. 
“What’s more, the insects 
also present health con­
cerns that can sometimes 
be life threatening, which 
is why we are continually 
looking for ways to man­
age these pests.

“Our new material pro­
vides the latest informa­
tion and tips available to 
keep mounds to a mini­
mum,” Perry said.

“So far, researchers 
have not found a way to 
wipe out the stinging 
pests, but mounds can be 
controlled,” he said.

The new TDA brochure 
and video offers ways to 
spend just a few minutes 
each spring to control ants 
for several months or even 
up to a year.

Killing or neutralizing 
the queen is the key to 
controlling fire ant colo­
nies, accordingtotheTDA 
brochure and video. 
Spreading bait uniformly 
over an infested area 
causes foraging ants to 
take bait back to queens 
and their colonies.

U.S. peanut production 
for 1991 is forecast at a 
record high 5.02 billion 
pounds, 39 percent more 
than last year. The previ­
ous record was 4.41 bil­
lion pounds set in 1984, 
according to the U.S. 
D epartm en t of
Agriculture’s latest crop 
production report.

The harvested  area, 
estimated at 1.96 million 
acres, is 9 percent above 
last year. Yields are ex­
pected to average 2,558 
pounds per harvested  
acre, up 567 pounds from 
1990.

Texas farmers expect to 
harvest 310,000.0 acres of 
peanuts and produce a
604.500.000 pound pea­
nut crop this year. Crop 
yields are expected to 
average 1950 pounds per 
acre. The 1991 production 
com pares w ith
534.650.000 pounds of 
peanuts produces in 1990 
and 484,700,000 pounds 
in 1989. “All eligible pro­
ducers may obtain loans 
on their 1991-crop pea­

n u ts ,” Je rry  H arris , 
Chairman of the Texas 
State ASC Committee, 
said.

Price support loans will 
be available for ware- 
house-stored peanuts, 
and farm -stored addi­
tional peanuts, from har­
vest time through Janu­
ary 31, 1992. Loans on 
farm-stores quota pea­
nuts will be available 
through March 31, 1992, 
he said.

Quota peanuts are those 
peanuts within the farm’s 
poundage quota that are 
mandated for domestic 
edible use, or retained for 
use on the farm. Addi­
tional peanuts are pea­
nuts that are placed un­
der loan at the price sup­
port rate for additional 
peanuts, or are marketed 
through an approved con­
trac t for exporting or 
crushing. “G enerally , 
additional peanuts are 
peanuts that are produced 
in excess of a farm ’s 
poundage quo ta ,” the 
ASCS official explained.

Completing this series 
on the C onstitutional 
am endments th a t will 
appear on the November 
5th ballot, this week I will 
explain amendments 11 
through 13.

I hope the analyses I
have provided of the pro­
posed C onstitu tional 
amendments as published 
in this newspaper have 
providedyou some insight 
as to what each of the 
am endm ents would 
mean. I believe an in­
formed voting public will 
always make the right 
choices. I urge you to take 
the time to vote on these 
am endm ents. Texas 
needs to hear your voice.

PROPOSITION NUM­
BER 11: “Permitting the 
Texas Legislature to au­
thorize the State to oper­
ate lotteries and to enter 
into a contract with one or 
more legal entities that 
will operate lotteries on 
behalf of the State.”

This amendment would 
allow the State to operate 
a lo ttery . The 
Constitution currently 
prohibits lotteries and 
“gi ft enterprises”in Texas. 
This proposed amend­
ment would change the 
prohibition to allow the 
State to operate a lottery 
by general law provisions.

During a Special Ses­
sion of the recent 72nd 
Legislature, House Bill 54 
was adopted in the event 
this proposition passes. 
H.B. 54 establishes a lot­
tery to be administered 
by the Comptroller of Pub­
lic Accounts, contingent

upon this Constitutional 
amendment’s approval. 
Proceeds from the sale of 
lottery tickets would be 
used to pay prizes, ex­
penses, and ticket sales 
agent commissions. The 
remainder of the money, 
estimated to be $460 mil­
lion in 1993, would go to 
the State’s general reve­
nue fund. Estimates are 
that in five years, the lot­
tery would generate about 
$635 million in net gains 
to the State.

Arguments for: A lot­
tery would generate sig­
nificant revenue gains for 
Texas government. At a
time of tight budgets, 
revenue generated by the 
lottery would ease any 
future tux increases or 
new taxes, such as expan­
sion of the sales tax or 
raising the sales tax rate.

The lottery would be 
self-supporting and not 
require any tax dollars for 
operation. Participation 
in the lottery is voluntary 
and would provide legal 
entertainment for those 
who enjoy gam es of 
chance. Legal gambling 
discourages organized 
criminal gambling by re­
ducing its profit margins.

The lottery will help the 
Texas economy. Lottery 
sales agents may well hire 
more people than are cur­
rently on their payrolls. 
Lottery w inners will 
spend their winninys on 
goods and services they 
otherwise —would not 
buy. Texans who cur­
rently play lotteries out­
side Texas will play the

Texas lottery, and some 
players from other states 
can be expected to spend 
some of their lottery dol­
lars in Texas.

A rgum ents against: 
Revenue gained by the lot­
tery is a relatively small 
part of the State’s budget 
needs, and would not 
prevent any future tax in­
creases. Lottery gains in 
other State’s have proven 
to be unstable, and are 
generally declining. Once 
the novelty of the lottery 
is over, players lose inter­
est and revenue drops off.

The lottery is a highly 
regressive method offund- 
ing government, in that 
studies have shown that 
low-income and middle- 
income people buy a large 
majority of all lottery tick­
ets. A lottery attracts play­
ers with the hope of a 
better way of life, but in 
reality the odds against 
winningare astronomical. 
Lotteries are an inefficient 
way to raise revenue in 
that less than half the 
money paid for a lottery 
ticket goes to the State.

Money spent on lottery 
tickets is money that could 
be spent on food, housing, 
clothes or other needs. 
This could result in re­
duced sales by merchants 
and less sales tax to the 
State.

PROPOSITION NUM­
BER 12: “Increasing the 
percentage of Texas wa­
ter development bonds 
previously authorized by 
Texas voters that may be 
issued for economically 
distressed areas.”

This amendment would

increase 20 to 50 per cent 
($100 million to $250 mil­
lion) the percentage of 
Texas W ater Develop­
ment Bond money that 
could be used to provide 
water and wastewater fa­
cilities in economically 
distressed areas of the 
State.

The previous $100 mil­
lion was obligated to pro­
vide water and wastewa­
ter facilities for 50,000 
people who live in the 
“colonias,” communities 
which are situated in 
south Texas along the bor­
der with Mexico. It is esti­
mated that 150,000 addi­
tional people are still in 
need ofbasic services. This 
amendment would pro­
vide the additional money 
from a water bond pack­
age that was approved by 
the voters in 1989.

Arguments for: These 
services can be provided 
without increasingthe the 
State’s bonded indebted­
ness or detracting from 
projects elsewhere in the 
State. Providing clean 
water for the “colonias” 
will solve major health 
problems in those affected 
areas.

Residents of these eco­
nomically depressed areas 
have tried to solve their 
own problems, but lack 
the tax base needed to 
support repayment of lo­
cal bonds issued by a mu­
nicipal authority , and 
need a way to raise their 
living conditions to a ba­
sic level. Residents who 
receive financial assis­
tance are required to re­
pay the loans, and have 
an excellent track record 
of doing so.

A rgum ents against: 
Colonias are a local prob­

lem th a t  should be 
handled with local re­
sources at the county or 
city level. Improved con­
ditions in the “colonias” 
will result in their growth 
and increased demands 
for services by those who 
can’t afford to pay for 
them. Those who receive 
financial assistance may 
not be able to repay their 
loans, thus forcing the use 
of State funds to make up 
the difference.

PROPOSITION NUM­
BER 13:“Providingforthe 
issuance of general obli­
gation bonds not to ex­
ceed $300 million to con­
tinue existing programs 
to provide educational 
loans to students, with re­
payments of student loans 
applied toward re tire ­
ment of the bonds.”

The purpose of this bond 
program is to provide the 
Hinson-Hazlewood Col­
lege Student Loan Pro­
gram additional money in 
order to make loans to 
Texas students who are 
in need of financial assis­
tance in order to pay for 
their college education. 
The amendment would 
allow the Texas Higher 
Education Coordinating 
Board to issue up to $300 
m illion in additional 
bonds to be used to pro­
vide student loans. Be­
tween 1986 and 1990, the 
annual volume of loans 
under the program in­
creased from $12 million 
to almost $80 million. The 
additional money is nec­
essary in order for the 
program to have money to 
loan. Without additional 
funds, the loan program 
will not have funds for stu­
dent loans by March of 
1992.

A rgum ents for: The 
bonds would be repaid by 
those who borrow the 
money. The Hinson- 
Hazlewood loan program 
has a six per cent default 
rate, as compared to a na­
tional 16 per cent failure 
rate. All defaults are cov­
ered by interest earnings 
or by a Federal insurance 
program. The program’s 
track record has been 
outstanding.

As college costs in ­
crease, and Federal finan­
cial aid decreases, the 
State should continue its 
student loan program. 
The economic develop­
ment of the State is en­
hanced by a well-educated 
public. The Hinson-Hazle­
wood loan program pro­
vides students low-inter­
est loans that promote 
college attendance and ul­
timately contribute to the 
State’s economy.

A rgum ents against: 
Many private and Federal 
loan programs are avail­
able for students who 
want to attend college. 
The issuance of more 
bonds will only further 
strain the credit of the 
State.

Texans who buy a tax­
able boat or motor must 
pay a 6.25 percent sales 
or use tax. This new law
went into affect October
1.

Part of House Bill 11, 
passed during the second 
special session of the 
Texas Legislature, im­
poses the sales tax on all 
sales of taxable boats and

motors. Also, new resi­
dents who bring a boat 
registered in another 
state to Texas must pay 
$15.00 for the boat and 
$15.00 for the motor.

A taxable boat is a boat 
other than a canoe, kayak, 
rowboat, raft, punt or 
other vessel designed to 
be propelled by a paddle, 
oar or pole. A taxable 
motor is an outboard 
motor with an internal 
combustion engine.

The bill was passed to 
create more money for the 
state. Jim Ramsey, assis­
ta n t revenue branch 
manager at Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Dept., said 
estimates from the state 
comptrollers office indi­
cate that thisbill will raise 
about $600,000 over the 
next biennium for the 
state’s General Revenue 
Fund.

The taxes may be paid 
to the TPWD or the 
County tax assessor col­
lector. If they’re not paid 
within 20 working days of 
the date of sale or the date 
of entrance into the state, 
5 percent of the tax due 
will be assessed as a pen-

Record Peanut 
Crop Expected

U. S. peanutproduction 
for 1991 is forecast at a 
record high 5.02 billion 
pounds, 39 percent more 
than last year. The previ­
ous record was 4.41 bil­
lion pounds set in 1984, 
according to the U. S. 
D epartm ent of
Agriculture’s latest crop 
production report.

The harvested area, 
estimated at 1.96 million 
acres, is 9 percent above 
last year. Yields are ex­
pected to average 2,558 
pounds per harvested 
acre, up 567 pounds from 
1990.

Texas farmers expect to 
harvest 310,000.0 acres of 
peanuts and produce a
604.500.000 pound pea­
nut crop this year. Crop 
yields are expected to 
average 1950 pounds per 
acre. The 1991 production 
com pares with
534.650.000 pounds of 
peanuts produced in 1990 
and 484,700,000 pounds 
in 1989. “All eligible pro­
ducers may obtain loans 
on their 1991-crop pea­

n u ts ,” Je rry  H arris, 
Chairman of the Texas 
State ASC Committee, 
said.

Price support loans will 
be available for ware­
house-stored peanuts, 
and farm-stored addi­
tional peanuts, from har­
vest time through Janu­
ary 31, 1992. Loans on 
farm-stored quota pea­
nuts will be available 
through March 31, 1991, 
he said.

Quota peanuts are those 
peanuts within the farm’s 
poundage quota that are 
mandated for domestic 
edible use, or retained for 
use on the farm. Addi­
tional peanuts are pea­
nuts that are placed un­
der loan at the price sup­
port rate for additional 
peanuts, or are marketed 
through an approved con­
trac t for exporting or 
crushing. “G enerally, 
additional peanuts are 
peanuts that are produced 
in excess of a farm ’s 
poundage quota ,” the 
ASCS official explained.

Help For Low Income 
Medicare Beneficiaries

Do you know someone 
like Margaret Jones? (I’m 
not using her real name 
to protect her privacy.) 
She’s in her late 70’s now 
and lives alone; her hus­
band died some time ago. 
Although she owns her 
home, she has little sav­
ings left. Fortunately, 
Mrs. Jones gets a Social 
Security check of about 
$450 a month and has 
Medicare.

Of course, on $450 a 
month, paying the 29.90 
m onthly premium for 
Medicare medical insur­
ance is not easy. Mrs. 
Jones also worries that if 
she has to go to the hospi­
tal, the $628 Medicare 
hospital insurance de­
ductible will wipe out her 
remaining savings.

P erhaps you know 
someone in the same 
circumstances as Mrs. 
Jones. It might even be 
you. Well, the good news 
is that there is a program 
to help people like Mrs. 
Jones with out-of-pocket 
Medicare expenses. It’s 
called the “Q ualified 
Medicare Beneficiary” 
program, or “QMB”.

The QMB program  
helps low-income Medi­
care beneficiaries by pay­
ing their Medicare premi- 
ums, deductibles, and 
coinsurance. The program 
is run by the States, in 
Texas its the Department 
of Human Services, and 
the federal Health Care 
Financing Administra­
tion. It is up to the State 
to decide if you are eli­
gible for help from the 
program.

Like Mrs. Jones, you 
might qualify for help 
from the QMB program if 
you have Medicare cover­
age and your income and 
your “resources”-things 
you own-are limited. Here 
in Texas your resources 
can’t be more than $4000 
for one person, or $6000 
for a family of two. But 
some things-such as the 
home you live in-don’t 
count. Your car may not 
count either.

To qualify for the pro­
gram, your income also 
must be limited. In gen­
eral, if you don’t work, 
your income-from things 
like Social Security and 
other unearned income- 
must be less than $552 a 
month for one person, or 
$740 or less for a family of 
two. If you work, you can 
qualify even if your in­
come is somewhathigher.

Remember, only the 
people at Texas Depart­
ment of Human Services 
can decide if you’re eli­
gible for QMB help. If you 
think you might be eli­
gible, or you want to find 
out more about the pro­
gram, contact them at 
your county Department 
of Human Services office.

The QMB program isfor 
those who don’t qualify for 
Supplemental Security 
Income (SSI). Those who 
meet the income and re­
source limits for SSI, will 
need to apply with the 
Social Security Admini­
stration. For more infor­
