in the newer low-water 
use toilets that use less 
than 3.5 gallons per flush. 
The three devices are: 
toilet dams, sold for un-
der $5 per pair; plastic 
bottles filled with water 
and weighted down with 
a few stones; and toilet 
bags, available from most 
utilities. Each serves the 
same general purpose of 
reducing water use be-
tween one half and two 
gallons per flush. 

Install a water-saving 
shower head. 

An effective water-sav-
ing shower head should 
have a flow rate of three 
gallons or less a minute. 
The standard shower 
head uses five to 10 gal-
lons a minute. Low-flow 
shower heads are avail-
able at most department, 
hardware and plumbing 
stores for as little as $3. 

"These should be part of 
your everyday routine," 
Bilbo said, "not just pre-
cautionary measures in 
times of drought." 

Running only fully 
loaded dishwashers and 
washing machines can 
save at least two loads or 
about 60 gallons of water 
a week. Do not let the tap 
run while brushing teeth, 
washing hands or even 
taking a shower. Use a 
pan when washing vege-
tables or rinsing dishes in 
the kitchen instead of 
running water constantly. 

Install faucet aerators. 
The standard faucet 

flow rate is five gallons a 
minute. A low-flow aera-
tor can reduce this flow by 
up to half and still pro-
vide water for washing 
and rinsing. Aerators are 
available for less than a 
dollar from most stores 
that sell plumbing fix-
tures. Aerators placed on 
kitchen sink and lavatory 
faucets will cut water use 
by as much as 60 gallons a 
month fora typical family 
of four. 

Place displacement 
devices in the toilet. 

Three types of displace-
ment devices are available 
for toilets. Do not use them 

system and protects soil 
moisture. Water during 
the cool, early morning 
hours to minimie disease 
and evaporation. Do not 
water on windy days. 
Place sprinklers or hoses 
so they do not water 
streets and sidewalks. 
Use sprinklers that pro-
duce droplets instead of 
mist and use drip irriga-
tion for shrubs, flower 
beds and frequently wa-
tered areas. Water grass 
only when needed 
(grasses that spring back 
afterbeingwalked on does 
not need watering). 

Find water leaks. 
Water utilities report 

that leaks easily can ac-
count for 10 percent of a 
water bill, wasting both 
water and energy. Com-
mon sources of such leaks 
are toilets and faucets. 
Most repairs are simple 
and the cost of repair can 
be as little as a few cents 
for a faucet washer or a 
few dollars for a flush 
valve. 

Change water use pat-
terns. 

"During drought condi- 
tions such as we face this 
year, it is important that 
each person look at the 
way water is used, and in 
some instances, wasted," 
said Milwee. Conserva-
tion can make the differ-
ence between adequate 
supplies and shortages." 

There are dozens of 
ways to conserve water 
and save money around 
the home. Dr. David- L. 
Bilbo, of the Hazards 
Reduction and Recovery 
Center of Texas A&M 
University, said that 
seven simple steps can 
save both water and 
money at home. 

Use efficient outside 
watering practices 

Native vegetation re-
quires less frequent wa-
ter. Water all plants 
slowly and deeply to reach 
the. roots. Keep grass 
about two to three inches 
high. This shades the root 

Below normal rainfall, 
which began to plague the 
statelast fall, has left most 
of Texas well behind sea-
sonal averages. These 
conditions have height-
ened the fire danger 
across the state. They 
leave many areas of the 
state facing potential 
water shortages. Those 
concerns, said State 
Emergency Management 
Coordinator Tom Milwee, 
extend not only to potable 
water, but agriculture and 
emergency needs. 

Most areas of the state, 
according to the National 
Weather Service, have 
received less than half 
their needed rainfall for 
this time of the year. 
Areas, such as Corpus 
Christi, Austin, San An-
tonio, Lubbock and Hous-
ton have received only one 
fourth of their normal • 
rainfall. Drought condi-
tions began last fall in 
many parts of the state. 
Some areas of West Texas 
are 	the midst of a two- 
year drought. 

Texans are familiar 
with the many effects of 
drought. These include 
crop failure, water ration-
ing rising food prices, 

cooling bills and 
heat • -Paves. During 
droughts Texans draw 
more groundwater from 
aquifers than rainfall and 
stream flow recharge. 

Also, wildland fires 
have stripped valuable 
ground cover that helps 
to prevent soil erosion. 
Sediment from soil ero-
sion displaces usable 
water storage space from 
reservoirs resulting in less 
water for human con-
sumption and increased 
costs for water treatment, 
says the Natural Re-
sources Conservation 
Service.

trained cow dog, 
demonstrating his 
skills at penning steers 
under the verbal and 
whistle cues of Kris 
Brown. 

The students were 
treated to a lunch of hot 
dogs and Texas chili 
served from an authen-
tic chuckwagon belong-
ing to Mike Siebert of 
Eastland. Mr. J. B. 
Tankersley of East-
land played his guitar 
and sang country and 
western songs as ev-
eryone enjoyed their 
meal. 

Mike Kelly showed 
the students several 
different types of sheep 
and goats and demon-
strated how the ani-
mals would be sheared 
in the near future. Each 
child got to touch and 
feel the wool as it came 
from the animals and 
to pet the sheep and 
goats as Mike worked 
with them. He showed 
the classes the different 
pieces of equipment 
used in preparing goats 
and sheep for livestock 
shows. 

D'Aun Brown led 
students through her 
dog kennel and ex-
plained the different 
rooms and the func-
tions of each room. The 
children saw how the 
dogs were kept clean 
and how they were kept 
warm in the winter.

In the' 
arena, they ran the bar-
rels and showed how 
the horses were trained 
to do each movement. 
The girls demonstrated

State corrections offi-
cials have been requested 
to give Social Security a 
list of all prisoners in their 
jurisdictions to facilitate 
the timely suspension of 
benefits to which the 
inmates are not entitled. 
The request is one of sev-
eral measures Social Se-
curity is taking to iden-
tify, at the earliest pos-
sible point, any prisoners 
who may be erroneously 
receiving benefits. 

Under current law, pris-
oners are not entitled to 
Social Security benefits if 
they have been convicted  

of a crime which is pun-
ishable by more than one 
year in prison (regardless 
of the actual sentence 
imposed). Benefitsuspen-
sion also applies to Sup-
plemental Security In-
come recipients who are 
incarcerated for a full 
calendar month. 

Social Security's pri-
mary means of enforcing 
the prisoner provisions is 
through a national com-
puterized matching pro-
gram to identify incarcer-
ated individuals. 

Under existing agree-
ments with the Federal  

Bureau of Prisons and 
with all the States, Social 
Security receives com-
puter tapes listing the 
names and Social Secu-
rity numbers of inmates 
which are then matched 
against Social Security's 
records. The matching 
information, however, 
does not include data on 
all prisoners. A small 
percentage of prisoners 
are housed in county penal 
facilities, and certain 
States do not maintain 
centralized data at the 
State level on prisoners 
incarcerated in non-State 
facilities. Computer rec-
ords also may be unsuit-
able for matchingbecause 
of missing or invalid So-
cial Security numbers, 
fictitious names or incor- 

rect dates of birth. 
The scope of the Social 

Security Administration's 
intensified effort to track 
inmates goes beyond the 
Federal and State level. 
Social Security managers 
are now working with 
local penal facilities to 
establish prisoner report-
ing agreements, and to 

ensure that accurate and 
timely reporting takes 
place. Any information 
about individuals who are 
incarcerated in local fa-
cilities will trigger an 
immediate investigation 
to determine whether 
they are beneficiaries 
whose checks should be 
suspended. Social Secu-
rity has made the identi-
fication of prisoners and
