LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

WHEN WE THINK OF TAX REFORM, we proba-
bly think of the proposals being offered by
the presidential candidates.

Of course, there's the Steve Forbes-
inspired flat tax, which has been adopted
== in one form or another -- by several of
Forbes' rivals. Other suggestions include
abolishing the Internal Revenue Service
(hip, hip, hooray!), filing our tax returns
on a simple postcard, and moving to a
national sales tax. :

In contrast to the high-profile tax
debate on the national stage, the tax
reform movement at the state level has been
‘decidedly low key. No prominent office-
holders have endorsed any particular
plans, the public appears apathetic, and
affected industries are quietly tweaking
all of the proposals to give themselves an
advantage.

Governor George W. Bush deserves credit
for even raising the controversial issue of
tax reform. The governor believes, cor-
rectly, that property taxes are simply too
high. He also believes, again correctly,
that the state should fund a larger portion
of public education and that local school
property taxes should be correspondingly
reduced -- even abolished.

So far, so good. But then the question
becomes: How does the state raise the money
to replace the lost property tax revenue?
To find an answer, the governor assembled
an informal tax force made up of the best
minds from his office as well as advisers
to Lt. Governor Bob Bullock, Speaker Pete
Laney and Comptroller John Sharp.

Unlike previous governors who appointed
"Blue Ribbon" committees, this working
group called themselves the blue collar
committee. They quietly and deliberately
studied and discussed all of the options
available -- except an income tax, which
the Constitution prohibits unless the
voters expressly endorse the idea. Even
without the constitutional prohibition,
the income tax is despised by all Texas
leaders and has no popular support.

After months of meetings, the working
group came up with three proposals.

1. INCREASE THE SALES TAX

The state could increase sales tax
revenues in two ways -- expand the sales tax
base or increase the sales tax rate. If

some sales tax authority that, when fully
used, raises the rate on taxpayers to 8.25
percent.

Of course, many goods and services are
not taxed, and many of these exemptions are
extremely popular. Exemptions on basics,
such as food, medicine and rent are popular
with average voters, and exemptions on
manufacturing equipment and professional
services are popular with businesses.

The working group estimated that without
broadening the tax base by eliminating
exemptions, the sale tax would have to be
doubled to pay for property tax cuts. That
approach, obviously, won't sell.

The state grants almost $3.3 billionin
sales tax exemptions every year on goods,

eliminated, the total of $§5.3 billion in
new revenues would probably not be enough
to pay for total property tax relief. And,
of course, many of those exemptions are so
popular that they could never be elimi-
nated.

Many analysts and virtually all minority
lawmakers believe the sales tax is inher-
ently regressive and that eliminating the
exemptions on goods would add to that
regressivity. Finding the political will
to increase the sales tax rate or broaden
the base -- or to agree to any combination
of the two -- will be nearly impossible.

AUSTIN — Gov. George W.
Bush has sworn in the 16-member
Citizens’ Committce on Property
Tax Relief, the first step in a plan
to study how $10 billion a year in
property taxes might be replaced.

Bush said the committee’s job
will be to determine “whether
the people are hot enough about
property taxes to replace them”
— or support an overhaul of the
state tax code. Texas businesses and
homeowners, whose plea for tax
reform is growing louder, presently
shoulder more than 90 percent of
the property tax burden.

Committee members were fur-
nished with state figures showing
that Texans are paying a continu-
ally rising property tax even though
property values are increasing.

The committee will be taking
public testimony on other ways
to fund state government at 14
hearings to be held across the state.
The panel is to report back to the
governor by the end of September.

Bush said he would not support
any plan that raised more or less
money than the property taxes, and
he reiterated his insistence that a
state income tax is not an option.

So far, three options under
consideration are:

s Expanding the 6.25 percent
state sales tax to include items not
presently taxed;

m A business activity tax; and

m A gross receipts tax on all
business and investment income.

AG Issues Handgun Ruling

Texas Attorney General Dan
Morales has ruled that transit
authorities can’t charge licensed
handgun carriers with criminal
trespass for taking their handguns
on city buses.

That’s because criminal trespass
only can be committed on “real
property,” he said.

State Sen. Jerry Patterson, R-
Pasadena, told the Houston Chron-
icle, “We knew these restrictions
(by transit authorities) were unen-
forceabie from the beginning and
the attorney general agrees.

“Concealed handgun license hold
ers may ride the bus without fear
of retribution if their weapon re-
mains concealed,” said !l'-‘attcrson, a
co-sponsor of the right-to-carry bill
that became law last September.

But Morales spokesman Ward
Tisdale said it still is within transit
authorities’ rights to ban handguns.
“This new ruling says handgun
carriers don’t necessarily commit
criminal trespass, but it doesn’t
say they didn’'t commit another
offense.”

Morales Warns Republic

Meanwhile, Morales has warned
the Republic of Texas movement
that if they break state laws, they
will be prosecuted.

“My office cannot and will
not condone deliberate and willful
violations of state and federal law,”
Morales said in a letter “I am duty-
bound to enforce the law of the
land and can make no exceptions
for those who profess political or
philosophical disagrecments with
our government.”

The attorney general’s staff
mailed the letter to 55 people
believed to be associated with
the right-wing organization, which
denies the legal legitimacy of the
government of Texas.

Bomer Sets Insurance Hike

Insurance Commissioner Elton
Bomer last weck ordered a 3.2
percent average statewide increase
of the automobile benchmark rate,
to go into effect in August.

The increase is about half of

what a panel of administrative
law judges had recommended.
Insurance companies had asked for
an 11.3 percent increase in the
benchmark rate.

Companies may charge from 30
percent above to 30 percent below
the benchmark rate.

According to the Department of
Insurance, 68 of 229 companies
that sell auto insurance in Texas
charge between 21 percent and 30
percent above the benchmark, so it
pays to shop around.

Lyndon Anderson, an asso-
ciate insurance commissioner, said,
“With more than 200 car insurers
offering a wide range of rates, con-
sumers should shop around for the
best deal.”

GTech Contract Extended

GTech Corp. has been awarded a
five-year contract extension to op-
erate the Texas Lottery, the maxi-
mum extension 2llowed under the
corporation’s current contract with
the Texas Lottery Commission.

Under the contract extension,
GTech agreed to reduce its sales
commission from 3.944 cents per
$1 ticket down to an average of
3.4 cents over the term of the
contract, and to install 6,000 new
on-line lotto terminals in retail
stores across Texas.

The lottery has had ticket sales
of more than $8.3 billion in its first
three years.

Other Capital Highlights

s The Texas Court of Criminal
Appeals has ruled that trial judges,
on rare occasions, can decide
that juries have made a wrong
decision about the facts and can
overrule their decisions. To that
effect, last week, the court sent
11 cases back to lower courts to
rcview questions of fact raised by
convicted criminals.

s A report by the Texas Criminal
Justice Policy Council says 37
percent of people given probation
for crimes in 1991, then tracked
by the state for three years, ended
up sentenced to prison. The study
tracked 3,772 people sentenced
to community corrections. Those
convicted of drug and property
offenses had the highest rate of
repeat criminal behavior.
