Protein Meal
Delivery Relaxed

Local AAA Administrative Of-
ficer Dessie Parsons said this week
that after April 1, in Texas pro-
cessors no longer will be required
to obtain a statement from buyers
approved by the county AAA Com-
mittee in order to deliver more
than 500 pounds per month of pro-
tein meal to an individual. The re-
quired statement regarding ‘the
use of more than 500 pounds. of
protein’ mezl monthly  in miked
feeds also will be eliminated.

This situation has been effected
by revocation of Director’s Order
No. 2 of Food Production Order
9, Revision 8, which was issued
December 24, 1943. On that date,
the 500-pound plus deliveries were
prohibited .in New Mexico and cer-
tain counties in West Texas, unless
given special approval by County

City Elections, held Tuesday,
brought an unusually large mum-
ber of voters to the polls and: re-
sulted in both city commissioners
and mayor being again elected to
office.

compensaticn substantially, “with-
in a relatively short period.of time
after operations are underway”.

The examiners recommended
that use of single-engine aircraft
with a single pilot be considered
satisfactory. Southwest, however,
plans to use twin-engine aircraft,
carrying from 10 to 12 passengers
and from 800 to 1,000 pounds of
mail, staffed with both a pilot
and co-pilot.

Next step is expected to be
scheduling of hearings by the
Board on actual area airline ap-
plications. It is anticipated this
will be done 2s soon as Board mem-
ters have had an opportunity to
study their examiners’ report.

Southwest officials reiterated
their belief that their appiication
would be one of the first to be
considered, due to the transporta-
tion needs of the areas they pro-
pose to serve. Collection of data
proving Sonora’s need for area
airline service will begin “in the
next few weeks,” they stated.

Dr. Cox Says

Sleep Necessary
To Good Health

Austin, Texas, April 6.—Sleep
is a necessity of life and health,
according to Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
Sate Health Officer, and habitual
loss of sleep will tend to retard
the body’s recovery from the fa-
tigue of the day’s activities.

“We may be able to go without
sleep for a night or two, but too
little sleep for a prolonged length
of time will undermine the health
of a rugged person and turn a
cheerful individual into a cross,
irritable one,” Dr. Cox said. “When
good health can be maintained to
such a large degree by merely
sleeping and thus allowing over-
taxed bodies and minds to regain
a proper balance, it is hard to

understand why so many persons
are heedless of this necessary re-
quirement of a balanced program
of life.”

Some individuals need more
sleep than others, the Doctor said.
and the most valuable experiments
in this line are the ones each per-
son makes on himself. We must
take into consideration in this ex-
periment, however, that how well
we sleep is as imporbtant as how
long we sleep. A ‘“good night’s
rest” means a sufficient number of
hours spent in sleep to enable each
individual to feel well, do efficient

work, and to keep in a cheerful '

humor the next day.

“Some exercise out of doors each
day will help us to sleep soundly
at night. We must also have fresh
air in our sleeping quarters. Give
as much consideration as possible
to the comfort of your bed and bed-
clothes. Do not mull over your
problems and ideas after you have

gone to bed. Make your plans early
in the evening for a good night’s

rest by slowing down from the
physical and mental work of your
daily life. When you arise each
morning rested and with a feeling
of general well-being, you will be
amply repaid for your thought in
planning a ‘good night’s sleep”’””

Specialist Gives
Points On Control
Of Garden Pests

College Station, April 6—Des-
tructive insects take an estimated
toll of 20 percent of the possible
yield of home gardens yearly. But
Paul Gregg, assistant entomologist
for the A. and M. College Exten-
sion Service, assures gardeners
that vegetable insects may be con-
trolled by inspecting plants often,
and when the first invaders appear
dlspatch them with poison or pick-
ing by hand before they can lay
eggs and hatch a new generation.

The most effective control will
be obtained by applying insecticide
uniformly to all parts of the plant.
The lower surface of the leavés
should be covered as thoroughly
as the upper side so that every
insect present gets a dose of poison
quickly. Don’t apply an excessive

amount because lavish dusting or
spraying is wasteful and some-
times injures plants.

Another important factor in the
program of control is a ready sup-
ply of the most commonly needed
insecticides. If rotenone is obtain-
able, it can be ‘used to destroy
cabbage worms and beetles which
suck juices from plant leaves and
stems. If rotenone cannot be had,
cyrolite or lead or calcium arsen-
ate may be substitued in deal-
ing with the leaf eaters, and nico-
tine sulphate for the juice-sucking
bugs. A small amount of paris
green will be needed to make bait
for cutworms, sow bugs, grass-
hoppers, mole crickets and wing-
less May beetles. Spread it near
the base of plants in the late after-
noon.

Gregg says that plant lice are
probably the most common and
destructive of pests. They attack
most vegetables, especially turnips,

radishes, mustard, cabbage and

&

similar plants, and control mea-
sures should begin as soon as they
appear. Rotenone dust or nicotine
sulphate as a dust or spray give
best results. But since lice are
killed only when hit by the insecti-
cide. thorough appllcatwn on both
sides of the leaves is essential.
Inspect plants frequently, Gregg
recommends. Attack the bugs early

and half of the battle for control
is won.

Our country cannot ‘abolish pov-
erty but it can reduce these condi-
tions by joys and duties of society.

Next come the economic pro-
blems of our future nation. After
the war many  people will be
without employment, for war in-
dustries will be unnecessary. Be-

‘ cause of this and other post-war

irregularities, a depression may
strike our nation. People can help
avoid - lan - economic collapse then
by choking inflation: now. Bad
investments and speculation will

. not help one save money for fu-

ture needs. The national gcvern-
ment can help regulate economic
conditions by passing laws to
help each- type of business.
farmers and big business can bene-
fit from a ‘tarifff if the proper
commodities are taxed. Although
big business is often harmful and
monopolizing, it must be encour-
aged in order to meet the demands
of the post-war world. Mass pro-
duction is the only way to meet
such demands. Then, too, 'thou-
sands of skilled workers would be
without work if big business were
abolished. 5
Our national government is an-
other institution subject to reform.
The president has taken too many
