LAST WEEKEND I flew with 
a group of Congressmen, Army 
officers and Defense officials to 
Ft. Bliss and Ft. Hood to watch 
our latest weapons in action. 
Most all the weapons, used in 
World War II are now obsolete, 
replaced by products of this 
scientific age.

From Ft. Bliss we drove a 
hundred miles through the Tula- 
rosa Basin of southern New Mexi­
co, most of which is included in 
the White Sands Proving Grounds, 
there, in a 40 by 100 miles ex­
panse of flat desert floor, is tak­
ing place initial developments of 
guided missiles which may be 
the embryonic and historic fore­
runner to man’s first flight into 
outer space.

We watched three Nike mis­
siles fired into the air. Nike, nam- 
ied for the Greek goddess of 
victory, is 20 feet long and a foot 
in diameter. It is capable of 
searching out and destroying 
planes traveling at supersonic 
speeds. Controlled by radar on 
the ground, the missile can be di­
rected by electronic devices to 
track down or intercept a flying 
target whose movements are like­
wise charted by the same radar. 
At the point of interception- or 
near interception-the radar con­
trol man flashes the message to 
Nike which instantly explodes the 
warhead. The accuracy is uncan- 
ny-though it is by means 100% 
perfect.

We also saw racket demon- 
stration-Hones.t John and the 
Corporal, as they are called. These 
missiles are designed for attack­
ing ground targets. The Corporal 
is believed to be capable of de­
livering an atomic warhead to the 
enemy.

We also saw a radar controlled 
anti-aircraft artillery gun, known 
as the Skysweeper, in action, 
along, with a dozen other anti­
aircraft weapons. The Skysvvee- 
per, a 75-millimeter gun, auto­
matically tracks, adjusts and 
firest at moving tragets with its 
selfcontained radar guiding the 
projectiles. Radio controlled tar­
get planes were used in the de­
monstration, while larger tar­
gets were towed at higher alti­
tudes.

At Ft. Hood we witnessed a 
mock battle where the most mo­
dern tanks, armored troop trans­
ports and the latest guns were 
employed in a remarkable de­
monstration of coordination and 
firepower.

Other Texans who went down 
for the exercises included Con­
gressman Poage, Teague, Bent- 
sen, Brooks and Regan. At Ft. 
Bliss I visited with a number of 
servicemen from our district, a,nd 
also saw my cousin Marion Jen­
kins of Melvin. Jenkins, a Voca­
tional Agriculturist, taught at 
Coahoma for eight years before 
taking change of livestock and 
agriculture work for the El Paso 
Chamber of Commerce.

While at Ft. Bliss I enjoyed a 
visit with Lt. Jim Mitcham and 
family. The Lieutenant, from 
Brownwood, a West Point gra­
duate, has been teaching gunnery 
at Ft. Bliss.

At Ft. Hood I saw Sylvester 
Lewis and Col R. A. Jones who 
idrove over from Lampasas. Col. 
Jones is manager of the Lam­
pasas Chamber of Commerce.

QUARTERLY HOUSEHOLD 
WORKERS TAX DEADLINE 

NEAR
April 30 is the deadline on 

which social security payments 
for household workers for the 
first quarter off 1954 are due at 
the office of the Director of In­
ternal Revenue in your district.

The federal law. brings house­
hold workers under the old-age 
and suvivors insurance system 
went into effect January 1, 1951. 
However, lawyers, say that many 
persons who employ help in their 
home are still in the dark about 
requirements o i the law.

Here are some provisions every­
one should know. Household 
workers covered by law include 
maids, laundresses, housekeepers, 
cooks, nursemaids, gardeners, 
handymen, valets, bootmen, 
grooms, chauffers of privately 
owned cars, practical nurses, and 
others«.

Whether or not a household 
worker is included in the law de­
pends on how many days she 
works and how much money she 
is paid. If the person works 24 
days and earns 850 during any 
one three month periods into 
which the calendar years has. been 
divided, a tax report must be fil­
ed and payment made.

Only cash wages are consider­
ed, which includes bus fare if 
paid in cash, but does not includes 
bus tokens, clothing room and 
board, or other nonhash items 
furnished the employee. A do­
mestic worker does not have to 
pht in a fnll day to colnty on the 
24 day rule-any portion of the 
day counts as a full day.

The rule is different for do­
mestic workers on farms operat­
ed for profit. In such cases the 
domestic is considered a farm 
worker and is covered only if he 

she meets the test for

labor.
The tax in all amounts to 4%  

of the cash wages paid. You, as 
an employer, must deduct 2 % 
from your hosehold worker’s cash 
wages if the person meets the 24 
day, fifty dollar test. You then

Johnny Appleseed Honored

Dedication of a monument to 
T' ’'n Chapman, widely known as 
«johnny Appleseed, pioneer Ohio 
apple nurseryman, took place 
during a recent sesquicentennial 
program in Mansfield, Ohio. The 
tall, impressive monument of 
Select Barre Granite was made 
by Cook, Watkins & Patch, Inc., 
Barre, Vt., for LeRoy McGinty 
& Son in Mansfield, Ohio. This 
permanent memorial was ex­
ecuted by craftsmen of the Barre 
Guild. The Richland County His­
torical Society sponsored this 
Barre Guild monument and 
erected it in South (Sherman 
H einem an) Park, Mansfield, 
Ohio.

Johnny Appleseed was born 
in Massachusetts in 1776. He 
died near Fort Wayne in 1843 
where he had arrived about 1800 
in a craft consisting of two 
canoes lashed together, bearing 
a cargo of 16 bushels of apple 
seeds to plant nurseries.

For more than 40 years he 
wandered over the growing

West, carrying a New Testament 
and a bag of annle seeds. F :* 
price for a seeming apple L -_ 
was “ a fip penny bit” (6%c each) 
and some seedlings planted over 
100 years ago still bear fruit. 
One of Mansfield’s first citizens, 
historians say he helped save a 
small band of pioneers during 
the War of 1812 when he ran 
most of the way to Mount Ver­
non to summon aid during an 
Indian attack.

Johnny Appleseed never killed 
an animal or fought a man. He 
was closely associated with the 
Indians and personally acquaint­
ed with well-known chiefs, living 
in their village for months at a 
time. Considered a friend of hu­
manity, he was instrumental in 
organizing one of the first re­
ligious societies in Richland 
County, Ohio. He slept on any 
handy floor at night, never in­
doors, after first reading aloud 
what he called “ news from 
Heaven” in his Bible.
