Pounds of meat rather than 

the number of livestock sound 
the real goal of properly stoc^- 
jed rangelandst

Producers conscious of this 
goal are faced with poor distribu­
tion of rainfall, drouth and just 
plain “habit”, says A. H. Walker, 
extension range management 
specialist. Walker cites several 
steps which go to make a 
“pounds” rather than “numbers” 
livestock program.

Carry less than the estimated 
stocking capacity on a certain 
pasture. Run only 75 instead of 
100 head, for instance. Some 
stockmen may wish to run only 
dry stock during the winter giv­
ing pas.tures a chance to come 
back during the growing season.

Studies have shown deferred 
grazing to be the best recovery 
method.

At the Sonora Experiment Sta- 
Ition “moderately” grazed pas­
tures gave more pounds of meat 
per acre and resulted in the 
greatest range improvement when 
compared to heavily stocked 
grasslands^ Deferred-rotation 
grazing, however, gave even fas­
ter improvement and livestock 
gained equally as well.

STOP, THEN PASS HALTED 
SCHOOL BUS AT 10 MPH, 

LAW SAYS

School busses over the state 
have now begun the task of car­
rying thousands of children to 
and from their studies. Soon to 
be expected are the inevitable tra­
gic reports of deaths and injuries 
occurring when impatient youngs­
ters. dash across busy highways 
to greet their waiting parents or 
to board the bus. Mos.t of such 
accidents could be avoided if 
motorists would adhere strictly 
to the letter of the law pertain­
ing to the passing of school bus­
ses. J

Most Texans are aware of the 
law which requires a driver to 
come to a complete stop when 
overtaking from the rear a school 
bus which has stopped to receive 
or discharge school children. 
After stopping immediately be­
hind the bus, he is then allowed 
by law to proceed past same at a 
speed “which is prudent, not ex­
ceeding ten (10) miles er hour, 
and with due caution for the safe­
ty of such children.”

What many persons do no rea- 
lize is that the very same rule ap­
plies when MEETING a stopped 
school bus. While everyone is in­
terested in protecting our child­
ren, unthinking violators of this 
simple safety rule greatly out­
number those who comply. Fai-

lure to folloVftlftr law'in thlŝ  case 
can lead to fines up to $200.00 
even when lib accident occurs.' 
Following an accident in which 
some child is injured or killed, 
the penalties are naturally much 
more serious.

Although the above rule does 
not apply when passing a stop­
ped school bus in a business or 
residential district of a town, the 
necessity for extreme caution 
even in those locations is obvious.

When it comes to overtaking 
and passing moving vehicles, 
exercise of ordinary common 
sense will generally keep a dri­
ver within the law. For instance, 
when passing a car it is only 
common sense to proceed on past 
it a safe distance before cutting 
back to the right side of the high, 
way. Also, any driver would rea­
lize the danger of increasing his 
speed while another is attemp­
ting to pass him.

In the same category is. the pro­
hibition against passing on the 
right under most ordinary condi­
tions. Of course, you may legal­
ly pass on the right in a few 
specific instances, such as. when 
the vehicle overtaken is making 
or about to make a left turn, or 
upon a one-way street with two 
or more lanes, or upon a four- 
lane highway.

However, our traffic laws state 
that even when passing on the 
right is allowed, it shall be done 
only under conditions, permitting 
such movement in safety. And, in 
no event should such passing be 
accomplished by driving off the 
pavement or main-traveled por­
tion of the roadway.

Familiar to all are the no 
passing zones designated by dash 
lines, placed to one side of the 
center stripe of our highways. 
Not so well known are the re­
strictions against crossing the 
center line when approaching 
within 100 feet of any bridge, 
viaduct or tunnel. The prohibi­
tion also applies when ap­
proaching within 100 feet of or 
when traversing any intersection 
or railroad grade crossing.

A driver should never cross the 
center line of a highway when the 
left side of the road is not clear­

ly Visible and free of oncoming 
traffic. Generally speaking, whefi 
hot " engaged in passing" another 
vehicle, one should not drive to 
the left of the center of the road­
way.

QUISTIONS AND ANSWERS 
FROM

VETERANS ADMINISTRATION
Q _ - I  have an unused certifi­

cate of entitlement for Korea GI 
Gaining, but it states I must 
Have started by August 20, 1954. 
Now that a new law give me an­
other year to begin, is this certi­
ficate still good ?

A - - The unused certificate 
still is valid. Present it to your 
school when you enroll, along 
with a photostat of your separa­
tion paper. The school will ad­
mit you under the Korea GI Bill, 
stD long as your separation paper 
adiows you are beginning within

three years after your discharge.
Q - - I was discharged from 

£.ervice on July 1, 1951. Will the 
new Korea GI Bill extension help 
me get into school this fall?

A - - No. Under the new law, 
veterans separated before Aug­
ust 20, 1951, must have begun 
Korea GI training by August 20, 
1954.

Q . - Under the new law sign­
ed by the President, do all dis­
abled veterans get an extra four 
years in which to complete Pub­
lic Law 16 training?

A - - No. The added four years 
apply only to disabled veterans 
who (1) were too severely dis­
abled to begin in time; (2) were 
late in establishing that they

have service-connected ailments, 
or (3) who originally received 
discharges barring them from 
training and later had them 
changed so that now they are eli­
gible.

Q - - I am a disabled Korean 
veteran, already out of service. I 
am not in any of the special 
categories listed in the new law 
having to do with training dead­
lines. By what date must I com­
plete Public Law 16 training?

A - - Training for disabled Ko­
rean veterans, out of service be- 
foi’e August 20, 1954, must be 
completed no later than August 
20, 1963.

One of baseball’s sharpest ope­

rators, Branch Rickey, says he is 
whole-heartedly in favor of the 
plan to put many industrial lea­
gues into Organized Baseball. 
The plan, expected to be piit into 
operation within the next year, 
would abandon the Class C and 
Class D leagues in the minors, or 
at least would lessen the concern 
over their problems. Then, in­
dustrial leagues, many of which 
pay ball players better salaries 
than they make in Class C or 
D, would be incorporated into Or. 
ganized Ball.

J . G. Taylor Spink, publisher of 
The Sporting News, in the Sep­
tember 8 issue, writes about 
Rickey’s reactions to the plan. 
“Something aloifg this line,” Rick­
ey said, “could prove most help­
ful to baseball. If the small minor 
leagues are in as much trouble as 
most people think they are, this 
would be a good move.” He went 
on to say, as Spink pointed out 
earlier, that the leagues of lower 
classification can’t pay the wages 
that industry offers young men. 
Who could blame a player in a 
Class D league, he said, for giv­
ing up a $150-a-month job to go 
to work at a plant at ?500-$600 
a month and still get to play base­
ball three or four times a week. 
What it amounts to, Rickey said, 
is that the young men not only 
get to learn a trade, but also are 
able to play baseball for pay.

Rickey went on to say that 
there aren’t enough Class C and 
D leagues in existence now to 
accommodate the new flow of 
baseball talent. As the number of 
these low minors grows less, he

gr'ws greater. And that’s-one of 
Jiis reasons for backing the new 
plan to put the industrial leagues 
into Organized Ball.

Rickey believes, however, that 
iboth major leagues would have 
to go into the thing together with 
thhe minors. There would have to 
be organization and discipline, he 
told Spink, and there would have 
to be uniform rules for signing 
up of players, from industrial lea­
gues.

The proposal is a drastic one, 
he said, and needs a lot of 
thought. He said he knows that 
both Commissioner Ford Frick 
and George Trautman of the Na­
tional Association have been look, 
ing into the matter. “I ’m sure,” 
he E.aid, “that one or the other 
will come up with the right ans­
wer.”

Touching on other matters, 
Rickey said for one thing that he 
believes minor league baseball is 
being run more intelligently than 
ever. The big problem, for both 
majors and minors, as he sees it, 
is television. Organized Baseball; 
he said, has got to find a way to 
live with television, because it’s 
here to stay.

Rickey took a dim view of 
thr.se major league teams that 
invade minor league cities with 
telecasts of their games  ̂ “Tele­
vision itself,” he said, “is enough 
of a competitor of the minors 
with ut the majors ading in de­
struction of minor league ball. 
The revenue the majors get out 
of telecasts,’* he went on, “doesn’t 
began to balance th e ’s.cales when 
you consider the effect of such a 
short-s^hted. policy on a minor 
league :that’s struggling for ' its 
very life.”

Majrr league owners, he said, 
should realize that they depend 
on the minors, fcr their lifeblood. 
If they dry up their source of 

I talent, he sai.l, they would be 
s.irely hurt. ~

Your Health
What the average community 

needs is a well organized health 
department to protect the health 
of the people, says. Dr. Henry A.
Holle, State Health Officer. Suce 
a department will emphasize at 
least'five types of activities to 
safeguard child health.

“These activities are: (1) the 
safeguarding of child health and 
motherhood; (2 ) the control of 
contagion; (3) accurate record­
ing of births and deaths; (4) 
support of public health labora­
tories; and (5) sanitary control 
of diseases spread from human 
waste and by vermin and in­
sects.” -•

“The full time local health unit 
gives due emphasis to each of 
the above mentioned activities. To 
illustrate how these 5 essential 
functions are interrelated, the in­
terest of the varibus divisions in 
the new born baby, preschool and 
school child may be cited as an 
example. Child health is safe­
guarded by providing informa­
tion and instruction to the mother.
Through the use of vital s.tatis- 
tics, complete and accurate birth 
registration is kept, as well as_
1-ecords indicating deaths which 
occur among children from pre­
ventable diseases.

“Contagion is prevented or con­
trolled against further spread 
through the encouragement of 
immunization early in life, 
through the prompt reporting of 
infectious disease. Public health 
laboratories and sanitary engi­
neers provide additional bulwarks 
of protection for child life.

“Adequate health organization 
and wholehearted sunport on the
part of various state and local activities are to be successfully 
agencies are essential if these maintained.”
