Be Placed On  
Miers Hill

Television reception for Sono­
ra came a step closer this week 
when Edwin Sawyer and Jack 
Mackey, sponsors of the project, 
signed a contract with W. A.

At the base of the tower a 
small building will, house a TV 
set for testing and the public 
will be invited to watch programs.

Cost of connecting with the 
community system will be $150 
with a monthly rental of $5 or $6. 
Total investment of the owners 
will be about $50,000.

It was discouragement which 
caused Elijah under the juniper 
tree to pray for death. “ It is 
enough,” he said, referring to the 
opposition of the rulers of Israel 
to his message and the power of 
th e  people. “ It is enough,”  h e  
said, meaning “ I have had all I 
can stand, I cannot take any 
more.”  Any man who tries to ac­
complish anything for God in the 
woi'ld feels like making the prop­
het’s wail a duet by blending his 
cry with the discouraged Elijah’s 
“ It is enough.” This is the cry of 
a weary body and tired mind and 
heavy heart. It is the cry of the 
man who has given up the strug­
gle with the goal unachieved or 
who is despondent because of the 
difficulties and the trials that 
harass him. It is the cry of sur­
render, of defeat, and failure.

But, there is another cry, the 
cry of victory and fulfillment, the 
peal of triumph when the job is 
done. This is the cry of the Lord 
on the cross seeing man’s redevh- 
ption accomplished and the price 
of sin paid. “ It is finished” (John 
19:30). This is no languid sigh, 
it is a shout of triumph. What an 
example of perseverance to the 
end we find in this and the cir­
cumstances which went before it- 
“ He steadiastly set His face to go 
to Jerusalem” (Luke 9:51) to die. 
“ As a sheep before her shearers 
is dumb, so He openeth not His 
mouth” (Isaiah 53:7); beneath 
the blows of the lash, the jeers 
and the persecution, and the pierc­
ing of the thorny crown. He 
never hesitated. He “ endured the 
cross despising the shame” (He­
brews 12:2). There is no word of 
complaint, but at the en d  th e  
shout of victory. How much better 
the cry, “ It is finished,”  when 
the task is completed than the 
sigh, “ It is enough,” when the 
work is only half done.

The signing of a contract of 
sale is an extremely important 
step in the purchase of a home. 
Once buyer and seller have sign­
ed, they are bound by the provi­
sions of the contract. Their re­
spective legal rights in the tran­
saction are thereby set and de­
termined. If the contract is poor 
ly and haphazardly drown, a har­
vest of regret may be reaped at 
a later date.

Sales contracts are often call­
ed by other names, such as ear­
nest money contracts, binders, re­
ceipts, etc. All of them are for 
the same purpose and almost 
without exceptios involve the de­
posit of money by the buyer. 
Some require the seller to put 
up a good faith deposit. The fact 
that such deposited sums are us­
ually to be forfeited in event the 
depositor later fails to go through 
with his specified contractual ob­
ligations lends additional weight 
to the often stated admonition 
that no contract should be sign­
ed without complete understand­
ing as to its terms.

But many home purchasers 
(and sellers) rush to sign a hasti'. 
ly prepared contract with very 
little knowledge of its contents. 
The pressure of time, the infor­
mality of the occasion, the casual 
appearance of the contract, and 
perhaps the fact that a pax’tial- 
ly printed form is used may con­
tribute in causing the true im­
portance o^' the act to be over­
looked. At any rate, many are 
lulled into a lapse of good busi­
ness judgment.

Every significant detail of the 
bargain should be crystallized in 
unmistakable terms in the con­
tract of sale. Land and fixtures 
being sold should be clearly de­
scribed. A complete description of ] 
the pr-operty by lot and block, or 
by metes and bounds, is a must, 
the street number being inade­
quate by itself.

Articles and fixtures included 
in the sale but not always sold

The price to be paid must, of 
course, be specified, along with 
method and terms of payment. If 
a certain sized loan is a prere­
quisite to the buyer’s ability to 
complete the purchase, the fact 
should be noted. Sad indeed is the 
prospective purchaser who loses 
his earnest money when a contem­
plated loan transaction falls 
through, his contract requiring 
payment of the entire considera­
tion in cash.

The sales contract should also 
state the quality of the title to be 
conveyed to the buyer and the 
type of title evidence to be fur­
bished.

The buyer’s individual circum­
stances and desires may require 
■that various matters not mention­
ed above to provide for in the

Your Health
Tuberculosis, many years ago 

the nation’s leading cause of 
death, is losing out because of 

i man’s fight for better health. 
I Once the leading death in Texas 
! too, tuberculosis now ranks ninth 
j in Texas as a couse of death, says 
Di'. Henry A. Holle, State Health 
Office. Last year all forms of 
tuberculosis killed 1,070 Texans 
while twenty years ago with a 
population of only two-thirds, of 
our present population, there Ŵ ert 
4,020 deaths.

I Tuberculosis usually attacks the 
lungs. The disease is spread frcm 

I person to person, throu,<rh germ- 
lades droplets or sputum dis. 
charged by an infected person. It 
can be spread through kissing, 
breathing air containisg tuber­
culosis germs, and through hand­
ling objects used in common with 
tuberculous persons. Children 
are easily susceptible to tuber­
culosis infection, as they are to 
others disease germs.

Tuberculosis victims have a 
good chance to recover, if the dis­
ease is found in its early stages, 
and the physician’s instructions 
for treatment are carefully fol- 
Icwed. The outlook is becoming 
more encouraging as time goes on, 
but we cannot rest while the dis­
ease is still taking so many lives.

Often, tuberculosis does not 
show any noticeable symptoms Un­
til its victim has become extreme­
ly sick. The most common signs 
are chronic indigestion, steady 
loss of weight, an irritating hoar­
seness, poor appetite, and a con­
stant feeling of fatigue, without 
any apparest cause for it. The 
warnings are more definite when 
a persistent cough appears, or 
when a person begiss spitting 
blood or blood streaked sputum, 
fe^ls persistent or recurring pains 
in the chest, or runs daily fever 
in the aftersoon.

If you experience any of these 
symptoms, don’t delay-see your 
physician. One or more of these 
symptoms may or may not mean 
tuberculosis, but it is best to 
learn the cause. Don’t try to diag­
nose your own condition, let your 
physician do it, and follow his 
advice.
