Applications will 
be processed by the local game 
warden who will determine 
whether habitat is adequate.

Quail for qualifying persons 
will be released by game war­
dens and will be tagged so that 
the restocking program can be 
evaluated by the commission. 
Price of the birds will be 50 cents 
ea^h this year with subsequent 
sales on a cost-production basis. 
Young birds, released at the age 
of 6 weeks to two montljs, must 
be fed until they can learn to cat 
wild or native foods. Priority will 
be given to qualified sportsmen 
and conservation .groups.

; symptoms need not mean the 
, presence of cancer. Dr. Brindley 
j said, but it should mean a trip to 
: the doctor.

Dr. Brindley 
Addresses 
Lions Tuesday

Dr. G. V. Brindley, president 
of the American Cancer Society 
and a noted surgeon.at Scott and 
White Hospital ' in Temple, ad­
dressed Lions Tuesday on the sub­
ject of Cancer and the necessity 
of educating the public on the 
necessity of frequent checkups as 
a means of early detection o f . 
cancer. ' |

Dr. Brindley stated that one  ̂
person in four develops cancer 
and one in seven dies of cancer.] 
Control of cancer depends on th'' 
stage of developm,ent at wliicl 
discovery is made and the effec­
tiveness of the first treatment. 
For that reason the American 
Cancer Society urges everyone to 
have fi’equent checkups-once r 
year for men and twice a year 
for women.

Cancer is the second most fre­
quent cause of death in the'U. S. 
today. Its mcrease as a cause of 
death is due to the fact that the 
life-expectancy in America today 
is longer than ever before and 
the incidence of cancer increases 
with age.

Dr. Brindley stressed that can­
cer itself is not heritable although 
individuals niay inherit a suscep­
tibility to the disease or may in­
herit the 'type of tissue which 
might make him susceptible.

Dr. Charles F. Browne introduc­
ed the speaker.

’ Following last week’s killing 
of a rabid fox neqr the Episcopal 
Church, city officials have de­
clared that a very real danger of 
rabies outbreak now exists in So­
nora itself.. The fox, which the 
State Health Department in Aus­
tin reported the fox as definitely 
rabid, is known to have bitten a 
cat in the neighborhood of the 
church. How many other aaiimals 
wei-e attacked is not known but 
more cases of rabies are expect- 
to show up within the next 
weeks.

Manager of City Utilities R. M- 
McCarver says the importance of 
vaccinating pets cannot be tfver- 
emphasized and urges pet-owners 
to have both dogs and cats in­
oculated and tagged in compliance 
with the city ordinance. C. _W. 
Taylor, S. M. Loeffler, Oscar 
Wright or Dr. W. T. Hardy will 
vaccinate pets. Cost of the vac­
cine- is $2.00 per animal.

Following vaccination, the 
signed certificate of inoculation 
should be taken to City Hqll for 
filing.

If suspicious-acting animals are 
sighted, McCarver advises calling 
City Hall and someone will be 
seat out to dispose of the animal. 
If, hqwever, it is necessary for an 
individual to kill the animal, ]Mc- 
Carver says, then Health Officer 
Dr. J. P. Howell should be con­
sulted as to how to dispose .of the 
carcass safely.

The handling of the carcasses 
of rabid animals poses as much of 
a daaiger as contact with a live 
animal since handlers can con­
tact the disease through cuts br 
breaks in their skin.

Several west Texas cities and 
towns have recently reported the  ̂
worst dust storms in their his­
tory. Alarming amounts'of valu­
able top soil have been lost due 
to the prolonged drought and 
high winds. Equally alarming is 
the severe lack of subsoil mois­
ture. Subsoil moisture is as im­
portant on rangeland as it :s on 
croplands, to keep ,the plants 
growing. When the subsoil mois­
ture is depleted the plants do not 
have reserve moisture in .he 
ground to draw on between 
showers.

It will take several .good '.'ains 
at frequent intervals to replenish 
the needed subsoil moisture in 
most areas. On bare deep soil 
areas only a "tailor made” rain 
will fall slow enough to penetrate 
the soil. Range pitting on these 
bare soits is almost a must to 
make effective use of the torren­
tial type showers normally receiv­
ed during spring and summer 
months. 1

a little boy we lived on the North 
tork of the Kentucky River, about 

miles south of Jackson, Ky.; 
father, Capt. Bill Smitl 

Worked the river in the days 
there was plenty of virgin 
in the country.

During the fall and wint^fl 
months, the men would go into 
the woods and cut down the large 
trees, then saw them into lengths 
of 12 and 14 feet. Hauled to the 
river by Ox teams, the logs were 
rolled into the river and assem­
bled into one long raft, approx­
imately 150 feet long.

The raft was tied to shore by 
a big cable while the men fash­
ioned two long oars which were 
fastened to each end of the raft 
for guiding purposes. They made 
a little shanty on the raft and AxecJ 
it so they could have a fire an4 
make coffee. They also had a 
little Jo boat on the raft, just in 
case the raft should hit some ob­
struction on way to Frankfort 
and be torn to pieces. Several 
men were drowned when their 
rafts were torn apart and they 
were tossed into the deep, rushing 
waters.

Now, when the river- got up to 
a certain stage, about half a doz­
en men would get on the raft, 
untie the cable and away they 
would go, down the river. My 
father was' the steersman on his 
raft. Working the back oar, he 
would instruct the men on the 
front end, teUing them to pull to 
the left or the right.
