Dupree showed a film, “ Look 
At Me,” which told the story of 
Salk vaccine’s battle ' against 
polio.

Only 40 percent of America’s 
teenagers have received the Salk 
vaccine, the one weapon against 
paralytic polio. This vaccine was 
developed by Dr. Salk by funds 
from the March of Dimes and 
grants. Dr. Salk thinks there is 
possibly a better vaccine and is 
contiuing his research.

This is a great need, Dupree 
said, for continuing the education 
of the public as to the import­
ance of vaccination. Eighty per- 
ent of Chicago’s polio victims 
last year had not received any of 
the injections. The National 
Foundation urges all persons un­
der 45 years of age to take the 
vaccine. Other physicians say 
everyone, regardless of age, 
should receive the vaccine since 
polio is no respecter of age.

The vaccine is fully tested, Du­
pree emphasized, and is fully 
effective in 85 percent of the 
cases. There have been no deaths 
from polio among persons who 
have received the shots. Nor has 
there been any crippling — the 
vaccine is completely effective 
against paralytic polio.

In cases of bulbar polio, the 
vaccine has been proven helpful 
in making the cases lighter.

It is tragically easy to become the most important things. When 
so involved in trivial things that 
we lose sight of what is vitally | 
important. It isn’t necessary to 
be greedy and coarsely material­
istic to get caught in this trap.
Many well intentioned parents 
have lost sight of what is im­
portant By becoming involved in 
the trivial things of this 'world.
The appalling witness to this 
fact is in the mobs of juvenile 
delinquents that roam the streets 
of our cities. Perhaps a majority, 
though I sometimes do^bt it̂  
come from economically depress­
ed families, but there is an amaz­
ingly large percentage that come 
from families with comfortable 
incomes.

Mothers can become so involv­
ed in preparing good meals, keep­
ing house, mending clothes and 
all those other things that are 
necessary to take of their chil­
dren that they have time for 
nothing else. Fathers can spend 
all their time and energy earning 
money, so that their children can

we are too busy to go to church 
on Sunday and just send the 
children along they can see no 
particular value in what goes 
on there. The novelty of the ex­
perience may keep them interest­
ed for a while but they will dis­
card it like an old toy,, when 
something more interesting comes 
along. They have in effect placed 
the same value on Christianity 
that we have. We have consid­
ered it secondary to material 
things and so will they.

We will one day. wake up to 
the terrifying fact that all our 
energies and Jife have been spent 
accumulating worthless thing!

These seem worthy objectives for 
parents and they should he com­
mended for them. But actually 
these are trivial things.

We can feed our children until 
they are sloppy fat or radiantly 
healthy, or we can let; them ga 
hungry, and it doesn’t make much 
difference. They are still likely 
to turn out to be hums. We can 
send them to the best schools, 
clothe them well, provide all the 
advantages they have time for, 
or we can ignore them, either 
way they may turn out to be 
racketeers. Certainly it is better 
that our children be well fed, 
clothed, educated and healthy 
than the opposite, but these 
things are Actually trivial be­
cause they are not of ultimate 
value

Jt is so easy to become in­
volved in keeping h’ouse or earn­
ing- money for our children that 
we can’t find time to spend a 
couple of hours on Sunday in 
church so that they can learn 
those thipgs which are of eternal 
value. How often have we been 
too tired at night to attend a 
Boy or Girl Scout meeting with 
them. Certainly we are too busy 
to go along with their scout 
leader on a camping trip. _We 
have contributed a few dollars 
to support these things, and that, 
surely should be enough. We have 
worked so hard providing for our 
children and we will let the pro­
fessionals take care of these oth­
er things. That is what' our 
schools and churches are for.

The schools and churches do 
their best, but even when they 
have enough money to operate 
they fail because they have.re­
ceived only trivial support'. The 
vitally important element was not 
provided. The painful truth is

From the South Pasadena Re­
view, South Pasadena, California: 
Tens of thousands of Britons have 
had enough. Reports from the 
“ tight little isle” say that the 
new economic problem thrust on 
the nation by the Suez fiasco have 
started the greatest wave of emi­
gration in Britain’s history. Most 
people want to go to Canada. 
As many as 3,000 in one day have 
made application to the Canadian 
immigration offices in London. 
The Australian headquarters is 
getting about one-third that num­
ber daily and the New Zealand 
and Rhodesia about 400 per day. 
Specifically, the boost in gas pri­
ces to 88 cents a gallon has made 
travel by car almost prohibitive. 
Added to that is the prospect that 
basic income taxes may go up to 
47%%. Business taxes in some 
lines have become so prohibitive 
that no one will risk launching 
an enterprise in those lines. The 
story of most emigrants’ is that 
opportunity has all but disap­
peared in Britain. They want to 
get out to' the New World where 
they hope to gain the rewards 
denietj them at home. It Is esti­
mated that as many as 100,000 
Britons will enter Canada in 1957. 
That’s three times the number in 
1955.

From John M. ¿jtover, Christian- 
burg, Ohio: I remember when 1 
was a boy on a farm near Brad­
ford, Ohio, which at that time was 
a little railroad town. It lies in the 
junction of the Pennsylvania “ Pan­
handle”  in Western Ohio. At that 
time it was a terminal for three 
railroad divisions. As there were 
very few through trains, the train­
men had to lay over waiting for 
the “ Caller”  to summon them for 
their return trip. The daily men 
worked twelve hours a day, with 
no overtime. The wages for a 
trackman were one dollar a day.

As our farm lay just south of 
the (then) Indianapolis Division, 
as a wide-awake farm boy, I was 
naturally very much interested in 
the railroad.

Some of the things I saw were 
so vividly impressed upon my con­
sciousness that I can close my 
eyes and see them as though they 
had happened yesterday.

The engines were pygmies as 
as compared with the monstrous 
and powerful engines and diesels 
of today. No engine had more than 
four drivers and, as the engines 
used to pull passenger trains, 
which had few coaches, were 
built for speed, their drivers were 
about six feet in diameter while 
the wheels of the freight engines, 
had need of traction, were scarce­
ly half as high.

At that period the engines were 
using coal for fuel but they still 
had the enormous, funnel-shaped 
smoke stacks which are to be seen 
in old pictures.

District N ew s
Soil Conservation Service

H. N. Smith, State Conserva-1 
tionist for the Soil Conservation1 
ervice, recently reported that1 
water s h o r t  Texas towns are 
taking advantage of the oppor­
tunity to add to their water sup­
plies through the USD A water­
shed protection and flood preven­
tion programs under Public Law 
566.

Ozona recently voted $25,000 to 
cover the cost of providing a 
three year standby supply of wa­
ter behind one of the structures 
to be built on Johnson Draw. 
Ozona, like Sonora, presently has 
an adequate supply of water in 
wells. The additional storage jvvill 
be standby insurance in event of 
well failure.

Smith explained that the dams 
are designed and detention struc­
tures primarily. Their purpose is 
to slow down floodwaters and re­
lease them automatically at a 
rate stream channels can hold. 
Each dam must first be justified 
on the basis of its usefulness in 
flood prevention. Water storage 
for any purpose other than flood 
prevention must be secondary 
and in keeping with state law.

In the new watershed protec­
tion program, municipalities or 
other authorized organizations 
can build water storage into a 
floodwater retarding structure by 
paying the difference in cost, 
Smith explained. The city of 
Kaufman, in the Kaufman-Van 
Zandt Soil Conservation District, 
was the first Texas city to take 
advantage of the water-storing 
opportunity. Added capacity of 
1834 acre feet was built into a 
floodwater retarding structure, 
giving Kaufman nearly 600 mil­
lion gallons of water at a cost of 
$18,114.

In the new watershed protec­
tion program the government can 
lend up to $5 million for periods 
of as long as 50 years at a rate 
of about 2 1-2 per cent. The loan 
is retired on an annual basis.

SCS is authorized py the new 
law to cooperate with local sub­
divisions of government in build­
ing structures up to 5000 acre 
feet of floodwater detention ca­
pacity. Additional storage up to

1 25,000 acre feet in total capacity 
I can be provided for municipal 

supplies.
Smith explained that the ob­

jective of the locally sponsored, 
watershed program is to give pro­
tection to land, crops and proper­
ty against flood damage. Soil 
conservation treatment of land in 
the watershed is fundamental. It 
insures a long period of useful­
ness for the floodwater retarding 
structures by reducing sediment 
carried by runoff into streams 
and reservoirs.

Feb. 15 Deadline 
On Farm and Ranch 
Income Tax Reports

February 15, 1957, is the in­
come t^x report deadline for 
Texas farm and ranch families 
who did not file an estimate and 
payment before January 15.

Farmers and ranchers should 
not overlook the fact that certain 
livestock sales m a d e  finder 
drouth conditions need not be re­
ported in taxable income provid­
ed the animals are to be re­
placed within one year. An ex­
tension of this 12-month provi­
sion may be obtained from the 
District Director of Internal Rev­
enue if drouth conditions con­
tinue.

All operators with a “net farm 
profit’’ of $400 or more must, file 
a return and pay a three percent 
social security tax whether any 
income tax is due- or not. Opera­
tors with less than §400 net pro­
fit, but over §600 gross farm in­
come may use two-thirds of their 
gross income for determining 
self-employment tax up to $1,200.

Landlords are covered for 
self-employment benefits this 
year provided they “ materially 
participate”  in the farm’s opera­
tions. “ Material participation” 
may be determined either on the 
basis of actual, physical work or 
through management decisions 
affecting farm and ranch pro­
duction.

The Farmer’s 1956 Tax Guide 
Bulletin provides information on 
tax credits and other deductions 
allowed farm operators. It is free 
from your county agent or the 
Internal Revenue staff.

Killed By Deer On 
New Mexico Ranch

Adolph Sultemeier, 65, Corona, 
New Mexico, rancher and former 
Sutton County resident, was gor­
ed to death January 19 by a deer 
as Sultemier attempted to free 
the animal from a fence in 
which it was caught. ^

Sultemeier was found by a 
nephew. Doctors said he bled to 
death from wounds to a main 
blood vessel in his leg which 
was cut by the deer’s hooves.

The deer had run away before 
the rancher was discovered but 
evidence in the form cf wounds, 
hair on the barbed wire fence 
showed plainly what1 had happen­
ed.
