Dear editar:
I was reading the other night 

in a copy of a magazine which 
some company sent me in the 
hope Pd subscribe, which on a 
small scale is about like sending 
a million dol­
lars to Europe 
in the hope 
somebody’ll re­
pay it, where 
an expert in 
Washington has 
been studying 
the problem of 
inflation and 
has come up 
with the notion ^ 
that the way to 
cure it is to stop 
reckless spending.

According to him, the more 
willing we are to spend, the more 
willing somebody is to take our 
money, and this keeps the- price 
of things edging up. ,

Now I have been giving con­
siderable thought to this idea 
for the past few days, letting a 
lot of my farm work slide in the 
belief whipping inflation is more 
important to the nation than 
whipping bitterweed on my 
ranch, and I’ll admit that while 
I have come to several different 
conclusions, I’m still just as puz. 
zled as I was when I started.

For example, as far as I know.
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reckless spending does cause in 
flation, howe'er, on the other i 
hand, I know of a lot of cases 
where reckless spending result­
ed in a depression, at least for 
the people doing the spending.

And also, if everybody stopp­
ed spending, stores would stop 
selling, manufacturing plants 
would stop producing, then stop 
hiring, and while this would sure 
whip inflation, it’d result , in a 
depression and whipping good 
times hy substituting hard times 
is not exactly what me and that 
expert in Washington had in 
mind.

To tell the truth, reckless 
spending is probably what put 
this country where it is. 'That is, 
if the average housewife spent 
her money 100 percent carefully 
and for essentials only, most 
supermarkets could cut their size 
in half and stock mostly salt, 
pepper, stew meat, potatoes and 
molasses. Drygoods stores would 
be cut down to work pants and 
gingham dresses, the air-condi­
tioning industry would switch 
over to palmetto fans, and drug 
stores would disappear. And you 
know right off what the elimina­
ting of reckless spending would 
do to government.

It seems to me, that expert in 
Washington better try some other 
plan. He’s about to argue him­
self out of a job.

Earlier predictions of a wide­
spread Asian influenza epidemic 
this fall and winter appear to be 
materializing. Reports of cases 
coming in from all quarters in­
dicate that Texas has been well 
“ seeded”  with the virus.

Only five brief months have 
passed since late April when the 
disease was first recognized in 
Hong Kong. 'This speed of 
spread is typical of the illness.

So far, Asian influenza, which 
is really a new strain of a virus 
type well known to laboratory 
technicians, has been compara­
tively mild.

There’s no solution in going 
out the middle part of the sea­
son. Everything depends on the 
weather and when the birds 
hatch. These are factors over 
which the game regulation people 
have no control.

I have been talking over this 
situation with some of the game 
management folks, and they are 
looking for the answers. They 
will tell you that the doves are 
increasing in number, unlike most 
other game birds and animals. 
That’s because the dove is an 
adaptable creature. Take away 
his natural habitat, remove his

based on what they find .there 
may be changes in dove hunting 
regulations. Perhaps the season 
will be lengthened, or the hag 
limit increased, or both.

As it is now, the U. S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service sets the 
length of season. That’s because 
the dove is a migratory bird, 
and the regulation officials want 
to give the hunters of all states 
an equal chance for birds. As 
far as the seasons dates are con­
cerned, the federáis leave that 
pretty much up to the states.

Add it all up and what you get 
is the happy fact that doves 
thrive in spite of drouth and high 
water, and that the outlook for 
dove hunters is likely to keep 
getting better and better.

Hunt Hearings Set

For October 7
A series of public hearings 

will be held in the nine counties 
of the Edwards Plateau area 
covered by regulatory'power of 
the Game ant^ Fish Commission, 
October 7. At this time, biolo­
gists of the commission will give 
landowners and sportsmen in­
formation on hunting conditions 
and proposed regulations regard­
ing this year’s open season in 
the counties concerned. The 
meetings will follow the pattern 
of those previously held.

The purpose of the meetings 
is to comply with the statute 
passed by the last session of the 
legislature, which prescribes that 
such meetings be held; and that 
the Game Commission then set 
hunting dates as indicated from 
the results of scientific investi- 
gâtions.

This law became effective 
August 22. However,, in antici­
pation of its effectiveness the 
Commission on July 26, went 
ahead and set up the dates. The 
Attorney General’s office later 
ruled the action null and void be­
cause it was premature.

As soon as the hearings are 
held, it will be necessary for the 
Game Commission to hold fi 
special meeting and again ratify 
the action.

The Sutton County meeting 
will be held at three o’clock Mon­
day, October 7, at the courthouse

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Statistics released by the 
Bureau of Business of the Uni­
versity of Texas indicate that 
the drought-stricken Texas cat­
tle industry is fast recovering 
due to spring rains.

Last spring the total number 
o f cattle in the state amounted 
to an estimated 7,736,000. Al­
though this is below the 1956 
figure of 8,501,000, it amounts to 
a reversal of a seven-year de­
cline, and we can expect to see 
a steady rise in the future.

■The price of cattle was up $2 
to ?3 per 100 pounds from last 
years at the same time.

There has also been a decrease 
of 15 percent in the number of 
cattle on feeder lots for market 
since 1956.

By June 1 Texas pastures were 
at 83 percent of their normal 
condition—a considerable change 
from last year’s 53 percent, and 
from the fact that 222 of the 
state’s 254 counties were declar­
ed drought disaster zones for 
federal aid in 1956.* * * *
