Ross Condemnation 
Suit Held Last Week
A condemnation suit against 

Dr. loe David Ross, et iix by 
tile State of Texas, involved 
rights to 37 .7  66 acres of land 
for the constructing of Inter­
state flighway 10. resulted in 
the six-person jury finding the 
market value of the strip of 
land .$32. 101. 10.

The suit was brought against 
Ross by tile I'exas Attorney Gen­
eral at the request of State 
Highway Commission for fee 
title to the 37. 766 acres and 
easement rights.

The State claimed the need of 
tile land for the highway to 
facilitate the movement of 
traffic and promote the national 
defense, and sought simple fee 
title to the 'and.

This approximate .'IS acres ' 
was a-strip between the.veteri­
nary clinic and the racetrack 
and extending to the airport, 
leaving the clinic land in two, 
separate tracts.

Initial negotiations began in 
January, 1967. The State's first 
offer was $16. 500 wiiich was

Ross claimed insufficient 
payment for the disputed 'and 
because of necessary pen con­
struction and what he felt was 
loss of value of lànd cut off 
behind the race tract that has 
no frontage road. The State 
claimed that possible future 
sale of land along Interstate 10 
would compensate for any 
excess damages. Testimony of 
qualified land appraisers varied 
the value of the land from 
$19, 000 to $64, 000.

When land is requested for a 
public works several steps are 
necessary. The state must first 
estimate need for the property 
and secondly appraise the need­
ed land. After the land is ap­
praised an offer is made to the 
landowner based on this apprais­
al. In the event the landowner 
feels the offer is not the true 
worth of the land he may refuse 
to accept.

Upon refusal the County Judge 
in the County where property is 
located appoints three disinter­
ested citizens to assess value. 
County Judge ,1. W. Elliott 
appointed a special commission 
of Bill Saveli, Billy Calbreath 
and W. L. V.'hitehead, who set 
the figure at $51, 070. 00 in 
lune, 1968.

Under State law, after the 
commission has made an assess­
ment either the landowner or 
the state can appeal the finding 
of the commission. That action 
results in a court case with a 
six-member jury in county court 
In this case the State of Texas 
demanded jury trial an d  d e -  . 
dined to accept tlie awardof thè 
special commission.

In the case styled 'The State 
of Texas vs Dr. loe David Ross, 
et ux, the Charge to Court read;

'Market value' is meant

Sonora Caverns Observe 
Tenth Anniversary In July
The Caverns of Sonora ob­

served the tenth anniversary 
of its opening July 16. At least 
400, 000 people have visited 
this fabulous display of Nature's 
handiwork since that opening 
date.

Much has been written about 
the unique, lavish formations 
which abound in'the Caverns. 
The majesty of winter scenes 
to tropic island atmosphere are 
found deep in the Caverns. All 
the words that have been writ­
ten are still inadequate to des- 
cri'ne its natural beauty.

Back in 1900 a sheepherder 
found a small 18x24 opening in 
the side of a hill on the May- 
field Ranch. Since there are 
many small caves in the coun­
ty, it was believed that the 
Mayfield cave was like the 
others that had been explored 
from time to time.

As a safety measure, Stanley 
Mayfield closed the opening 
with an iron grate and secured 
it with a padlock, but interested 
people were allowed to enter, 
the cave. . It was not until 1955 
that-the real discovery was 
made.

The Dallas Grotto of the A- 
merican Speleological Society 
became interested in the "S ec­
ret Cave" and by special per­
mission from Mayfield began 
exploration. Many spelunkers 
visited the known part of the 
cave that had been explored, 
but their passage was blocked 
when they reached a point knowr 
as "The Pit", a sixty foot drop 
that had barred the way beyond 
that point. '

Eventually they were able to 
go around this pit and found a 
smaU opening on the other side. 
Through the opening was one 
of Nature's most fantastic 
pieces of handiwork.

Excavating began March 10.

The Sonora teams of the 60's 
are rated second in a special 
decade-review section among 
all Texas schoolboy grid units 
on a point system that deter­
mines success by regular season 
wins and playoff victories. The 
Broncos stand sixth on the dec­
ade list of winners rated by 
percentage of wins against 
losses.

The Sonora teams of 1966 and 
1968 ate rated first and third, 
respectively, among all Class 
A teams for the decade in a 
special poll of sportswriters 
from across the state.

Looking toward this season, 
the current Bronco edition is 
expected to battle Mason for 
the district title and is ranked 
in the top ten in Class A in thé 
pre-season ratings. Bronco 
standout Kerry loy is named to 
the Schoolboy Honor Roll, a 
list of highly regarded prospects 
for stardom.

A  Bishop Looks at Lile
W H ER E IS M ODERATION ?

By Everett H. Jones, Retired Bishop of the fp^copa/ Church

A text almost forgotten in the 
iturbulent modem world is this; 
"Let your moderation be known 
unto all m en." (Philippians 4;5)

I would like to propose a new 
test for valid leadership in poli­
tics, the academic world, the 
Church and every other area of 
our life. The test would be; Is 
this person fair-minded, b a l -  
lanced, and moderated?

With this test in mind I have 
been listening. Only now and 
then do I hear the voice of 
moderation—and how welcome 
it is! Here ate a few examples: 

Dr. David Mathews, president 
of the University of Alabama, 
speaking to a group of young 
people: "Too many people are 
ready to condemn your genera­
tion harshly: and at the same 
time, most sadly, fat too many 
people are ready to praise you 
uncritically."

Dr. lohn A. Logan, president 
of Hollins College, reflecting 
on the events of May: " It is 
central to our form of govern­
ment that citizens be free to 
express their opinions and to 
assemble peaceably to petition 
for redress of grievances. But it 
is equally important that any

such demonstrations be non­
violent, that there be no de­
struction of property nor inter­
ference with the rights of othera 
Freedom from disorder is as 
essential a component of an 
open society as freedom of dis­
sent. "

Margaret Chase Smith, dis­
tinguished senior Senator from 
Maine, to members of the U- 
nited States Senate; "It is

time that the great center of 
our people, those who reject 
the violence and unreasonable-1 
ness of both the extreme tight-|  
the extreme left, searched 
their consciences, mustered 
their moral and physical cour­
age, shed their intimidated 
silence and declared their con-| 
sciences.

"It is tim e that with dignity, 
firmness, and friendliness,  ̂
they reason with, rather than*’ 
capitulate to, the extrerriists 
on both sides—at all levels— 
and caution that their patience j 
ends at the border of violence 
and anarchy that threatens our 
American dem ocracy."

Prospects for approval of a 
survivor benefit program for 
dependents of members of the 
Armed Forces, active and re­
tired, have improved as a re­
sult of hearings on the subject 
now being conducted by a 
special sub-committee of the 
House Armed Services Com­
m ittee.

Although belatedly, the De­
partment of Defense has now 
informed the comm ittee of its 
approval of a new benefit plan 
to meet an urgent need.

Pending before the Committee 
and forming the basis for the 
hearings, are two bills on sur­
vivor benefits—one by me and 
one by Congressman Gubser of 
California. The two are quite 
similar, and both are fashioned 
after the Civil Service retire­
ment system where participants 
contribute a portion of monthly 
salaries to a fund for payment 
of benefits to the retiree, or to 
survivors—as the case may be.

I With respect to existing wid- 
jows and orphans (where there 
lean be no contributions into a 
i retirement fund). the committee

W ildlile Department Surveys Show 
Spring Turkey Hunt Reaction

Varying opinions of Texas' 
first spring turkey gobbler hunt 
were noted by Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department biologists 
in a postcard survey of a 
sample of Kerr County land­
owners.

Department biologists say the 
early spring season allows hun­
ters a " bonus" season for hunt­
ing, yet does not adversely 
affect turkey populations.

The season, which was April 
25 through May 2, was set so 
as not to interfere with spring 
mating and the nesting season.

Landowners were not general­
ly in accord as to the value of 
the spring season. Of the 105 
who offered comments about 
the season, 82 were against 
and 23 favored the additional 
hunting season.

It should be noted, however, 
that many of the landowners 
polled either have very small 
plots of land or have no suit­
able turkey range on their 
properties.

Horace Gore, regional wild­
life supervisor at Waco, said 
that reactions to the first spring 
hunt were as expected. Many 
ranchers are accustomed to, 
and would rather have hunting 
only in the fall—when the 
bit<is are concentrated in low­
land areas and are easily 
hunted on their property. In 
the spring, the birds tend to 
scatter into the upland areas 
for nesting purposes and gob­
blers are widely distributed 
for hunting.

In the survey, a total of 562 
cards was mailed to landowners. 
So fat, 311 cards have been 
returned. They indicate that 
about 13 percent of the land­
owners took part in the turkey 
hunt.

Polled hunting acreage accom  
modated 211 hunters who hunt­
ed a total of 288 days. A total 
of 118, 000 acres was involved 
and 98 gobblers were harvested. 
Hunter success was 46 percent, 
and one turkey was harvested 
for every 1 , 205 acres.

"One of the theories behind 
the spring hunt is to provide

more hunting over a wider 
area, but still have a small 
enough harvest so as not to hurt 
the turkey populations, " Gore 
explained.

"Most landowners are reluc­
tant to accept new seasons. 
They tend to follow the natural

inclination to favor whichever 
season they estimate would give 
them the most turkeys to hunt," 
Gore said.

In initiating a spring season, 
Texas is following a practice 
which has been in effect in sev­
eral other states in past years. . 
The Parks and Wildlife C om ­
mission probably will consider 
expanding the spring season to 
include several counties next 
spring.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE

Section 1. That Subsections 

(5) ,  (6),  (7) ,  (8) ,  (9 ), (11),  
(12),  and (13), Section 1-a, 
Article V, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

“ (5) The Commission may 
hold, its meetings, hearings 
and otiier proceedings at such 
times and places as it shall de- 
ternjine but shall meet at Aus­
tin at lehst once each year. It 
shall annually select one of its 
members as Chairman. A quo­
rum shall consist of five (5) 
members. Proceedings shall be 
by majority vote of those pres­
ent, except that recommenda­
tions for retirement," censure, 
or removal of any person hold­
ing an office named in Para­
graph A of Subsection (6) of 
this Section shall be by af­
firmative vote of- at least five 
(5) members.

“ (6) A. Any Justice, or 
Judge of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crimi­
nal District Courts, any Coun­
ty Judge, and any Judge of a 
County Court at Law, a Court 
of Domestic Relations, a Ju ­
venile Court, a Probate Court, 
or a Corporation or Municipal 
Court, and any Justice of the 
Peace, and any Judge or pre­
siding officer of any special 
court created by the Legisla­
ture as provided in Section 1, 
Article V, of this Constitution, 
may, subject to the other pro­
visions hereof, be removed 
from office for ■willful or per­
sistent conduct, which is clear­
ly inconsistent ■with the proper 
performance of his said duties 
or casts public discredit upon 
the judiciary or administration 
of justice; or any person hold­
ing such office may be cen­
sured, in lieu of removal from 
office, under procedures pro­
vided for by the Legislature.

“B. Any person holding an 
office named in Paragraph A 
of this subsection who is eligi­
ble for retirement benefits un­
der the laws of this state pro­
viding for judicial retirement 
may be involuntarily retired, 
and any person holding an of­
fice named in that paragraph 
who is not eligible for retire­
ment benefits under such 
laws may be removed from of­
fice, for disability seriously in­
terfering with the perform-

ahee of his duties,' which is, or 
is likely to become, permanent 
in nature.

“ (7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to the misconduct or 
disability of particular persons 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, receive 
complaints or reports, formal 
or informal, from any source 
in this behalf and make such 
preliminary investigations as 
it may determine. Its orders 
for the attendance or testi­
mony of witnesses or for the 
production of documents at 
any hearing or investigation 
shall be enforceable by con­
tempt proceedings in the Dis­
trict Court.

“ (8) After such investiga­
tion as it deems necessary, the 
Commission may in its discre­
tion issue a private reprimand, 
or if the Commission de­
termines that the situation 
merits such action, it may 
order a hearing to be held be­
fore it concerning the removal, 
or retirement of a person 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, or it may 
in its discretion request the 
Supreme Court to appoint an 
active or retired District 
Judge or Justice of a Court 
of. Civil Appeals as a Master 
to hear and take evidence in 
any such matter, and to re­
port thereon to the Commis­
sion. If, after hearing, or after 
considering the record and re­
port of a Master, the Commis­
sion finds good cause there­
for, it shall issue an order of 
public censure or it shall rec­
ommend to the Supreme Court 
the rctnoval, or retirement, as 
the case may be, of the per­
son in question holding an of­
fice named in Paragraph A of 
Subsection (6) of this Section 
and shall thereupon file with 
the Clerk of the Supreme 
Court the entire record be­
fore the Commission.

“ (9) The Supreme Court 
shall review the record of the 
proceedings on the law and 
facts and in its discretion may, 
for good cause sho'wn, permit 
the introduction of additional 
evidence and shall order pub­
lic censure, retirement or re­
moval, as it finds just and 
proper, or wholly reject the

recommendation. Upon an 
order for involuntary retire­
ment for disability or an order 
for removal, the office in 
question shall become vacant. 
The rights of an incumbent so 
retired to retirement benefits 
shall be the same as if his re­
tirement had been voluntary.”

“ (11) The Supreme Court 
shall by rule provide for the 
procedure before the Commis­
sion, Masters and the Su­
preme Court. Such rule shall 
afford to any person holding 
an office named in Parag;raph 
A of Subsection (6) of this 
Section, against whom a pro­
ceeding is instituted to cause 
his retirement or removal, due 
process of law for the proce­

the right to notice, counsel,

“ (12) No person holding an 
office named in Paragraph A 
of Subsection (6) of this Sec­
tion shall sit as a member of 
the Commission or Supreme 
Court in any proceeding in­
volving his own retirement or 
removal.

“ (13) This Section 1-a is al­
ternative to and cumulative 
of, the methods of removal of 
persons holding an office 
named in Paragraph A of Sub­
section (6) of this Section 
provided elsewhere in this 
Constitution.”
