The fort lies on the east bank
of Live Oak Creek about half a
mile above its junction with
the Pecos River.

When originally established as
Camp Lancaster August 20, 18-
85, it was strategically situated
on the military road between
San Antonio and El Paso near
an important crossing which an
early surveyor called Indian
Ford.

The road led from Indianola
and Corpus Christi by way of
San Antonio and San Felipe
Springs and was favored by the
U.S.Govemnment as the best of
two possible routes to Californ-

| ia.

Fort Lancaster was one of four
posts established to protect the
route and to form a line of de-
fense " where the Indians live
instead of where citizens live."
